S.P.H. Flick presented his records for the inspection of those present and after
extensive discussion a move was made by S.P.H. Flick,seconded by Mr. Berry to set
up a committee consisting of three members to be appointed by lir. Monger who would
be chairman of said committee. The motion passed unamiously.

lir, Monger asked kir., Berry to be a member of this Committee and Mr. Berry assented.
Due to the fact that Nr, Monger felt some misgivings as to the record keeping by
the comrittee Chairman,S.P.H. Flick volunteered his services as clerk of this Com-
mittee and was accepted as a member by Mr. Monger.

Subjéct to anrroval by the bank the following procedures are to be followed:

Vr. Frey,the Secretary-Treasurer i to receive all monies pgyable to Real
Estate and/or Perpetual Bare accounts,as he is doing at present,prior to the
end of each month he is to deposit all monies due these accounts and while
xeeping the present bank books far his own records he is to mail to Mr. Monger
or person designated by him, the duplicate deposit slips, covering all transact-
ions in these two named accounts. Since no arrangement was mad~ for a co-sigmer
on these checks which willbe given in payment of debts or transfer of funds the
present arrangement will continue with lMr. Frey co-signing all checks with lr.
Monger. It was thought that pre-addressed envelopes and deposit slips could be
furnished Mr, Frey and that under this set-up he would have more time to devote
tc the maintenance account and to the obtaining of addresses for his files.

On being asked,lrs Irvin Dean and Mrs Franklin Greene expre-sed their willingness

to help in any way they could,with the work of the Board. In line with this express-
ion of their willingness they were asked if they would accept membership on the Board.,
Upcn receiving their affirmative answer the Board voted unamiously to accept them as
members. At our meeting of May 21,1968 the Board had voted to increase the membership
to eight (8). It was felt that the addition of these mcmbers was in line with the
policy of the Board as expressed at the May meeting.

Mr. Monger aske for and received permission to purchase a pump for use by the care-
taker at a cost of approximately $150.00. The vote was unamious in favor of this
expenditure,

Mr. Flick asked for and received permission to spend up to $25.00 to have the records
system checked out and for help with the tax returns for the Cemetery Corporation.

Mr, Monger stated that he had rented the caretakers house on the cemetery prop-
erty on atemporary basis with the strict understanding that the people were to
be law-abiding and well behaved. Thirty days was the time mentioned.

Mr, Flick inquired if correct addresses could be placed on ALL cards in the
Secty.-Treasurer's file, Mr. Frey agreed to do this from file to be furnished
by Flick. Mr. Frey thought that he could &o this in from 4 to 6 weeks after
which further effort would be made to get the rest of the acddresses.

The meetim was called to order at 7:43 PM by Mr, Monger: lir., Monger expressed
his disappointment at the sparse attendance and stated that this meeting had
been called to discuss the use or non-use of the tenant house on the cemetery
property. He said that there had been much criticism (justified) of the last
tenants and detailed some of the troubles he had experienced with said tenants.

His itemized estimate for putting the house in rentable condition was approx-
imately $742.50,an amount which would take all of the ready cash of the Com-
pany at this time,

A lengthy discussion ensued and while it was generally agreed that it would

be desirable to tear down the house and carry out the long range plan for

the improvement of the cemetery it was also agreed that such a course of
action was not possible at this time. A motion was made by S.P.F. Flick,
seconded by G.¥, Berry that only the work necessary to weatherproof the house
and protect it from the weather be undertaken at this time. It was the op-
inion of Mr, Monger that this could be done for aporoximately $300,00. In view
of our obligations -uch as interest payments,etc. due before the end of the
vear it was felt that this was all we could undertake., The motion carried
unamiously.This work to be under the direct supervision of Mr. Monger.

Mr. Monger was asked to try to find an acceptable tenant and if he so desiredy
another meeting could be held to aporove his actions in this respect.

The meeting closed at 9,15 PM.
