He stated that this
meeting had been called to acquaint the Board with our financial standing and to re-
quest permission to pay off the balance of the Corporation's indebtedness as evidencéd
by an outstanding note in the favor of S.P.H. Flick in the amount of $1,272.77 with
accrued interest of $ 70.07 making a total of $ 1,342.34. ) statement of the standing
of the Corporation as of the end of October is attached to and made a part of these
minutes. The Board apvroved payment by unanimous vote,

The Board discussed at length the need of accurate records and approved the for-
mation of a Verification Committee whose duty would be to verify both to the pur-
chaser and the Corporation of all lots or spaces sold. lir, .onger as President would
issue the @eed from information furmished him by llr., Frey. lir, lionger will pick
the members whoc will serve with him and make a progress revort at our next meeting.

Under un-finished business llr, Monger and lir, Frey reported that the matter of
the location of lLirs Helen XKerns lot had been settled to her satisfaction. This was
originally brought up at our meeting on June 4,1970.

lr, Flick was asked to get current prices on a system of lot markings and report
at our next meeting.

lir. Frey was requested to post his file cards with the amounts due for 1971 and
have them ready so that bills could be mailed on January 1lst,1971. He agreed to have
them ready with his monthly revorts on December 5th.

Lir, T'lick was authorized to notify lot owners that unless marked improvement was
made in the appearance of the lots as regards the presence on them of ornamental fences
artificial flowers and and various other obstructions to mowing,that Articles 7-8-9
of our By-Laws would be enforced beginning in 1972. The Board was unanimous in its
condemnation of these practices by the lot owners and agreed that drasticp@ould have
to be taken. action

Vice=President Flick requested permission to re-read the letter from our
former President,Dr. W.E., Kite in which he requec<ted Flick to take action lookin to-
ward re-organization of the cemetery Board. This letter was made a part of our first
minutes on May 15th,1966.

lir, Flick stated that all actions taken by him had been taken by authority of
said letter and asked the Board to agree that,as of this date,his duties had been ful-
filled as had been requested in this letter, On motion by lr, Berry the Board voted
unanimously that Mr, Flick had fully complied with Dr., Kite's request as set forth
in this letter.

No further business appearing the meeting was closed at 9:30 PM.

and Mrs Franklin A. Greene - Absent Mr., Roy C, Baugher.

The meeting was called to order at 7:40 PM by Mr, Monger who stated that this was
the annual meeting of the Board which would normally take place on the first
Saturday in June,in this case June 6th.

A misunderstanding haven arisen on the part of Mrs Helen Kerms of 109 East
¥ashington Ave,Elkton,regarding the location of 3 grave sites purchased by her
prior to 1966 and which she paid perpetual care on June 23rd,1967 the follow-
action was agreed to by the Board with no dissenting voice.

Mr, Frey suggested that himself,Mr, llonger and Mrs Kerns visit the
cemetery together and try to teach a settlement which would be satisfactory to
Mrs Kerns,failing this,lMr. Monger and Mr, Frey were authorized to let Mrs Kerns
piek out 3 gravesites in section 10,Mrs Kerms to pay the sum of $50.00 as part-
ial payment of the difference in prics,

Kr, Monger said that our tenmant,lir., Fred Smith was planning to move in about
another month,

As regards the dead hemlock tree which was struck by lightning last summer,it
was decided to wait until the Torrence Construction Co's. crane was in Elkton,
(to avoid paying mileage for having it moved) and try to get them to take the
tree down., This course,tho costing a great deal more,was regarded as safer in
view of the proximity of so many grave stones to this tree.

The matter of records,or rather the lack of them,was brought up and discussed
and Mrs Frances Miller volunteered to try to record those interments in the
0ld churchyard portion of the cemetery. Mrs Greene,lMrs Dean and Mr. Flick ag-
reed to be a Committee looking toward a permanent recording of the present
acreage,in addition Mrs Dean agreed to take as a project the recording of
Section 9.

The Board authorized Mr, Monger to take up with Mr, Merica,our caretaker, the
matter of a new mower.
