The meeting was called to order and opened at 7:35 PM with the following
members present:

Concerning the problem of getting the abandoned automobile out of the
cemetery,Mr., Monger said that he had contacted Mrs Breeden's grandson and that
he had been told that he had been unable to dispose of it. It was the opinion of
the Board that the car must be removed by whatever means necessary even tho it
meant having the car moved and sending the bill to Mrs Breeden or her grandson.
Mr,Monger also stated that in his opinion only a ditch was needed to divert the
water which,at present,runs into Mrs Breedens yard from the cemetery. The town
has created a further problem by making a fill so that there is no place for
the water to go., Mr, lMonger is to contact Mr, Liskey,the Town Engineer and try
to get it drained the cheapest way, that will be satisfactory to all concerned.

The matter of purchasing a mower was brought up and it was found that Don-
ald Merica had contacted Mr, Monger and Flick and offerd his mower for sale to
the Cemetery., Mr., Flick was instructed to contact Mr. Meyerhoffer,the salesman
for J.C. Stickley and see if Mr, Merica's offer of $800,00 was a fair price. If
so Mr, Monger was authorized to close a deal for a mower without any further
meetings on ths subjeet,

Flick was authorized to purchase Perpetual Care markers up to $100,00 at
the best price possible.

A letter from Mr, John T. Cover was read in which he offere& a check
in the amount of $88.,00 for the care of the J.R. Cover lots on which the Cover
mausoleum stands,from August 1966. His letter stated that charges prior to that
date should have been collected from Mr, Arthur Cover. Mr. Flick was requested
to bring this letter to the attention of Mr., Herbert L., Cover and obtain his
ideas on the subject.

No explanation was made for the delay in sending out 1971 bills.

President ,Mra Mary Wsre Greene Mrs Irvin Dean and Mr. G. Whit Berry.

The meeting waes called to order at 8:20 PM by Mr. Monger.

Flick reported cleaning of cemetery and removal of waste dirt being completed
st a total cost of about $200.00. Mr. Berry was s great help in this undertaking.
Flick esuggzested and the Bosrd approved the raising of Mr. Merica,s wage

to 50.00 per week, This to take effect when requeeted by Mr. Merica who had
zaid that he wanted to talk it over with his wife before accepting this raise.
Presumably this was because of tax matters.

Mr. Berry agreed to spray the polson oak that is now so prevalent in
cemetery.

Formal notice of the tranefer of grave sites,10,11 and 12,Lot 25 Sect. k4
from the estate of Mrs Lily Bear to William W. and Nstalie Thatcher of Balt-
imore Md. was given to the Board by Mr. Flick. Transfer of there sites is for
the record only as perpetusl care has been paid on them by Mrs Bear who is now
deceased.

The Board spproved receiving bide on surfacing the driveways in the new
addition snd hopefully our financial position will permit this work being done
this fall.

Mr. Frey presented the request of Mr. Floyd Wood to purchse grave
gites on credit. It was the feeling of the Bosrd that we ceould not go into
credit sales of grave sites and Mr. Frey wss requested to &o notify Mr. Wood.
It was felt that Mr. Wood would have no trouble in obtaining this credit at
the local bank should he =0 desire.

At the time of writing theese finished minutes accounts for May are
not yet availailable snd for that reason & summary of our Savings Certificate
cannot be included in these minutes ae suthorized but will be added ss a =ep-

Mr. Flick etated thet the meeting hed been called for the purpose
of deciding how much if eny the Corporetion could epend in surfecing drive-
weys in the cemetery.

Mr. Flick precented & bid of $1,400.00 for surfecing the driveweye
as merked on the stteched plet of the cemetery. Mr. Berry preeented & bild
from Mr. T.W. Mundey (Elkton Peving Co.) in the smount of $1,700.00 for the
ceme work. The $1,400.00 bid wee from Mr. Mervin Shifflett of Rt.2,Elkton.
Mr. Mundy offered e double surfece trestment of the ceme footege for $875.®

After some diccuccion the Boerd voted to let the contrect to
Mr. Shifflett. Tho the double surface treetment .wee much chesper it wee
felt thet we eshould stick to the pre-mix surfece thet Ked been uced on
the other drivewaye thet have elreedy been surfeced.

Mr. Flick wee esuthorized to notify Mr. Shifflett end if ed-
itionel money i# needed it will be treneferred from the meintenance
sccount .Thasreal estates account which will be used to pay for thie work
containe $1,375.00 as of the date of this meeting leaving only $25.00 to
be transferred. The above mentioned treansaction should leave the Cor-
poration approximately $1,000.00 to start the 1972 mowing season and it
was felt that this would be adequate.

Rendering of bills for 1971 was discueeed and Flick stated
that he would mail them out providing he received the by December 1st to
15th. This was satisfactory with Mr. Frey who expreesed the opinion that
the returne from eaid bills would t= better if mailed later. This ies a
matter that cau Le decided after the bills asre ready to be meiled.
