Mr, Flick requested and received vermission to attach.» the report
on the re-investment of Perpetual Care funds which had been mailed to all members
of the Board on September 12,1972, to these minutes,making said report a part of
the minutes of this meeting.

Discussion of the advisibility of trading mowers before the start of
another maﬂ;ng season was had at this time and the subject was throughly covered.
It was unamiously agreed that it would be to our advantage to trade this winter
during the off season. Cost of trading was mentioned as being $800,00 but it was
hoped that this price might be slightly improved on.

Mr, Flick proposed that Mr, Carl Schumacher be made a member of our
Board of Directors,taking the place of lir, Roy C. Baugher. He further stated that
he had contacted Mr, Baugher just prior to tonights meeting and that this action
met with Mr, Baugher'!s approval., Mr., Schum:cher's willingness to serve had been
brought to the attention of the Board at our meeting on June 29,1972. The vote in
favor of this action being unanimous +this change becomes effective with the date
of this meeting.

After extensive discussion it was decided to give the family of our
caretaker,Mr, Donald Merica, a bonus of two weeks wages ($100.,00) for the help they
had given Mr, Merica in keeping the cemetery presentable during this more that
ordinarily wet season. It was stipulated that this was being done for this year only .
Letter of presentation to be composed by Flick with help from Mrs Greene.

The business for which this meeting had been called,having been con-

cluded the meeting closed at 8:40 PM.

certificates belonging to the Cemetery Board.

Vice President Flick asked for and received permission to with draw from the Virg-
inia National Bank of Elkton and to re-invest in Savings Certificates all funds in
excess of that which would be covered by FDIC insurance. According to a summary of
all funds presented by Flick for the information of the Board this could amount to
about $14,000,00 there being on hand,in all accounts the sum of $34,188.71. The
Board approved the purchase of Savings Certificates from the 0ld Dominion Savings
and Loan Association at the rate of 6%.

After discussion the Board at the request of Flick agreed to let a contract to Mr,.
Shifflett to pave the one remaining driveway and patch all other driveways that
need such patching for the sum of $1,100,00 without receiving any other bids,as
from previous experience we could expect that we would receive no other bid that
would be less than that offered by him., The Board requested Mr, Flick to have some
pre-treatment for joint grass put ss under this drive if it could be done at nom-
inal cost.

lr, Flick presented an offer from lir, Carl Schumacher,editor and owner of the local
weekly newspaper,to serve on our Board of Directors. It was thought that a meeting
could be held this fall at which time we could decide whose place ir, Schumacher
would take on the Board.

Mr. llonger was asked to attend to setting the tenant house painted and to have such
minor repairs done as were needed prior to painting., It was hoped that the tenant
might agree to do the painting if the Corporation furnished the material. Details of
deal to be left to !'r. lionger.

r. lionger and lir, Flick were requested by the Board tbecontact the tombstone veovle
and try to work out a satisfactory arrangement regarding the 4" border presently re-
quired around all stones.
