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June 29,1976

A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Elk Run Cemetery Co.,Inc. was
held at the home of Mr. Hiram E. Monger on Tuesday evening,June 29,1976 at 7:10 PM
with the folowing members present:

Mr.Hiram E. Monger,President,Mr. Carl A. Schumacher,Secretary-Treasurer,S.P.H.
Flick,Executive Vice-President and members,Mrs Frances Dean and Mr. G.W. Berry.

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 PM by our President,Mr. Hiram E. Monger
who stated that a gquorum was present.

Mr. Monger said that our tenants wanted to do some more interior painting under
our previous agreement whereby the Cemetery Board paid for the paint and allowed
a flat sum to the tenants for application. In view of the fact that we are getting
almost no return from the rental of the house it was decided to authorize Mr. Monger
to talk with our tenants and possibly limit our liability under the painting agree-
ment to 509 of a months rent in any one month ($20.00) or discuss improvements in
terms of a raise in rent.Mr. Monger agreed to do this.

Mr. Flick gave the following financial report:

Mr. Flick said that if there were no objections,he planned to place surplus Perpet-
nal Care funds at the time the $18,000.00 became due,in August or September in the
0Old Dominnion Savings and Loan Co.. This is because we are very close to the max-
imum amount we can be insured in the Virginia National Bank.No objections were raised.

Mr. Flick asked for and received permission to read a statement concerning
his recent attempts to reach a settlement with Monger Brothers for work that they
did while Dr. W.E. Kite was ~President and for which no agreement has been reached.
This work was done in 1947 and next year will be 30 years. A copy of this statement
is attached to and made a part of these minutes.

This statement was discussed at length and the following action taken:

Mr. Carl A. Schumacher madea motion,seconded by Flick that Monger Brothers be
offered four (4) grave spaces, (present value $600.00), or $120.00 (the price of
2 lots at the time the work was done) with interest compounded annually at 6%
amounting at present time to $569.32. Mr. Flick was instructed to notify Monger
Brothers in writing of their action and that their must be accepted or rejected
in twenty (20) days fromithe date on the letter of notification.Motion passed
with out a dissenting vote.
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A letter purporting to be from the Elk Run Cemetery Co.Inc. was
read by all present. This letter was presented in support of the position
taken by Monger Brothers in this matter. This letter was signed on the reverse
side by all members present to show that they had read and were familiar with
its contents.Mr Flick agreed to attend to this as soon as possible and furnish
Board members with a copy of letter and minutes of this meeting.

The matter of artificial flowers on the graves in the cemetery was
discussed and it was felt that it wag too late to take any official action for
this year. It was planned-to have a meeting this fall at which time we would take
up the matter of changing the rules so that the caretaker could remove surplus
flowers at the expiration of a given time. This action would be patterned on rules
now in effect in other ce meteries. Action at that time would allow us enclose
notice to this effect in bills being sent out for 1977 and also allow us to
advertise our action in the newspapers prior to the new year.

A meeting of the Board of Directors of the Elk Run Cemetery Co., Inc.
was held at the home of Mr. Hiram E. Monger on Tuesday evening November 23rd
1976 with the following members present:

Mr. Hiram E. Monger,President,Mr. Carl A. Schumacher,Secretary-Treasurer,
S.P.H Plick,Executive Vice-President and members,Mrs Mary Ware Greene and Mr. G.

W. Berry.

The meeting was opened at 7:05 PM by Mr. Monger who stated that a quorum
was present. The minutes of our last meeting of June 29th,1976 were read and under
old business Mr. Monger reported that out tenants were willing to purchase and
apply interior paint as needed without expense to us,rether that have the Board
do it and possibly have to raise the rent as was discussed at our last meeting.

Mr. Flick reported that a settlement had been reached with Monger Brothers
as per motion made at our June meeting. Mr. Monger had purchased one lot (12 graves)
at the posted price of $2,000.00 and he had received a credit against the purchase
price of $600.00. This transaction was completed on August 23rd, 1976 as was in ac-
cord with authority given Mr. Flick by the Board to settle this matter.

Mr. Monger brought up the subject of Liability Insurance and after discussion
it was agreed by all present that we should be covered and Mr. Flick was instructed
to look into the matter of obtaining adequate coverage as soon as practical.

Mr. Berry was asked by the Board to purchase 4 gallns of weed killer and
present the bill to Mr. Scbumacher for payment.

The following figures were received as information;these are the charges
established by the Mt. Olivet Cemetery at McGaheysville - $125.00 per grave (75.00
for Perpet al Care,50.00 for land), upkeep,l2 grave lot $20.00,6 grave lot 10.00
2 grave lot 5.00 and single graves 2.50. .

The following rule regarding flowers and their containers was agreed upon,
to go into effect January 1,1977 and full publicity to be given it by means of
notices placed with maintenance bills for the coming year and also by advertisements

in the 2 newspapers serving this community: _
As regards the placing of flowers on graves in the cemetery,the folowing

rule will become effective on January lst,1977- Fresh flowers will be removed when
faded. Artificial flowers will be limited to 2 arrangements per:grave from Christmas
to the start of the mowing season at which time they will be removed.This rule will
be strictly enforced from the start of,and throughout,the mowing season which runs
from May thru October - this rule does not apply to arrangements placed on the stone

or placed in such a manner as not to interfere wit mowing;;giii;%ons.
