UNFINISHED BUSINESS
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Close an Undeveloped Portion of Warren Street, Containing 17,368 sq. fi., Section 3 —
Second Reading

Council member Isom moved on the second reading as follows:

AN ORDINANCE TO VACATE A PORTION OF A STREET
KNOWN AS WARREN STREET
TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

WHEREAS, upon application of Elkton United Methodist Church, Bobby E. Lam,
Kenneth M. Lam and Steven L. Hensley for the discontinuance and vacation of a portion of
a certain street herein described known as “Warren Street” the notice of the Town Council
was twice published on October 3, 2015 and October 10, 2015, in the Daily News-Record,
a newspaper published and having a general circulation within the Town of Elkton; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to such notice, a joint public hearing was held October 19,
2015 at 6:45 p.m., by the Elkton Town Council and the Elkton Planning Commission in the
Council Chambers at the Elkton Area Community Center at which such time persons
affected by the proposed discontinuance and vacation of the said alley were heard; and

WHEREAS, the Elkton Town Manager having certified that the street has no useful
purpose to the Town or its residents by nature of its current use, zoning, cost of closing, or
point of origin and/or destination; and

WHEREAS, the effect of the proposed closure having been reviewed and approved
by the Chief of the Elkton Volunteer Fire Department and by the Chief of Elkton Police
Department; and

WHEREAS, the Elkton Planning Commission recommended at their meeting on
September 29, 2015, that there would be no adverse effect from the discontinuance of such
street and further recommended that the same be discontinued and vacated noting that said
street is more particularly described by a plat of survey prepared by Randall K. Newman,
L.S., dated August 27, 2015, attached hereto and made a part hereof.

WHEREAS, from such recommendations and after determining that other than the
applicant, only one other land owner is affected thereby and gave their consent to the
discontinuance and vacation of the said street, and therefore, the Town Council has
determined to vacate the street as requested upon the payment of a fair amount representing
the value of the land within the street;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, that a portion of a street, being a strip of
land containing 0.399 acres, more or less, being Warren Street as shown on the survey
described above, is hereby discontinued and vacated, and the Mayor of the Town of Elkton
for Ten Dollars ($10.00) and other good and valuable consideration is hereby authorized to
execute and deliver a proper deed of conveyance for a 0.188 of an acre, more or less, the
said street to Elkton United Methodist Church.

Enacted this 21st day of December, 2015.
