A Public Hearing was held on Monday, May 18, 2020, at 6:30 p.m. in the Council
Chambers of the Elkton Area Community Center, Stonewall District, located at 20593 Blue &
Gold Drive, Elkton, Virginia, to receive public comment and to consider the adoption of a
proposed Resolution authorizing the issuance by the Town of Elkton, Virginia, of a general
obligation bond not to exceed $955,233. The Town would use the proceeds of the Bond,
together with other moneys lawfully available to the Town to provide funds to pay the capital
costs to (a) construct, reconstruct, rehabilitate, and equip various improvements to the Town’s
Jennings House property for use as the Town Hall, and (b) pay issuance costs in connection with
the Bond. The payment of the principal of and the interest on the Bond shall be a general
obligation of the Town, secured by a pledge of the Town’s full faith and credit.

PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Gooden opened the Public Hearing.

Wayne Printz, 330 Washington, via Zoom, spoke in opposition to borrowing what he
estimated to be $1.5 million. He noted the project should be delayed or postponed until next
year. He noted that the public knew taxes would be raised to pay for the project. He suggested
the Town recoup money the prior Town Manager spent illegally. He thanked Council members
Isom, Dean and America for voting against the Jennings House project.

Troy Eppard, Elkton, Virginia, via Zoom, thanked the Mayor and Council for allowing
citizens to speak on the matter. He, being a frontline health care worker, spoke in opposition to
the project due to the current COVID-19 pandemic. He noted the pandemic had created dire
financial situations for many people and thought the project should be put on hold. He noted the
difficulty of explaining the project to the public when there was an ongoing crisis. He noted
there was no financial plan for the repayment of funds needed to pay for the project.

Carla Powell, 202 Woodbridge Drive, Elkton, via email, submitted the following
statement that was read by Mr. Lunsford:

Dear Town of Elkton Mayor, Town Council Members, and Town Manager:

In regards to the discussion of a $955,233 loan to provide funding to pay the capital
costs to construct, reconsiruct, rehabilitate, and equip various improvements to the Town’s
Jennings House property for use as a Town Hall, I have the following comments:

1. I completely disagree that during a pandemic when most businesses are struggling is the
wrong time to be approving any loan for this amount. The City of Harrisonburg voted to
delay construction of Harrisonburg’s second high school for up to a year because
according to Superintendent Dr. Michael Richards it was “untenable” to continue
construction on the school as the coronavirus pandemic causes uncertainty with the
economy. He advised they did not know where the economy is going to be and they did
not know what revenue they would be receiving from sales taxes. The vote was

anonymous that Harrisonburg suspend construction. The Town of Elkton should heed
this same approach with the Jennings House. Our town will also see coronavirus
pandemic uncertainty among our town from meals taxes, sales taxes, etc.

As a 51-year old resident of the Town of Elkton, the Jennings House is near and dear to
my heart. Ivalue its historical attributes and very much would like to see it preserved but
NOVW, during a pandemic, is not the time.

If the town offices move to the Jennings House, what will occupy the vacated office
spaces at the community center? A suggestion was made to rent the empty spaces but
those spaces would need to be rented to a “recreation” related specific client if the
community center is to retain it’s “recreation status”. Elkton has buildings now that are

empty that have yet to be rented. Do you think these spaces will easily be occupied?

How will the $955,233 loan be repaid? Why has the repaying of this loan not been
defined? Personally, I would never commit to a loan before I determined how the money
would be paid back. Why would Elkton take that approach? Why would Elkton want a
loan for this great amount when they know the loan costs for the sewer plant is already a
concern?

The Jennings House does need attention but not now. It can wait. There is no pressing
reason this project cannot be delayed for as much as a year as Harrisonburg has delayed
the conmstruction of their high school.

Furthermore, I am completely against raising taxes to pay for this project. This project
is something that will make Elkton a nicer place but it is not something that must happen
now. This sewer project was a required project. The Jennings House is not a required
project.

Thank you for your attention to my concerns. I appreciate your time, efforts, and

commitment to making Elkton the best town it can be.

1. COVID-19 Update
Updated Council regarding the COVID-19 pandemic. He noted that
restaurants were slowly being allowed to reopen for outdoor dining.
Preparations were being made to reopen the community center in
three to four weeks. Plastic guards were being considered for the
Treasurer’s office.
2. Public Safety
The report was provided in the packet. No additional business.

Paving and milling projects started in various sections of Town.

Pre-construction meeting to be held on May 1, 2020. Strict
safety requirements would be mandated thought-out the
project including boots and hard hats.

Proposed Water & Sewer Rate Increases in FY21 Budget

Proposed water and sewer user increases were 1.5% in
accordance with the Consumer Price Index (CPI) and an
additional increase to the sewer user rate in accordance
with the Rate Resolution adopted by the Town Council as
mandated by the USDA to pay for the WWTP project and
sanitary sewer project.

Review FY21 Budget

Council was provided a copy of the draft FY21 Budget.
Many hours of hard work was labored on the budget by the
Finance Committee and staff. The budget included funds
to repair sewer lines, create a columbarium, purchase new
equipment for the EACC, campsites, purchase GPS
systems for all police and public works vehicles, and 2%
employee raises (based on performance evaluation).

Operational costs decreased eight percent (8%) in the
budget and the meals tax revenue had remained steady
despite the current pandemic situation. The Town was not
raising taxes with the addition of the Jennings House.

Town Attorney Miller stated there were many issues his office was working
on in conjunction with the COVID-19 pandemic. He noted there had been
activity regarding an investigation on behalf of the Town which would be
discussed in a closed session.

RESOLUTION TO DECLARE AN INTENT TO REIMBURSE

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia (the “Town
Council”), upon mature consideration, has determined that it is essential for the Town of
Elkton, Virginia (the “Town”) to provide funds to pay the capital costs to (a) construct,
reconstruct, rehabilitate, and equip various improvements to the Town’s Jennings House
property for use as the Town Hall, and (b) pay issuance costs in connection with the Bond
(collectively, the “Project”); and
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WHEREAS, the Town reasonably anticipates to obtain financing for all or any
portion of the costs of the Project through tax-exempt financing as may be necessary or
convenient, in one or more financings, and accordingly, the Town shall comply with the
provisions of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended (the “Tax Code”), so that
interest on any bond(s) issued by the Town, the proceeds of which are used to fund such
loan to the Town (the “Loan”), will remain excludible from gross income for federal
income tax purposes in accordance with law; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL, as
follows:

1. The Town hereby declares its intent and reasonable expectations to use all
or any portion of the proceeds of one or more tax-exempt obligations to be issued, in one or
more series, to reimburse the Town for costs and expenses relating to the Project as
required by federal tax laws, including Treasury Regulations § 1.150-2 of the Tax Code, all
as further described below.

2. The Town has paid or caused to be paid, beginning no earlier than sixty (60)
days prior to adoption hereof and will pay or cause to be paid, on and after the date of the
adoption of this Resolution, certain expenditures (the “Expenditures) in connection with
the Project that do not otherwise qualify under an exception for reimbursement of an
original expenditure provided in Treasury Regulations § 1.150(2) (f). Further, it has been
determined that those moneys previously advanced no earlier than sixty (60) days prior to
the date of this Resolution and to be advanced on and after the date of this Resolution to
pay Expenditures related to the Project are available only for a temporary period and it is
necessary to reimburse the Town for the Expenditures from the proceeds of such Loan as
described above or otherwise from one or more issues of tax-exempt bonds (the
“Proceeds”). Accordingly, the Town hereby declares its intent and reasonable expectations
to reimburse the Town with the Proceeds for the Expenditures with respect to the Project
made no earlier than sixty (60) days prior to the adoption of this Resolution. The Town
reasonably expects on the date hereof that it will reimburse the Expenditures with the
Proceeds.

3 The maximum aggregate principal amount of tax-exempt bond(s) to be
issued by the Town, in one or more series, in connection with the Project, as described
above, is reasonably anticipated to be approximately $955,233.

4, The Town will make a reimbursement allocation, which is a written
allocation that evidences the use of the Proceeds to reimburse the Expenditures, no later
than eighteen (18) months after the later of the date on which each Expenditure is paid or
the Project is placed in service or abandoned, but in no event more than three (3) years after
the date on which each Expenditure is paid.

5. This declaration of intent to reimburse, as required by Treasury Regulations
§ 1.150-2 and federal tax laws, shall take effect immediately.
