PUBLIC HEARING

Mayor Gooden opened the public hearing.

Mr. Lunsford briefly discussed the budget process and hard work by the Finance
Committee and Treasurer Sipe. He noted that operating costs were reduced by 8% or over
$500,000. He noted that the Town saved $1.4 million on the cost of the wastewater treatment
plant project due to low bids.

PUBLIC COMMENTS

Wayne Printz, 330 Washington, Elkton, read the following statement:
Mr. Town manager, Town attorney, staff and council:

"I have just a few comments about the 20/21 budget. First and foremost there is no
reflection of the cost, loan payments or other expenditures related to the approximately $ 1.5
million borrowed over 20 years or the $6000 a month payment associated with the refurbishment
of the beautiful Jennings house and precious civil war monument to history that is being
decimated from a historic perspective. I have stated this before that this was trickery and a slide

of the hand election stunt by some to make sure the citizens are deliberately kept
uninformed regarding the irresponsible borrowing of about $1.5 million and payment of $6000 2
month during this serious pandemic. The was devastating socially and financially.

This delayed payment in my opinion was fabricated by some to avoid retaliation by the
citizens at election time and to provide maximum political benefit to the Mayor and his
supporters at the expense of the citizens. Also regarding this 20/21 budget there was no attempt
to recuperate the tens of thousands of dollars the previous town manager illicitly spent therefor
forcing spending funds from the refinancing of loans of approximately “$800k “ from the
U.S.D.A. on labor and other categories in the new budget These funds derived from the
refinancing and absence of future payments was to be used to partially offset payments on the
loan from the U.S.D.A. reducing future utility increases on our families.

There is now almost $2 million in salaries also because the last town manager gave
irresponsible raises. We have the best employees there are but we as a town have limitations.
Percentage raises which will mount up as they are showing now in this budget and will
eventually have unforeseen consequences and tax increases and possibly hurt employees as to
future compensation.

Lastly I see the town is having a public hearing before enacting the new budget, it is
interesting that this chronological order was not followed for borrowing the money for the
Jennings house. The town committed to borrowing then had a public hearing at a later date.
Probably just an oversight.

I appreciate the town manager, the treasurer and some of the council’s hard work on this
budget and keeping an eye on the town’s finances. Thank you Former Mayor Printz”

CENTRAL SHENANDOAH DISTRICT PLANNING COMMISSION

Mr. Zach Beard spoke via Zoom regarding the final draft of the Elkton Pedestrian
Master Plan. He noted the objectives of the project were to identify existing conditions,
develop project evaluation criteria, and inform future decision-making on sidewalk projects
for inclusion in CIP’s and grants.

Mr. Beard stated the scope of work included identifying existing conditions,
developing project evaluation methodology, coordinating with stakeholders, conducting
analysis, and providing recommendations. He summarized the project documented 20
potential projects with in-depth profiles for eleven projects. He noted the pocket park was
the highest overall ranking project. Other projects in the historic district and east of US
340 had the highest benefit scores, while projects south of US 33 had the lowest.

TOWN MANAGER REPORT

Mr. Lunsford reported that businesses were slowly reopening and returning to
normal hours. Services were being provided, but in a safe manner. Recreation facilities
would be the last to open. He noted that Plexiglas shields would be installed in certain
areas of the EACC. He noted the Town would receive funds from the CARES ACT after
determining what items would be eligible.

TOWN ATTORNEY REPORT

Town Attorney Miller stated that a report on the Kimberly Alexander investigation
was forthcoming. He noted that a request had been made from one of the Town’s elected
officials to the Rockingham County Electoral Board for a County Registrar to recuse
themselves from the upcoming election.

STAFF REPORTS

Mr. Lunsford gave the staff reports from the various Town departments. He noted
that the Jennings House project was moving forward and on budget. The Town accepted
bids and approved contractors for the wastewater treatment plant phase III project and
sanitary sewer project on May 18, 2020. The contractors had been approved by the USDA
as required. Diane Johnson was continuing to work on the new dog park. Delores
Hammer continued to review Town owned properties for possible sale.

A Public Hearing was held on Monday, June 1, 2020, at 6:30 p.m. at the Elkton Area
Community Center, Stonewall District, located at 20593 Blue & Gold Drive, Elkton, to receive
comments on a proposed 1.5% increase to water and sewer user rates in all categories, based on
the Consumer Price Index and pursuant to Virginia Code Sections 15.2-107 and 15.2-2109 et
seq. In addition, per an adopted Resolution of the Town of Elkton’s commitment to repayment
of USDA Funds for the wastewater treatment plant improvements phase 3 and the wastewater
collection system rehabilitation projects a proposed increase in sewer user rate categories as
follows:

WHEREAS, the Elkton Town Code, Chapter 170, WATER AND SEWERS, Article IV,
Charges §170-41 states that monthly charges for water and sewer fumished and supplied by the
Town of Elkton shall be determined by the Town Council; and -

NOW THEREFORE the Elkton Town Council shall increase the Water User Fee in all
categories by 1.5%; increase the Sewer User Rates in all categories by 1.5%; increase Sewer
User Rates with the Base Rates in all categories increasing to $25.83 and fees over 2,000 gallons
would increase to $7.77 for Residential, $8.08 for Commercial, and $8.71 for Industrial.
Increases are effective July 1, 2020.

APPENDIX A

Mr. Town Manager , Council, Staff

According to the town code any “precession parade or demonstration must be approved by the council or
their designee. As far as I know there has been no designee appointed or voted on. The code also states that
a permit shall not be issued if the activity proposed would cause undue inconvenience or annoyance to the
Town people or would present a safety hazard. The Chief of police must also approve this situation and there
must be a form submitted and approved.

“To be clear I am not taking a position. Our elected officials should make this decision”

None of this has occurred to my knowledge but there are clear indications on Facebook that there will be a
protest down at the Stonewall memorial park and a parade through various streets In the town. As a
concerned citizen I request that the council vote on this serious responsibility. The town’s people voted for
the Mayor and the town council to make these type of very serious decisions. This is not the town attorney’s
decision , nor the town manager’s or an employee’s decision.

Also I find it ironic and a double standard that some town official are concerned with non resident’s freedom
of speech but this administration specifically changed the charter to restrict public speaking time at a council
meeting from five minutes to three minutes. Also I have requested to speak electronically at the council
meetings for the last numbers of months and was denied. Contractors were allowed to speak and employees
were allowed to speak electronically but citizens were not allowed. This was also at a time the was a very
important uninformed vote on borrowing 1.5 million dollar with interest for the Jennings house impacting our
citizens negatively.

I am formally requesting for the Elkton citizens first amendment rights of freedom of speech to be
implemented electronically or by physical attendance at the council meetings starting immediately. And for a
vote to take place on the issues this demonstration and parade at today’s council meeting.

Chapter 125 Peace and Good Order

DEMONSTRATION
A group of three or more persons assembled together and acting in concert to then and there call
attention of the public to their opposition to, support of or position with respect to any political,
social or other controversial subject.

PARADE
Any parade, march or other procession of six or more persons for the purpose of calling attention of
the public thereto.

No funeral or other procession, parade, or demonstration, excepting the forces of the United States
Armed Services, the military forces of this state, and the forces of the Police and Fire Departments, shall
occupy, march, or proceed along any street or roadway except in accordance with a permit issued by the
Town Council or other officer designated by the Council and such other regulations as are enacted by the
Town which may apply. Any person desiring to sponsor, organize, direct or lead a parade, procession or
demonstration upon any street or sidewalk or upon or in any public place within the Town shall file an
application for a permit with the Town on an official form created by the Town and shall provide the Town
with alf of the requested information. All applications shall be submitted at feast 48 hours prior to the
requested parade, procession or demonstration. A permit shall not be issued if the activity proposed
would cause undue inconvenience or annoyance to the Town people or would present a safety hazard.
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
