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REGULAR MEETING
January 9, 1970

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 9, 1970
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding. The following
Council members were present: Mr, I, L, Flory IIT, Mr. R. G. Harman, Mr,

E. O. Karow, Mr. Alan R. Thompson and Mr. Harold A. Workman. Mr, E. F. Garber
was absent. Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C. Liskey,
Town Superindent and Mr. Lyle E. Williams, Chief of Police were present.
Visitors present were J. C. Black, Berkley Brooks, Douglas Cochran, Loretta
Dean, Mr. & Mrs, Danny Flory, Bobby Gooden, Michael Hammel, Mrs. E. O. Karow,
Chancelor Lough and Carl Schumacher.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Bobby Gooden came before the council in regards to the proposed
merger between Elkton and Montevideo. Mr. Gooden stated he could not under-
stand how Elkton High School went down so fast in just a few weeks as
indicated by the educators and those in favor of this merger. Mr. Gooden
stated that he did not feel the few extra classes this merger might bring
about would benefit enough students to make it worthwhile. He felt the dangers
involved such as bussing all these children and the added problems such as
greater drug dangers far outweigh the benefits. He asked the council as
representatives of the Town of Elkton to put their wéght behind the opposition.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
not approve the minutes until the February meeting.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr, A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr, Bobby Gooden complimented the council on the beautiful Christmas
Tree this year and also on the light which was installed in the park for the
skaters.

Mayor Hensley expressed appreciation to Homer Ageon and William Herring
who came in without being called and worked Christmas evening and Friday after
Christmas pushing snow even though both days were holidays.

Mr, Flory reported on the Public Hearing by the Virginia Water Control
Board which he attended in Harrisonburg. He felt that on a whole the Control
Board is doing the right things in regards to controls and standards and
that the overall program seemed very good. The deadline for having a secondary
trickling filter system in operation is July 1, 1972. Mr, Flory stated that
since the Federal Government is behind these proposed standards it would be
foolish to fight them. Instead we should submit a letter asking the General
Assembly to consider financial aid to towns for putting these programs into
operation.

Mr., & Mrs, Danny Flory came before the council to ask about hooking on
to the town water system the new home they are building in the Hisey Heights
area. This was turned over to Mr, Lynn Flory and Mr. Liskey.

Mr., Workman reported that he also attended the hearing by the Virginia
Water Control Board and he felt the town should join with those opposing
the standards as being too strict.

Mayor Hensley stated that he felt the first step would be to obtain
the services of a consulting engineer and tie this secondary system and our
water problem together into one package. He stated he would get together
with Mr., Flory and Mr, Workman to work out something in regards to writing
the letters suggested by each.

Mr., E. O, Karow moved, seconded by Mr, I. L. Flory III and carried to
employ Terry Lee Sutphin as a patrolman in the Police Department at $4800.00
per year and six months probation.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to purchase
a new 1970 police automobile through the State Department of Purchase & Supplies
for $2315.19.
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Mr. Karow reported that Chief Williams and the patrolmen were planning
to attend a Police School in Richmond., Two will attend in February, two in
March and one in April.

Mr, E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory IIT and carried to
pay $65.00 per man for the tuition for the five men attending the police
school.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve building permits for Mr, Elza Waybright and Mr. W. C. Waybright to
build tool sheds.

Mr. Thompson reported that most of our stop signs are going to have
to be replaced in order to meet the state requirements.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
authorize Mr. Liskey to replace our stop signs to conform to the Virginia
Department of Highway Standards.

Mr. Workman reported that when the new ordinances are reprinted they
will include the Commercial Head Rate which replaced the A-l1 Rate but wasn't
picked up in the new books.

Mr. Workman reported on the Virginia Electric Power Association Meeting
which he attended in Richmond, December 16, 1969, Mr. Workman stated that
Phase 1 & 2 of the study of Power Supply has been completed and that they
would like to complete Phase 3 of the study at a cost of $300,00 per town.

Mr. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to pay
the $300.,00 for Phase 3 of the study of the Yankee Dixie Power Lines.

Mayor Hensley reported that they had been under the opinion that in
order to change the meeting night for the council it would have to go
through the General Assembly but as the part of the Town Code which sets
the meeting night is an ordinance and not part of the charter it can be
done by passing a new ordinance.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
replace Section 2-3 of the town code as follows.

"When Regular Meetings Held"
The council shall meet in regular session once a month, The
council shall determine at each September meeting the day of
the month upon which regular meetings are to be held during the
subsequent twelve months. The council shall alsoc determine at
each September meeting the starting time of said subsequent
meeting,

After a brief discussion, it was decided to defer any decision in regards
to the Blue Law until after the committee meeting in February when it can be
discussed further.

Mayor Hensley reported that the town is awaiting the decision of the
Cable T.V. Company in regards to their decision as to whether they want to
except a non exclusive franchise.

Two thank you notes were read for the flowers sent by the town for the
funerals of Mr, ILiskey's father and brother.

Mayor Hensley reported on the State Corporation Commission hearing
December 15, 1969 in Richmond for the proposed rate increase by the Harrisonburg
Telephone Company. Those attending the hearing were Mayor Raye Litten of
Timberville, Mr. Harold Workman, Mayor Welty Hensley and Donald Litten who
represented the towns and Board of Supervisors. Mayor Hensley stated that
Mr, Litten did an excellent job. The State Corporation Commission ruled
January 7, 1970 to grant the Harrisonburg Telephone Company a 53% increase
which will save the citizens considerable money from the close to 100% increase
which the Telephone Company had originally requested.

Mr. Bobby Gooden expressed his appreciation to Mayor Hensley and the
Rockingham League of Municipalities for their foresight and the savings that
resulted from their prompt action.

Mayor Hensley read letters from Mayor Rinaca of Shenandoah expressing
their gratitude to the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company and Rescue Squad for
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their services during the morning of Friday, December 19, 1969 when four
buildings were destroyed and two damaged in the downtown area.

Mayor Hensley read a letter from R. ILoring Cover in regards to insurance
coverage for the substation, the new pumping station and extended coverage
in other areas. This was tabled for further study.

Mayor Hensley reported that the Planning Commission had held their
Public Hearing on the new zoning ordinances December 19, 1969. The Commission
plans to meet again January 15, 1970 to study and finalize the suggested
changes which were brought before them at the hearing. Mayor Hensley felt
that possibly the town could hold their Public Hearing on these new ordinances
at the February meeting provided the Planning Commission has completed their
work.

Mr. J. C. Black came before the council in regards to the water situation
in front of his house and in his yard. He feels that if the sidewalks were
fixed properly it would help eliminate the problem. This matter was turned
over to Mr, Thompson and Mr. Liskey.

As there was no further business Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by
Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to adjourn.

REGULAR MEETING
February 13, 1970

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 13, 1970
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr., I. L. Flory III, Mr. E. F.
Garber, Mr. E. O. Karow and Mr. Alan R. Thompson. Mr. R, G. Harman and Mr.

H. A. Workman were absent. Mr., Marvin C. Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. David
C. Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mr. Lyle Williams, Chief of Police were
present. Visitors present were Mr. Jack Arbogast, Mr. Bobby Gooden, Mr.
Michael Hammel, Mrs. Alice Hensley and Mr. George Hensley.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Michael Hammel was interested in the present number of policemen
employed by the town. Mr. Karow explained to Mr, Hammel the educational
advantages which are now available for those interested in police work and
ask that he pass this on to his fellow students.

Mr. Bobby Gooden introduced Mr., Jack Arbogast, the Director of the
Rockingham County Parks & Recreation Commission. Mr. Arbogast stated that
the purpose of hisg job was to provide service and personnel to help the
communities in the county with their recreation program. He felt the towns
newly formed recreation commission was good but should be broadened to include
more people from the schools and clubs in the community. Mr. Arbogast felt
possibly there had been some misunderstanding as to his purpose and he wanted
to clarify this so the two organizations could work together without conflict,
Mayor Hensley explained to Mr. Arbogast the purpose of the Recreation Commission
which was recently formed for the town. Mayor Hensley asked Mr. Arbogast
to meet with Mr., Harman and Mr. Gooden to work out details on how to tie these
two groups together.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. F. Garber and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting December 12, 1969.

Mr. E. O, Karow moved, seconded by Mr, E. F. Garber and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting January 9, 1970.

Mr, E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to
accept the Finance Report.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that his committee plans to meet within the
next few weeks to look over the streets and sidewalks to determine those
needing repairs.

Mr, Liskey pointed out that several streets were left off last year due
to lack of funds; F Street from ILee to Corporation Limits, Ashby from B to C
and C from Ashby to Lee at an estimate of $1915.00.

Mr, A, R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory IIT and carried to
purchase 40 new stop signs @ $8.50 each from Tidewater Supply at a total cost
of $340.00.

Mr, I. L. Flory III reported that he is working on proposals on a Secondary
Trickling Filter System and the water situation.

Mr. Flory requested the treasurer to prepare a list of those who paid
sewer connections in the Fairfax Avenue area before the new connection fee
was passed and have not as yet connected to the town sewer.

Mr, Flory reported that plans and specifications on the North Avenue
project had been received from Higgs & Shumate and forwarded to Mr. Bartch.

Mr. Flory reported that his committee would have a report for the next
meeting in regards to the outhouses in town. Mr. Gooden stated he did not
feel inclined to wait another 30 days for any action to be taken in regards
to these outhouses as he had brought this problem to Mr. Flory's attention
over 60 days ago and felt that some immediate action should be taken. Mayor
Hensley explained to Mr. Gooden that there had been several things which had
delayed this matter. After some discussion, Mr. Gooden said he would give
council another 30 days before taking action.

After some discussion on the possibility of a drain line which runs
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through part of Memorial Park and the Jr. 0.U.A.M. Park being stopped up,
the council decided to share the cost with the Jr. Order to check this line.

Mr. E. F. Garber moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
disburse the money in the Route 33 Project Accounts as follows:

Route 33 Project
$1250.52 to General Fund for repairs on town buildings
600.00 to Elkton Electric System Fund
600.00 to Water & Sewer Account

Route 33 Project Administrative Account
$1021.86 to Recreation
600.00 for Walkie Talkie - Police Department
400.00 for Preliminary Survey Secondary Trickling Filter System

Mr. Garber requested Mr. Liskey to obtain estimates on electric heat
for the police station and maintenance building and repairs for the community
hall over the maintenance department.

Mayor Hensley reported that the council and the town employees who would
like to join with the council would attend church in a group at the following
churches in the community:

Mayor Hensley reported that Mr, Hillsman has completed the franchise for
the cable T.V. and that memeographed copies will be mailed to each councilman.
There will be a meeting March 10, 1970 at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers
with the Shenandoah Town Council and Luray Trans-Video Inc. to discuss the
franchise.

March 10, 1970

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was called March 10, 1970
at 8:00 P.M. by the Mayor Welty H. Hensley. This was a joint meeting with
the Shenandoah Town Council., The following council members were present:
Mr. I. L. Flory III, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr, E. F. Garber and Mr. R. G. Harman were absent. Mr, Marvin C, Hillsman, Jr.,
Town Attorney and Mr, David C., Liskey, Town Superintendent were present.
Those attending from the Shenandcah Town Council were Mayor U. S. Rinaca, Jr.,
Mr. Ralph Burner, Mr. Glenn Kite, Mr. Bernard Orye, Mr. Elbert Stepp, Jr.,
Mrs. Margarette Sullivan and Mr. Joshua L. Robinson, Attorney. Mr. Earl Judy
and Mr, Gayle Judy of the Luray Trans-Video Inc. were present.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Hensley explained that the purpose of the meeting was to discuss
the proposed franchise, a copy of which had been mailed to each person.

Mayor Hensley reviewed the franchise to discuss any parts which those
present felt should be changed. It was explained that the blanks on the
franchise were left for bid purposes.

The following changes in the franchise were agreed upon:

Page 2 - Section 3. (c¢) delete the sentence "The
Company, officers, stockholders or employees,

shall not engage in the business of sales, service,
repair or installation of television and radio
receiving equipment.”

Page 3 - top of page - The sentence "For each
connection the subscriber shall be entitled to

a FM radio connection without additional charge
and without an increase in the monthly rental"
shall be changed to read "For each connection
the subscriber shall be entitled to a FM radio
connection with additional connection charge and
without an increase in the monthly rental."

Page 3 - Section 4., line 3 "twelve U H F channels"”
shall be changed to read " twelve V H F channels".

Page 3 - Section 4. line 4 "than ten channels for the
purpose of providing reception of commercial tele-
vigsion". shall be changed to read "than eight channels
for the purpose of providing reception of commercial
and educational television."”

Page 3 - Section 4. line 7 "The Columbia Broadcasting
Company." shall be changed to read "The Columbia Broadcasting
System".,

Page 5 -~ Section 7. (d) this section shall be changed

to read "The Company agrees to provide services to any

person in the Town limits withint eighteen months after
the system has been energized".

No satisfactory agreement could be reached between the town's and the
Judy's on Page 7 - Section 10. Mr, Judy was asked to get with his attorney
and see what they would agree upon in regards to this section and then have
their attorney contact Mr. Hillsman and Mr., Robinson to see if they could
reach a final agreement on this section which would satisfy both the towns
and the Judy's.

The Judy's were asked what would they do if one community voted to
accept the franchise and the other did not. Mr. Judy stated that he did
not know if they could survive with just one town and would reserve the
right to withdraw if just one community accepted,

Mayor Hensley pointed out that as the successful bidder would be
responsible for the advertisement cost, if the Luray Trans-~Video was the
successful bidder and then decided to withdraw they would still be oblidged
to pay for the advertisement.
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Mr. Hillsman stated that an acceptable bidder clause would be added
to the proposed franchise.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

"O" Street at an estimated cost of $380.00.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
employ Painter & Mundy Inc., to pave "F" from Lee to the Corporate Limits
East at an estimated cost of $1058.00.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr., H. A. Workman and carried to
appropriate up to $350.00 to cut, grade and gravel Prospect Ave. east and
west near sub station.

Mr. Hale asked if the town had ever decided to black top the sides
of the street at his house and he pay half as he had offered before. He
also stated that the shoulders of some of the streets needed some work.
The council told Mr. Hale that they did not feel they could black top the
sides of the road near his home as other citizens would expect the same,
but that they felt Mr, Liskey would get the necessary work done on the
shoulders this summer.

After a brief discussion, this was tabled until the next
meeting.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Second Reading to adopt the By-Laws for the newly formed Elkton Community
Parks & Recreation Commission.

Mr., R, G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the transfer of the $1000.,00 set up in the budget for Recreation, $400,00 of
the amount set up in the budget for Donations and the $1,021.86 from the Route
33 Project Administrative Account which has been set aside for Recreation to
the Elkton Community Parks & Recreation, less any bills accumulated to date.

Mr. Bobby Gooden stated he felt the town should consider putting a |,
swimming pool out on the grounds next to the Seven-11 Store. Mayor Hensley
explained that this would now go through the Recreation Commisgion. Mr.
Gooden explained he just wanted to bring it before the council before this
area was black topped.

April 10, 1970

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 10, 1970 at
8:00 P,M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr, I. L, Flory III, Mr. R. G.
Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. Marvin
C. Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mr.
Lyle E, Williams, Chief of Police were present.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Hensley presented the following bid for the 1969 Plymouth Fury I
Police Car which had been advertised:
Mr. Ernest Pence $1200.00

The following report was presented by Mr. E. 0. Karow for the Committee
appointed by the council to study the proposed school merger:

The Committee of the Elkton Town Council appointed
by Mayor Hensley at the Council Meeting held on December
12, 1969 to study the proposed merger of Elkton High School
into Montevideo High School has held several meetings.
At an organization meeting it was decided to approach the
subject in two broad categories: (1) the impact the proposed
merger would have on the education of the children, and
(2) the impact the proposed merger would have on the Town
of Elkton and the Community.

With this in mind the Committee met with representatives
of the Rockingham County School System and with the Executive
Board of the Save our School Committee and their attorney,
Mr. Donald E. Litten. It was hoped by the Committee that
it would have an opportunity to review and analyze the
reports of the Committees to be appointed by the School
Board. However, when the Committees were announced in the
Daily News Record on March 16 it was noted that no deadline
was set for a report by these Committees.

It is, thus, the consensus of this Committee that no
further benefit would accrue from postponment of its report,
and that at the present time, and with the lack of information
on the benefits of the proposed merger, it must go on record
as opposing a merger of Elkton High School into Montevideo High
School.

It is recommended by the Committee that the Elkton Town
Council approve this report, adopt the following resolution,

and that the Committee be discharged.

A Resolution

Whereas, the Committee of the Elkton Town Council,
established to study the proposed merger of Elkton
High School into Montevideo High School, has met
with officials of the Rockingham County Schools and
with members of the Save Our School Committee;

And whereas, public opinion at this time dictates
that the Committee and the Elkton Town Council take
a formal stand on this proposal;

Be It Therefore Resolved That, the Committee of the
Elkton Town Council, established to study the said merger
goes officially on record as opposing this merger due

to lack of information on the benefits of the proposed
merger;

And Be It Further Resolved That, the Committee
recommends that the Elkton Town Council adopts a
similar stand and go on record as opposing the
merger;
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Whereas, the Elkton Town Council is appreciative of the
efforts of the teachers, coaches and principals in the
Elkton Schools;

Be It Therefore Resolved That, the Elkton Town Council
commends the Rockingham County School Board for its
proposal that a new Elementary School be built in Elkton
in the near future.

Mr. Harold A. Workman stated that he was very happy to receive this
report and moved that the report be adopted as presented in its entirety.
Mr. A. R. Thompson seconded the motion and it carried.

Mrs. Neil Hillsman was present on behalf of the garden club in regards to
the project of planting trees, flowers, etc. on the parking lot on Rockingham
Street. Mrs. Hillsman explained that after talking with a man from one of the
nursery's it is going to cost $60.00 rather than the $25.00 the club oxginally
thought would take care of this project. Mrs, Hillsman asked the council for
their support financially.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr, I, L. Flory III and carried to
donate $35.00 to the Garden Club to plant shurbery on the triangle lot.

Mr. R. B. Hutton asked to be heard by the council and requested that it
be noted officially that he did so. Mr. Hutton asked Mr. Thompson if he had
made any arrangements with the Rockingham County School Board in regards to
closing Warren Avenue. Mr, Hutton stated that Warren Avenue runs through the
school property past the gymnasium. Mr. Liskey and Mr. Garber stated that
they were sure Warren Avenue stops at B Street. Mayor Hensley stated that
the council would see that this was checked into.

Mr, Lewis Workman came before the council stating that he had bought the
Maynard Downey property and had subdivided this property into seven lots.
He offered to give the town a 24 foot right-of-way off his land and asked
that the town run water and sewer to these lots. It was felt that the town
would have to have a 50 foot right-of-way before they could give Mr., Workman
water and sewer service to these lots. After some discussion, Mr. Flory and
Mr, Hillsman were asked to look into this matter.

Mr, Lurty Taylor came before the council, Mr. Taylor stated that he was
not asking for money but co-operation. Trash from the businesses in his area
is still blowing onto his yard and creating problems. Mr. R. G. Harman was
asked to take care of this matter.

‘Mr. Lonnie Hale asked that some gravel be placed in front of his place
of business due to a mud hole beginning there.

Mr. Bobby Gooden brought to the council's attention that the property
which he had been discussing with Mr. Flory and had been involved in the
outhouse problem was now vacant and he would like to recommend that the town
not service this house with water and electricity until proper sewer facilities
are installed.

Mr. Jerry Levandoski came before the council in regards to the Elkton
Lion's Club observing a "wWhite Cane Day" Saturday April 18, 1970, Mayor
Hensley read the following proclamation:

Whereas the Town of Elkton recognizes the lasting
importance of a program of sight conservation and assistance
to the blind, and

Whereas said Town acknowledges with gratitude the
continious and valuable contributions and endeavors of the
Elkton Lions Club in this field,

Now, Therefore, it is hereby proclaimed by the Town of
Elkton, Virginia that the 18th of April, 1970 shall be known,
designated and observed as "White Cane Day", when the citizens of
the Town are requested and encouraged to support the Elkton
Lions Club in continuing their program of sight conservation
and assistance to the blind.

clear as possible of automobiles.

Sec. 5-4a Keeping of Poultry Prohibited

It shall be unlawful for any person to keep or
maintain upon his property or any property chickens,
turkeys ducks, geese, guineas or poultry of any
description, whether or not such animals are penned
or confined. Each day such animals are kept or
maintained shall give rise to a distinct and separate
punishable violation of this ordinance.

Sec. 4-2 When sale of beverage of not more than three
and two tenth per cent alcohol prohibited -- Generally.

It shall be lawful for any person to sell beverages, as
defined in Section 4-3, in town between the hours of 11:00 p.m.
of each Saturday and 6:00 a.m. Monday.

Mr. Ionnie Hale spoke against the passing of this change in that he not
only opposes the sale of beer on Sunday but does not believe in it at any
time. Mr. Alan Thompson stated that he also did not approve. Mr. H. A. Workman
stated that 3.2 beer is classified as a food beverage and that other food items
are sold on Sunday and that if people want to purchase beer they will go to
Page County, Swift Run or Harrisonburg and he felt that the town businesses
should get this profit, and it also helps eliminate some of this travel to
and from these places for beer. Roy Gene Davis felt that there would be
others opposed to this and that they should be given the opportunity to express
their views before the council took action. Mrs. Neil Hillsman stated that
she did not know if it was always necessary to know the will of the majority.
Michael Hammel stated that the people elected the council to decide the issues.
Mayor Hensley reminded those present that if this was passed by the council
and the people were definately opposed that it could also be repealed.

A vote was taken on this motion and all voted for the motion except Mr,
A. R. Thompson who voted against the motion. The motion was carried.

Mr. H. A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to reject
the bid from Mr. Ernest Pence on the Police Car and to readvertise for bids
to be opened May 8th.

Mr. Simmerman stated that approximately a year ago he had contacted
the town about the burning at the dump and asked that it be eliminated as it
created much ordor and air pollution for those living in the areas across the
river. He stated that the dump is still burning regularly and he did not feel
this was necessary.

Mr. Liskey and Mayor Hensley explained that the town had looked into this
request and that several methods are being investigated but had not found as
yet a permanent solution. Mr. Liskey felt it was necessary to burn some in
order to take care of paper, etc. This problem was turned over to Mr. Harman's
committee.

Mr. John McCune, acting as spokesman for the Ministerial Association,
stated that he had presented petitions to the clerk of the council with over
316 names of voters of the Town of Elkton who are opposed to allowing the sale
of beer on Sunday. Mr. McCune stated that they felt this would open the door
to all beverages. He asked that the petition be given consideration before
the council had their final vote and that the council ask for a referendum at
the June election to allow the people to decide this most important issue.

Those present speaking in opposition to the Sunday beer sales were Mr.
Robert Hammer, Mr. Harold Leet, Mr. Edward Garber, Mr. Roy Gene Davis, Mr,
Fred Davis, Mr. Robert Saums, Mrs. Irvin Dean, Mr. Wilson Gaynor, Mr. Benny
Roach, Rev. Millard Floyd, Mrs. Betty Horne, Mrs. Audrey Berry, Mr. Leon Knight
and Mr. Ben Rolston.

Those speaking in favor of giving the Sunday beer sales a trial were
Mr. Hillman Levinson, Mr. Ray Morris and Mr. Ditman Flory.

Mrs., Neil Hillsman spoke in defense of the Town Council when several
present stated that they were opposed to the way the repeal of the ordinance
was handled with action being taken so quickly without people knowing about
it. Mrs. Hillsman stated she felt this was handled in the same manner as
the chicken and other ordinances and if people were not concerned enough to
attend the meetings then it was not the council's fault if they are not informed.

Mayor Hensley stated that it had not been the intention of the council
to push anything over on the people. That the majority of the public had not
been interested before and that the council had no idea they would object to
this ordinance change.

After the discussion which lasted approximately 1% hours, the matter of
Sunday beer sales was tabled until later in the meeting.
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Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the minutes as presented of the special meeting April 8, 1970.

The Town Forces were also commended for their
efforts toward cleaning the town.

Mr. I. L. Flory ITII moved, seconded by Mr. R, G. Havman and carried to
approve the Second Reading to amend Section 32-9. '"own electric and sewer
service prerequisite to water connection outside town." by deleting the last
eight words of this section "Provided, of course, that the same are available."
The ordinance shall read as follows:

Sec. 32-9 Town electric and sewer service prerequisite to water
connection outside town.

No water connections shall be made to any premises located
outside the town unless the premises in question are supplied
with electric and sewer service by the town.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that the street work has been completed.

Mr. E. O. Karow read a letter from Mrs. Joyce Schumacher in which she
stated that due to an increase in her work it would be necessary for her to
resign as Warrant Justice.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

After December 31, 1970 it shall be unlawful for
any person to keep or maintain upon his property or
upon any property chickens, turkey, ducks, geese, guineas
or poultry of any description, whether or not such
animals are penned or confined. Prior to December 31,
1970 it shall be lawful to keep or maintain said
poultry provided that the same are confined in suitable
pens or structures.

Each day such animals are kept or maintained in
violation of this ordinance shall give rise to a
distinct and separate offense.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held July 10, 1970 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Welty H. Hensley presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. I. L. Flory III, Mr. R. G.
Harman, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A.
Workman. Mr. David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mr. Lyle E. Williams,
Chief of Police were present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

The following visitors were present: Mr, & Mrs. Douglas Cochran, Mr. Roy
Gene Davis, Mr. Randall Dean, Mr. E. F. Garber, Mr. Bobby Gooden, Mr. Michael
Hammel, Mr. Willie Hensley, Mr. Winston Hensley, Mr. Leroy Leap, The Rev. James
Martin, Mr. Gerald Monger, Mr. Carl Schumacher and Mr. Matt Simmerman.

Mr. Matt Simmerman came before the council to thank them for the improvements
made at the dump.

Mr. Willie Hensley came before the council in regards to the water problem
he now has and ask that the town take steps to eliminate this problem.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr., I. L. Flory IITI and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting June 10, 1970.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L., Flory III and carried to
approve the Finance Report for June 1970.

Mr., I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
approve the Second Reading to hire Martin, Clifford & Associates at a fee of
$1500.00 to make a Preliminary Report on our sewage treatment plant as outlined
in their letter dated April 22, 1970 to Mayor Hensley, page 1, 2 & top of page 3.

Mr. Flory reported on the cleaning of the well. The company cleaning the
well ran into limestone and had to be stopped before completing the cleaning
operation due to the $1000.00 limit on funds. The well was clean as far as 35
feet from the bottom but there is still sand in the water. Mr. Flory reported
he had talked with Mr. Simmerman and Mr, Snyder of Sydnor Hydrodynamics in regards
to a settling tank. Mr. Snyder quoted a price of $11,181.50 to install the
settling tank.

Mr. Simmerman stated that he felt the settling tank proposed by Mr. Snyder
was unnecessarily complicated and for the money involved the town should obtain
other bids.

Mr. Workman stated that he felt that if we were to consider Mr. Snydex's
proposal, we should have a detailed contract and Mr. Snyder or one of Sydnor's
engineers should come before the council to present their proposal.

Mr. Karow made a motion to have Sydnor Hydrodynamics Inc. come before the
council and present their proposal.

After some discussion Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr. H. A,
Workman to change the motion to give Mr., Flory permission to negotiate with firms
who are interested in constructing a filtering system for our well and set up
meetings with representatives of these firms. The motion carried.

Mayor Hensley commended William Herring for his services over the July 4th,
holidays when he was suppose to be off duty and yet gave up his holidays when
the electric and water problems arose.

Mr. Karow reported that Rodger Hicks did not serve out his probationary
period as a police officer but left of his own accord.

Mr. E. 0. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to employ
Wallace M. Bradley as a patrolman for a six month probationary period at $4800.00.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to appoint
Beverly E. Bowers as Judge at an annual salary of $1800.00.

Mr, E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to appoint
James R. Sipe as Substitute Judge.
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Mr. Thompson reported that he had received several complaints on water
running down Spotswood Avenue into people's yards. This problem was turned
over to the Street Committee to see what can be done.

There was some discussion on the stop signs at the end of Rockingham Street
and Stuart Avenue going east at Cook's Store being changed to yield signs. Chief
Williams was asked to look into this. The general feeling was that it would
be best to leave the signs as they are.

The following were brought to the councils attention: that brush be cleaned
from the South East corner on Rockingham and Stuart, that there are no stop
signs at several points on Hill Avenue and that Lee Avenue has yield signs all
the way through and people use it rather than the highway. The council stated
they would look into these situations.

Bobby Gooden asked Mr. Flory what had been done on the out house problems.
Mr. Flory stated he had not checked into it but would try to do something the
following week but did not think it was much he could do.

Mr. Workman reported that on Saturday July 4th., the breaker was knocked out
at the corner of Rockingham and Stuart during a storm. As the town electrician
was out ot town Mayor Hensley called Lindon White of the Harrisonburg Electric
Commission who sent two men down to take care of the problem on Saturday and
Mr. Workman called Mr. White on Monday to check out some motors at the Farm
Bureau. It checked out that the town was furnishing the proper current so the
problem was on the Farm Bureau.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory IIT and carried to adopt
the following agreement as presented by Mr., Workman between the Town of Elkton
and Jr. 0.U.A.M, in regards to the billing of Electric Current at Blue Ridge
Park and give the Jr. 0.U.A.M. credit for $90.00 carried over last year and
was used by recreation groups:

General Agreement for Billing Electric Current:

This Agreement made this 4th. day of June, 1970 between the Town
of Elkton, Inc. and the Jr. Order United Bmerican Mechanics Blue Ridge
Council No. 149 for the billing of Electric Current supplied to the
Blue Ridge Park.

Whereas: The Town of Elkton, Inc., Owners and Operators of the
Elkton Electric System who supply Electric Current for all operations
necessary in the Blue Ridge Park thru l-Master Meter, and Whereas:

The Jr. O0.U.A.M. Blue Ridge Park is used by the Elkton Fire Dept.,

the Elkton Recreation Association and other activities, by permission
of the Jr. Order, along with Jr. Order's Annual Field Day or Homecoming,
all of which use the Electric Current for Lighting and Power, therefore,
the following Agreement is necessary for the proper Accounting and
Billing of the Electric Current for the Park.

No. 1l: The Jr. Order United American Mechanics shall be billed
for all Current used thru the Master Meter by the Elkton Fire Dept.,
the Annual Field Day or Homecoming Week and any other Organization using
the Park by permission of the Jr. Order, with the exceptions of the
Elkton Recreation Association, use for ball games, practice or other
activities scheduled by the Recreation Association, leagues, etc.,
which all other Current Bills shall be billed to the Elkton Recreation
Association.

No. 2: It is further agreed that any use of the Ball Park
Section for any games during the Annual Field Day of Homecoming
Week, these games played during this week shall be charged for by
pro-rate per light and time used as agreeded by both parties and
paid for by the Recreation Association to the Jr. Order or by credit
issued the Jr. Order and charged to the Recreation Association.

No. 3: This Agreement shall be in force for five (5) years from
date with 30 days cancellation by either party and no changes or
deviations shall be made in Items 1 and 2 of this Agreement.

Mr, I. L. Flory moved, seconded by Mr. H., A. Workman and carried to do the
following work at the Blue Ridge Park; put in a rail fence out of telephone
poles if poles are obtainable, do some patching where the ditch was dug along
Shenandoah Avenue, fill in chuck holes and replace post on corner for a land marker.

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Mr. Harman requested that Mrs. Leap send out letters requesting bids as the
contract for servicing the town equipment expires September 1, 1970.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III, and all voted to
approve the Second Reading of the following ordinance with the exception of
Mr. McGahey who could not vote as he was not a council member when the First
Reading was held:

Section 5-4a Keeping of Poultry Prohibited

After December 31, 1970 it shall be unlawful for
any person to keep or maintain upon his property or
upon any property chickens, turkeys, ducks, geese, guineas
or poultry of any description, whether or not such
animals are penned or confined. Prior to December 31,
1970 it shall be lawful to keep or maintain said poultry
provided that the same are confined in suitable pens or
structures.

Each day such animals are kept or maintained in
violation of this oxrdinance shall give rise to a
distinct and separate offense.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to
approve the following ordinance:

Sec. 17-129 Motorcycle Safety Glasses, Goggles
or Windshields, Foot Rests, Helmets and Seats

A person operating a Motorcycle, as defined in
Section 17-1 excluding four-wheeled and three-wheeled
vehicles, shall ride only upon the permanent and
regular seat attached to the Motorcycle, and such
operator shall not carry any other person, an no other
person shall ride on a Motorcycle unless such Motorcycle
is designed to carry more than one person, in which
event a passenger may ride upon the permanent and
regular seat if designed for two persons, or upon
another seat firmly attached to the rear or side of
the seat for the operator, if such Motorcycle is designed
to carry more than one person, it shall also be equipped
with a foot rest, for the use of such passenger.

A person operating a Motorcycle shall wear
safety glasses or goggles or have his Motorcycle
equipped with safety glass or a windshield at all
times while operating said vehicle. The Superintendent
of State Police within one year from the enactment of
this bill will establish standards for windshields
and glasses or goggles set forth herein. Failure to
wear glasses or goggles shall not constitute negligence
per se in any civil proceedings. Operators and
passengers, if any, shall wear protective helmets.

The council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia hereby
declares an emergency to exist and this Ordinance shall
be in full force and effect from this date July 10, 1970.

Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Workman and carried to
appoint Mr. W. H. McGahey, Finance Chairman and he be authorized to sign checks
and bills.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to
appoint Mr, I, L. Flory IIT as Vice Mayor.

Mayor Hensley reported that he had talked with Mr. Carl Yowell in regards
to the new Elementary School and that they need to know at what rate the town
will sell them electricity. The School Board also stated they would need three
transformers and a transformer enclosure.

Mr., H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Floxy and carried to sell
current to the new Elementary School at the effective electric heat rate of
$0.0125 with a differential of $0.00308 for all electric and if the present
building on B Street does not go all electric the rate will remain at the prevailing
rate.
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Mr, I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to grant
the request by the Rockingham County School Board to close the alleyway connecting
B and C Streets, erroneously referred to as Warren Street, and running through
Section 3, Block 3 as shown on the map of the Elkton Improvement Company which
map is recorded in the Clerks Office of the Circuit Court of Rockingham County,
Virginia in Deed Book 75, at Page 602,

Mayor Hensley reported that VEPCO has notified the town that they are asking
the F.P.C. for a rate increase from towns effective September 1, 1970.

Mayor Hensley reported that a check for $250.00 had been received from
American Tele-Systems Corp. The Financial Statement is suppose to be ready
by next Friday, the Bond by August 1, and the system in operation by January
1, 1971.

The council agreed to change the August meeting date to Friday, August 21,
1970. There will be a Public Hearing on the Planning Commissions new Zoning
Ordinances and the 1970-71 Budget at this meeting.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. I. L. Flory III moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried
to accept the Finance Report for the month of July.

Mr. Flory reported that Martin, Clifford & Associates were working on
the water problems.

Mr. Harold Workman expressed his appreciation for the flowers which he
received while in the hospital.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. I. L. Flory III and carried to
present a formal request to the Virginia Department of Highways to add 0.96
mile of secondary streets for maintenance payment effective July 1, 1970.
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Mayor Hensley reminded the council that all we have been paid for the dump
ig the amount appropriated and that the holdup on this has been due to Judge
Graves' death but that Judge Graves' son will be taking over his work. Also
that Fifth Street and Marshall Avenue are to be black topped before the State
completes the highway through town.

There was some discussion on the possibility of Marshall Avenue being
closed. Mayor Hensley stated that the Virginia Department of Highways had
never mentioned that it would be closed.

Mayor Hensley also reminded the council that they should continue to work
toward our request to the Virginia Department of Highways to four lane Stuart
Avenue through town.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the First Reading to install a new boiler and convert the system to hot water
at a cost of $3,088.40 work to be done by Snyder Plumbing and Heating.

Mayor Hensley reported that he had received a letter from Norvelle A.
Lapsley, attorney for Mrs. Louise M, Kite and her daughter, Mary Elizabeth
Kite, informing the town that the lot just east of the intersection of Routes
340 and 33 which we have been leasing for a parking lot has been sold to Blue
Bell, Inc. for the construction of a new plant. The letter was to give written
notice to the town that they have thirty (30) days to vacate the premises. The
letter was dated August 11, 1970,

The council was informed that the auditors, Bosserman, Alt, James and
Stickley have been notified and will be working on the books in September.

The tax tickets which are being done by the Rockingham National Bank will be
ready by the end of September,

The Virginia Municipal League Convention will be held at the Marriott
Motor Hotel at Twin Bridges, September 20 thru 23.

It was reported that the town's request for federal funds to help install
our Secondary Trickling Filter System had been turned down and more data will
be needed before reapplying.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 12, 1970 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. G. Harman, Mr.

Mr. E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Welty H. Hensley gave the following report on the meeting held September
30, 1970 with the Virginia Department of Highways:

A meeting was held September 30, 1970 with the following
Virginia Department of Highways officials: Mr. W. J.
Osborne, Resident Engineer, Mr. J. L. Thomas, Traffic
and Planning and Mr. D, L. McCellan, Project Engineer.
The following items were discussed.

1. Paving with blacktop, Marshall Avenue from % way
up the hill to corner of Fourth Street.

2. Paving Fifth Avenue from the bridge to approximately
100' south of Marshall and paving radius on all four
corners.

3. Barricade or guard rail at the eastern end of Marshall
Avenue near Catholic Church.

4, Barricade at the western end of Washington Avenue
near Texaco Station.

5. Dike around dump. Grade and seed.
The Virginia Department of Highways agreed to the above items.
6. We discussed changing the Stop Signs on 340 to 01d 33.

The V.D.H. stated this would hold traffic flow.

Lights at the corner of Spotswood Avenue and 340 to the

corner of 0l1ld Route 33 and 340. The V.D.H. suggested we
wait for several weeks and watch traffic flow and make a
decision on thig at a later date.

We also discussed the possibility of relocating the Stop |

7. We discussed blacktopping 0ld Route 33 from the town
corporate limits west to the Blue and Grey Esso.

8. We also discussed blacktopping Route 1708 where trucks
hauling materials to the new Route 33 has broken up this
road.

This road goes from 0ld 33 to New 33 through the
Monger Addition.

Mr. Osborne stated that he would look at these two
roads in the Spring and make his recommendations at
that time.

9. Cement Curbing in the middle of the road at the foot
of the mountain which is located at the eastern most
part of the A. B. Torrence & Co., Inc. Project. We
discussed this traffic hazard and the men from V.D.H.
stated they would watch this situation in the future
for traffic control.
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10. They stated that the names of the highways would be
"Route 33 By Pass" and "Route 33 Business" and
Spotswood Trail will still come through Elkton, Va.

Mr. Thompson asked about the possibility of opening Spring Avenue out to
Route 340 since Marshall Avenue has been closed. Mr. Hensley stated that he
thought this was limited access but would check.

There was a discussion on the signs marking the new highway and Mr. Hensley
stated that the Virginia Department of Highways would cooperate in fixing the
signs as the town would like them to be.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to approve
a resolution to ask the Virginia Department of Highways to change the stop signs
on Route 340 to Route 33 Business and then to cut off the lights at the intersection
of Spotswood Trail and Spotswood Avenue to study traffic flow at both places and
to make recommendations to the council of what would be the most advantageous
traffic control. If lights at the intersection of Route 33 Business and Route
340 are needed then a study should be made to move the lights at Spotswood Avenue
and Spotswood Trail with a left turn signal, to Route 340 and Route 33 Business.

Mr, Hensley and his committee appointed to work with the Virginia Department
of Highways on the completion of the project through town was asked to work with
the Street Committee on the signs for the new Route 33.

There was a discussion on another railroad grade crossing on Spring Avenue
to connect the east and west section of town but some felt this might not be very
safe or be allowed by the N. & W. Railroad.

Mr. Irvin Dean came before the council to ask that an exception be made in éf”
the ordinance prohibiting water and sewer connections where the customer does
not buy electricity from the town. Mr. Dean Explained that he had bought lots
on the corner of Washington and Seventh Street before this ordinance was passed
with the intentions of putting his bulk oil plant there. Mr. McGahey asked to
be given a little time to look into this with his committee and Mr. Hillsman.

Mayor Garber presented a Certificate of Appreciation for service rendered
to Mr., Welty H. Hensley who had served four years as mayor and also to Mr. I. L.
Flory III who had served four years as councilman but was not present to receive
his certificate.

Mr. Baker of Bosserman, Alt, James & Stickley was present to present the
audit report and to answer any questions which the council might have. He
suggested that the town set aside only what is needed in the sinking funds for
the year.

Mr. Liskey was asked to contact the State Health Department to ask for a
twelve month extension on this project.

Mr. Hillsman reported that he is waiting to receive the price of the original
pump for the well before he can go any further with Sydnor Hydrodynamics Inc.

The Elkton Fire Company and Emergency Squad requested that they be given
permission to install an air horn for emergency squad calls on the pole at the
police station where the old antenna used to be.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to authorize
the Elkton Emergency Squad to install an air horxrn on the pole at the police station.

A letter from F. A, Bradley, Jr., Captain Commanding Division II of the
Virginia Department of State Police was read in which Mr. Bradley stated that
he had been informed by Investigator L. C. King of the invaluable assistance
rendered by Chief Williams and Officer Jack Dunn in regards to the death of
Jessie Cleveland Davis which was ruled homicide. "The successful results achieved
in arresting Curtis Rudolph Herring without incident were due in no small degree

to the close cooperation afforded by these fine officers,” stated Mr. Bradley.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to approve
the Second Reading to appropriate $1700.00 for running water and sewer lines to
the four new homes being built on Summitt Avenue by Donald Crist.
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Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to approve
the Second Reading to Pay Hajoca Corp. $1442.25 for the new pump at the well.

Mr, Harman reported on some drug abuse literature which was available for
the Elementary and Junior High age children., Mr., Schumacher of the Valley Banner
reported that he had also received information in regards to this literature and
was printing them for distribution to these children.

After some discussion on heat for the new elementary school, Mr. Liskey was
requested to obtain more information on how the School Board plans to heat the
new section and the old section which will be used.

Mr. G. W. Berry reported that $94.40 in electric had been used by the Elkton
Volunteer Fire Company for their carnival.

The question came up as to whetBer leaves could be burned. WNo ordinance
could be found against burning as long as those burning leaves complied with the
fire laws.

There was a discussion on a water problem at Mrs. A. B. Torrence's home,
Water runs off the street into her garage. Mr. Liskey reported that he has checked
into this problem and that there is nothing he can do to eliminate this problem.

Mr, Irvin Dean's request for a water and sewer connection was discussed and
Mr, Hillsman stated that the only way to give Mr. Dean these connections would be
to change the ordinance again. This matter was tabled.

Mr. Karow read a letter from Mr. R. P. Mason, Jails Superintendent for the
Department of Welfare and Institutions in which Mr. Mason stated that he had
inspected the Elkton Lockup, September 17, 1970 and that no changes to the building

The letters
were in regards to the reports entitled "Improvements to Sewage Disposal Facilities,
Town of Elkton" which Mr. Martin was sending each department in partial compliance
with the Water Control Board's revised water quality standards, as authorized by
the Elkton Town Council.

The following letter was read from W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer, Department
of Highways:

This is to acknowledge receipt of your letter of October 29,
1970 in which you advised that you are just as concerned about the
section of Route 340 from old Route 33 to Spotswood Avenue as former
Mayor Hensley was.

I will forward your letter on to the Staunton District Office
who will, in turn, forward it to the proper people in Richmond for
consideration.

I cannot be very encouraging in getting work done immediately
on this section of road as I have discussed this with Mr. R. C.
Ambler, District Engineer, and he advises there are several projects
in the District which rate a higher priority than this particular
project.

If you have any gquestions concerning this or any comments
concerning the signing or construction of the recently completed
Elkton By-Pass on Route 33, I would appreciate them. Of particular
concern is the intersection of Route 340 and old Route 33, Any recom-
mendations you would have regarding this intersection would be
appreciated.

Thank you for your interest in highway matters and if I or
this office can be of further assistance, please advise.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to enter
into an agreement with the Rockingham County School Board for a period of ten
years to sell them current at the new Elementary School for all electric at a
rate of $0.0125 and a differential to be established at $0.00308.

Mayor Garber reported that plans were being made for the Town Christmas
Party and letters would be sent out as soon as the plans are completed.

After a discussion on a new copier for the office, the matter was turned
over to the Finance Committee to make a decision.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Mr. E. O. Karow, Police Commissioner, on recommendation of the Chief of Police,
made the motion and was seconded by Mr, R, G. Harman to discharge Mr. Jack W. Dunn
as a patrolman for the town, with two weeks severance pay, effective date of
discharge November 30, 1970.

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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
December 14, 1970

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 14, 1970
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. R. G. Harman,
Mr. E. 0. Karow, Mr. W, H. McGahey, Mr. A. R, Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman,
Mr, David C. Liskey, Town Superintendent, Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney,
Mr. Lyle E. Williams, Chief of Police and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. G. J. Levandoski came before the council and commended the Town Recreation
Commission on the fine work done on the basketball and tennis courts. Mr. Levandoski
also presented the following letter from the Elkton Lions Club stating their
position in regards to the Boy Scout building:

This is written with reference to the Boy Scout building,
which is located on Town property at the old "Memorial Park"
location.

Since this building is attached to the real estate and is,
according to law, a part of the real estate, the building,
we are advised, is the property of the Town of Elkton.

In the past there has been a general belief among the people

of the Town of Elkton and the area that this building is the
property of the Elkton Lions Club. This belief has been fostered
by the continuing efforts of the Lions Club to support, financially
and otherwise, scouting organizations interested in the use of

the building. However, it is inaccurate to say that this building
is the property of the Lions Club since it is located on Town
property, and it is the purpose of the Elkton Lions Club, through
this letter, to disavow any ownership interest in the building.

It is the intention of the Elkton Lions Club to continue to
furnish moral and financial support and assistance to all
groups interested in scouting and particularly those groups
using the "scout hut" and it is, therefore, our sincere hope
that it will be your pleasure to continue to allow the building
to be used for such purposes.

It is requested that this letter be incorporated into the minutes
of your meeting.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to officially
accept the Boy Scout building and the building be placed under the Elkton Recreation
Commission and designated to be used for scouting.

Mr. and Mrs. Berkley Brooks inquired as to the progress being made on the
Cable T,V. and if the company awarded the franchise was living up to the terms
set up in the franchise. After much discussion, it was suggested that the Mayor
write a letter in regards to this matter to American Tele-Systems Corporation.

Mr. Donnie Meadows reported on the progress made by the group from the high
school working on pollution. There had been a School Clean Up and also a Town
Clean Up. Mr. Meadows stated that even though the response had not been as great
as they had hoped, they had still collected four truck loads of trash. He inguired
as to whether trash cans were going to be placed around town and the council agreed
that they would look into this. Mr, Meadows stated that they planned another clean
up in the spring.

Mr., Harman commended this group for their efforts and the fact that they were
interested enough to come into town and do this cleaning even though many of them
did not 1live in town.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting November 9, 1970.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting November 30, 1970.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the Finance Report.
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Mr. Thompson reported that his committee had looked into the purchasing of a
new copy machine and they were of the opinion that we should purchase a new machine
rather than a rebuilt one.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried that we
purchase a new copy machine from the 3M Company at a cost of $272.68.

Mr. Thompson also reported that the town had received an offer to purchase the
old machine and wanted to know if the council wanted to sell this machine. The matter
was turned over to the Finance Committee.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey to approve the First
Reading to pay the remaining portion of the audit bill which is a balance of
$989.00.

Mr. Harman expressed appreciation to Mr. Liskey and his men for the fine job
they did on the tennis and basketball courts.

Mr. Harman reported that the Recreation Commission had a balance of $382.00
in their treasury at the first of September and that their major project this
year would be a major overhaul of the Jr. Order Park. He stated that they had
one outstanding bill to date and that was the electric bill totaling $197.80.
He asked that the town consider donating this current to the Recreation Commission.

After some discussion in which Mr. Workman stated he felt these things should
go through the Electric Committee first, Mr. Harman withdrew his request.

Mr. R, G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to transfer
the $2000.00 set up for recreation in the budget to the Recreation Commission.

Mr. W. H. McGahey, on behalf of the Fire Company, invited the Mayor, Councilmen
and their wives to the Covered Dish Supper held by the Fire Company Saturday night
at 6:30 P.M. in the Fire Hall.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. 0. Karow and carried to approve
the purchase of a 3 in. water meter for the school and the school will reinburse
the town.

There was a discussion on Mr. Irvin Dean's request for a water and sewer &
connection. This also led to a discussion on annexation. Mr, Hillsman explained
that the only way Mr. Dean could be given a water and sewer connection would be
to change the ordinance. Mr, McGahey suggested that the Water and Sewer Committee
and the Ordinance Committee meet and discuss this problem before the next meeting.
Mr. Harman also suggested that the Mayor appoint a committee to study annexation.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had been asked by the owner of one of the water
trucks if the town would sell him water. The council felt that they could not do
this.

Mr. Davis asked if there had been any information in regards to changing
the signs at the intersection of 0l1d 33 and Route 340. The following letter was
read from Mr. W, J. Osborne, Resident Engineer for the Department of Highways:

Reference is made to your letter of November 2, 1970 in
which you requested that we reverse the stop signs at the
intersection of Route 340 and 0Old Route 33 and that we
turn off the lights at the corner of Spotswood Trail and
Spotswood Avenue to see how this would affect traffic.

It has been agreed on by all concerned that the stop
signs at the intersection of Route 340 and 0ld Route 33
should be reversed to better handle the revised traffic
pattern. This work will be done as soon as possible but
several arrangements have to be worked out and we will
advise the Elkton Chief of Police of the date along with
the local newspapers and radio stations so the public
can be made aware of this change.

I have reviewed the situations at the intersection of Route 33
(Spotswood Trail) and Spotswood Avenue with Mr. J. L. Thomas,
District Traffic Engineer, and we both agree that due to

the amount of traffic still using this intersection and

the angle on which traffic approaches old Route 33 from
Spotswood Avenue that the traffic light should not be

turned off at this time. However, some changes to the

timing of the light may help the traffic flow in this area.
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Please advise as to your comments on these two matters.

Mr. Karow suggested that the Mayor answer Mr. Osborne's letter and asked
that a traffic flow study be made.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to give
Mr. Liskey permission to get prices on transformers and metering equipment for
the new Elementary School.

Mr. W. H., McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Second Reading to purchase a new dump truck from Myers Ford Company who were
the low bidders at a cost of $5143.00 which includes a slight factory increase.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
an extra $404.65 for the new furnace installed by Snyder Plumbing & Heating in the
Police and Maintenance Departments.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to enter
into a contract with Biller 2-Way Radio for radio upkeep at $400.00 a vear.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G, Harman and carried to hire Mr.
Charles L. Freeman as a patrolman at $4800.00 a year and to approve an increase
to $6000,00 after one year provided his work is satisfactory.

Mr. Workman suggested that the Mayor write another letter to the Highway
Department in regard to widening Route 340 from Old 33 to Spotswood Avenue and
that pictures again be included and he would offer to take the pictures. Mayor
Garber reported that he had recently written in regards to this matter.

Mr. H. A. Workman presented the following resolution on behalf of the S.0.S.
Organization and asked that the town adopt it and send a copy to the School Board:

Be it resolved, that the Elkton Town Council in
regular session go on record, and again express
its opposition to the proposed merger, by which
Elkton High School would be absorbed by Montevideo
High School:

And further resolved that a copy of this resolution
be forwarded to the Rockingham County School Board.

Mr, Harman questioned this and said he personally would like to wait for the
report from the study group. Mr. Workman explained that this was merely a renewal
of the council former stand that due to lack of information on the benefits of
the proposed merger the Council go on record as opposing the merger.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to adopt
the suggested resolution opposing the merger and a copy be sent to the School
Board.

No action was taken to appoint someone to £ill the wvacancy due to Charles
H., Smith's resignation from the Planning Commission as this was tabled until the
January meeting.

Mayor Garber reported that he had several copies of the Reply Brief for the
Norfolk and Western Railway Company case which they appealed to the Supreme Court
of Appeals of Virginia.

Mayor Garber presented letters from Mrs. Sandridge's Third Grade students
which they had written to the Town Council thanking them for the new Christmas
lights.

The council suggested that Mayor Garber send a reply to the students.

A letter of resignation from Mr. Lyle Williams was read in which Mr. Williams
expressed regret for leaving but was doing so in order to accept a more secure
future for himself and his family. Mr. Williams thanked the Town Council for the
confidence it had shown him and the Police Department during the time he served
as Chief of Police, and especially thanked Mr., Karow.

Mr. E. 0. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to accept
Mr. Iyle Williams' resignation as Chief of Police effective December 27, 1970
with regret.
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Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R, G. Harman and carried to give
a $10.00 Christmas Bonus to all employees who have under six years of sexrvice
and $15.00 to those with over six years service. Turkeys will be given to Mr.
George Collier, Mr, H., T, Frey and Mr. Avis Burke.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had received a letter from Mr. Bartsch in regards
to covering the Spring and Reservoir and that the letter stated they felt this
should be considered of prime importance and not postponed. The Water and Sewer
Committee will meet this month in regards to this matter.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to renew
the two Certificates of Deposits due on December 22, 1970 for a period of six

months.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.
