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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
January 11, 1971

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 11, 1971 at
8:00 P.M, in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding. The
following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr.
W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman. Mr. R. G. Harman was
absent. Mr. Marvin C. Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C. Liskey, Town
Superintendent, Mr. Noah Helsley, Town Sergeant and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk
were present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Harold Marshall and Mr. Tom Brand a representative of Tyler 0il Company
were present to discuss negotiating a contract to furnish Quaker State supplies
for servicing the town vehicles and providing equipment to do so. The contract
would be with City Supply, Inc. who will be the Distributor.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to authorize
Mr. Liskey to negotiate a contract with City Supplies, Inc. for a period of five
years.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W, H, McGahey and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting December 14, 1970.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Finance Report.

Mr. Workman reported that Mr, Liskey did not have any prices as yet on the
materials needed for the new Elementary School.

Mr. Karow reported that the Police Committee were actively engaged in
interviewing applicants for Chief of Police and they still had one or two to
interview but hoped to soon find a capable person to £ill the position of
Chief of Police.

Mr. Liskey reported that the electric needs for Blue Bell are quite a bit
more than was expected and we are going to need other transformers. He mentioned
that the Town of Manassas still have some transformers we could use and felt we
should take advantage of these prices. The transformers that are needed and we
can not get from Manassas can than be purchased elsewhere.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr., E. O. Karow and carried to have
Mr. Liskey proceed with placing orders to £ill the requirements for transformers;
price to be established at a later date.

There was a discussion on the parking lot next to the bank. Some citizens
felt there was suppose to be a two hour limit on parking in this lot. Mr. Davis
reported that the Street Committee will get together and look into this matter.
He also stated that more parking space is needed since we no longer have the
one behind Cook Burger, that his committee has no solution at this time and
would welcome any suggestions.

Mr. Liskey reported that Edwin Leap had a truck with a dump bed which he
would be willing to sell for $500.00. Mr. Liskey explained that the old army
truck the town uses as a Snow Plow is still operating but he doesn't know how
long it is going to continue.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to leave
it to Mr. Liskey and the Street Committee to check the trucks and decide if the
town should buy it.

Mr. Liskey asked the council for permission to negotiate with the Highway
Department to let the town push snow for a fee on Old Route 33 from where it
connects with new 33 beyond Myers Ford up to the High School. He stated that
the Highway Department now concentrates on the dual highway and doesn't push
snow on old Route 33 until new 33 is cleared thus making it difficult for people
to come into Elkton. This matter was turned over to Mr., Liskey and the Street
Committee to work out,

Each councilman was asked to take a look at the signs on New Route 33 and
see what they felt needed to be changed or left as is and report their ideas to
the Street Committee so they could get a letter off to the State Highway Department
as to the signs needed.
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The following letter from Mr. Eric H. Bartsch, Regional Engineer, Bureau of
Sanitary Engineering, State Department was read:

We are in receipt of your letter dated October 27, 1970
concerning our letter of August 31, 1971.

The situation discussed in our August 31, 1970 letter
concerns the public health of the citizens of Elkton.
It is this Department's opinion that the public health
of the citizens of Elkton should have top priority over
all other projects being considered by the town.
Therefore, as stated in our August 31, 1970 letter, in
order for the Town of Elkton to insure the quality of
water supply to its citizens, the Elk Lithia and open
concrete reservoir must be covered.

We are looking forward to your cooperation in this matter.

There was a discussion on new suggested water and sewer rates, cost of
purposed projects and how much the new rates would cover. A meeting of the
Finance Committee and the Water And Sewer Committee was set for Wednesday
night January 20, 1971 to discuss new water and sewer rates and the proposed
projects.

It was reported that the o0ld copier had been sold for $50.00.

Mr, W. H, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the Second Reading to pay the remaining portion of the audit bill which
is a balance of $989.00.

A letter from American Cablevision Corporation was read advising the
town that American Tele-Systems Corporation has become affiliated with American
Cablevision Corporation of Newport News, Virginia and that construction for
cable T.V. will be undertaken shortly in Elkton and within the time designated
in the franchise.

Mr. Garber presented a copy of a letter from Mr. S.P.H. Flick, Chairman,
Board of Zoning Appeals to Mr, George W. Kemper, Clerk of the Circuit Court
advising the Circuit Court that the term of office of Mr. I. L. Flory, Jr. as
a member of the Board of Zoning Appeals for the Town of Elkton will expire on
March 1, 1971.

There was also a copy of a letter from Mr. Flick to the members of the
zZoning Appeals advising them of the annual meeting Monday, January 11, 1971
at 7:30 P.M.

It was explained that the Board of Zoning Appeals would make a suggestion
as to the expired term of Mr. Flory and the town would act on it at the next
meeting.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received the necessary forms to apply
for a grant for the Secondary Sewage System and had forwarded them to Martin,
Clifford & Associates who have almost completed them.

A letter from VEPCO with a schedule of their proposed rate increases were
presented.

Mayor Garber presented a letter from W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer,
State Department of Highways acknowledging the receipt of Mr. Garbers letter
requesting a traffic flow study. Mr. Osborne stated that he was writing his
District Traffic Engineer requesting that he furnish him information that was
available on the changes in traffic flow as a result of the completion of the
Route 33 By-Pass and that he would pass this information on to Mr. Garber as
soon as it was available.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a letter from Mr. Bartsch of
the State Department of Health in which Mr, Bartsch was inquiring about General
Information and By-Pass Survey forms which were sent to the town on July 30, 1970
for completion and to return to Mr. Bartsch's office. To date, these forms had
not been returned. Mr. Garber wrote back and told them he had not received
these forms. Another set of forms have been sent to the town and Mr. Garber
passed them on to Martin, Clifford & Associates who have completed the forms
and returned them.
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Mayor Garber reported that Mr. James McDevitt, an Orkin Representative had
been to see him in regards to bird control at the Municipal Building at a yearly
cost of $320.00. No action was taken on this matter.

Mayor Garber reported that three applications have been sent to the State
Corporation Commission for permission to operate a savings and loan association
in Harrisonburg and Rockingham County. Two of these are from out of town and
one is made up of local people. Mayor Garber stated that he had received a
letter from Donald Litten of Conrad, Litten and Sipe asking that he send a
letter as Mayor to the State Corporation Commission stating that he felt a
savings and loan association was needed and that he would prefer to have a
local one composed of men who live here and are familiar with local problems.
Mayor Garber discussed this with several of the councilmen who were in agreement
and so he had sent a letter to the S.C.C.

Mayor Garber appointed the following Committee on Annexation:
E. O. Karow, Chairman
R. G. Harman
R. E, Davis

Action on a replacement to £ill the vacancy on the Planning Commission due
to Charles H. Smith's resignation, was tabled.

Mayor Garber reported that he had written to Mrs. Sandridge's third graders
thanking them for their letters on the Christmas Decorations.

Mayor Garber reported that Kenneth Harner of the County Board of Supervisors,
had contacted him in regards to a request by the S.C.A. of Elkton High School to
name 0Old Route 33 which runs to the high school. Mr. Harner said the Supervisors -
had not taken any action on this request but felt the Town Council, High School
and State Highway Department should name this street.

As there was no further business Mr. W, H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr.
E. O. Karow and carried to adjouxn.
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SPECTAL MEETING
January 29, 1971

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was called January 29, 1971
at 8:00 P.M. by the Mayor, Edward F. Garber. The following council members
were present: Mr., R, E, Davis, Mr, E. O. Karow, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R.
Thompson and Mr., H., A. Workman. Mr. R. G. Harman was absent. Mrs. Norma R. Leap,
Clerk was also present.

Mayor Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Garber asked Mr. Karow to explain the police problem which was the
purpose of calling the special meeting.

Mr. Karow explained that ads had been placed in numerous papers for a
Chief of Police and that they had received only five applications. Interviews
were set up for the applicants. Two of these applicants were not satisfactory,
one did not come in for the interview and the other two refused because the
salary was not enough., Mr. Karow felt that it would be necessary to offer more
salary if we want to get a capable man as chief.

There was a discussion on increasing the salary scale for the Chief of
Police.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H., McGahey to authorize an
increase of $1200,00 in the Public Safety Budget for wages.

The council voted as follows:

McGahey - yea
Thompson - nay
Workman -~ nay

Mr. Karow stated that the Police Committee would continue advertising and
try to find a Chief for $7200.00 a year but did not know how soon they would find

anyone.

As there was no further business the meeting adjourned.

COUNCIL MEETING
February 8, 1971

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 8, 1971 at
8:00 P.M., in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow,
Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr, H. A, Workman. Mr., R. G. Harman
was absent. Mr. Marvin C, Hillsman, Jr., Town Attorney, Mr. David C. Liskey,
Town Superintendent, Mr. Noah Helsley, Town Sergeant and Mrs. Betty H. Engle,
Asst. Clerk were present.

The following visitors were present: Mr. Douglas Cochran, Mr. Ditman Flory,
Mr. Lynn Flory III, Frankie O'Byrne, Joey O'Byrne, Mr. Carl Schumacher and Mr.
Bobby Whitfield. Mr. Charles Kibler's Weblo Scouts were also present.

Mr. Ditman Flory and Mr, Lynn Flory III came before the council in regards
to the proposed water and sewer rate increase. They stated that they realize
the town has to raise the water rates but that the purposed rates would increase
their bills 70% and they felt this to be high as 20% to 25% of the water used
goes into their product and not into the sewer. They asked the council to
reconsider this sewer rate in regards to the effect it will have on the customers
consuming large amounts of water in their business.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr., A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting January 11, 1971 with the correction
in paragraph two, page two, adding highway after the word dual.

Mr, A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the minutes of the special meeting January 29, 1971.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H, A. Workman and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. R. E. Davis read a letter which had been prepared to go to the Highway
Department requesting the changes in signs which the Street Committee, after
a through study, felt should be made on New Route 33. A copy of this letter
is attached to the minutes.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve this letter.

Mr, R. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to purchase a
Dump Truck from Edwin Leap for $500,00.

There was a discussion on the parking problem in town. Mr. Liskey reported
that the parking lot Wirt Avenue could be ready for use in thirty days.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. A. R, Thompson and carried to place
four hour parking signs on the parking lot beside the bank.

Mr. Davis reported that the two hour parking signs are in need of repairs.
Mr. Liskey stated he would take care of this matter.

Mr, E. O. Karow reported that the local automobile dealers cannot meet the
State price for a police automobile.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to accept
the First Reading to purchase a new police car through the State at $3,177.19.

Mr. Karow reported that no progress has been made in hiring a Chief of
Police.

Mr, Karow stated that it had been necessary to have so many Police Committee
Meetings that the Committee on Annexation has not met.

Mr., Thompson reported that the back rooms at the Police Station need
painting badly. Some of the town employees have offered to work overtime and
paint these rooms.

Mr., A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
appropriate $150.00 for overtime and paint to paint the back rooms at the
Police Station.
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Mr. Thompson reported that he had talked with Mr. Fitzwater of the Virginia
National Bank about financing the covering of the Reservoir and Spring. $5,000.00
notes can be borrowed from eight to ten years at 5%% interest. No action was
taken on this matter.

Mr. ILiskey reported that Curtis Lawson who lives outside of town on East
Spring has requested a water connection. The contract with Olen Mowbray will

have to be checked before an answer can be given to Mr. Lawson.

Mr. Liskey presented the following bids for transformers:

Carolina Transformers $2,090.00 each
Piedmont Electric 1,962.45 each
Tristate 2,091.00 each
Westinghouse 2,070,00 each

Mr. Liskey suggested that the transformers be purchased before the price
goes up. Mr. Bobby Whitfield was present representing Piedmont Electric.

Mr. H. A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr., R. E. Davis and carried to purchase
three transformers, enclosures and other needed materials from Piedmont Electric.

Mr. McGahey presented the following bids for steel to cover the reservoir
and spring:
Reservoir $18,635.00
Spring 1,965.00

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E, O. Karow and carried to accept
the prices for steel to cover the reservoir and spring.

A quote from Monger Brothers Contractors of $3,619.00 for complete covering
and installation of the reservoir was presented. The Spring will be covered
by town employees.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Workman and carried to
contract Monger Brothers Contractors to cover the reservoir at a cost of $3,619.00,

No action was taken on the following quoted from Sydnor for filtration at
the well, $13,664.30 and $2,000.00 for pipe.

Mr. Hillsman reported that he had sent a copy of a letter from Mr.
Simmerman in regards to the well situation with Sydnor to Sydnor Hydrodynamics.

Mr. McGahey presented the following proposals on new water and sewer rates:

/ Proposal 1. Raise Water Connections Fees to:

3/4 Inch $100. was $75. (Including Meter)
1 Inch $150. was $100. (Including Meter)
Over 1 Inch $ 50. Plus time and material.

/ Proposal 2. Increase Water rates slightly:

First 5,000 $5.00 Minimum was $4.50
Next 10,000 .65 thousand was .55
Next 20,000 .55 thousand was .45
Next 25,000 .45 thousand was .35
Next 40,000 .35 thousand was .25
Over 100,000 .25 thousand was .20

/ Proposal 3. Sewer rates be 3/4 or 75% of Water bill with a
Minimum of $5.00 was $4.25 minimum gquarterly.
Sewer is now 50% of water bill billed quarterly as now.

/ Proposal 4. Consumers outside the Town:

First 5,000 gal. $6.00 minimum
Next 10,000 gal. .80 thousand
Next 15,000 gal. .75 thousand

Sewer outside of Town 100% of Water bill.

There was more discussion on the new rates. Mr, W. H. McGahey moved,
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seconded by Mr. E. O, Karow to accept the First Reading to approve the new
proposed water and sewer rates. The vote was as follows:

Davis - nay . Thompson - yea
Karow - yea Workman - yea
McGahey - yea

Mr, Garber stated that they would like the new rates to become effective
for the next gquarter billing but would try to have a Public Hearing before the
Second Reading.

Mr, H. A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the Second Reading to purchase transformers from the Town of Manassas
at a cost of $2,258,00.

A report was given on the meeting attended by Mayor Garber, Mr. Liskey
and Mr. Workman in Fredricksburg and a letter was read giving the increased
rates proposed by VEPCO.

Mr. Garber reported that Mr. Spevak from VEPCO had been to see him in
regards to the proposed rate increase. The Co-ops have met and compromised
on a 9.2 increase.

Mr. Workman announced that the Municipal Electric Power Association of
Virginia is holding a meeting in regards to VEPCO requests for a rate increase.
They plan to hire attorneys to fight the increase and the towns will share
the cost of attorney fees. The towns portion will be approximately $565.00.

Mr. H. A, Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
appropriate $565.00 as the towns portion to fight the rate increase proposed
by VEPCO.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to
authorize Mr. Liskey and Mr. Workman to make a trip to Burlington, N. C. to
purchase the truck best suited to the towns needs up to $6500.00.

It was suggested that the old electric truck be put up for bids.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
write in a five year clause as suggested by Mr. Hillsman in the contract with
City Supply, Inc. distributors for Tyler 0Oil Company.

Mr. Garber reported on a letter received from the State Air Pollution
Board in regards to stopping the burning at the dump due to pollution. Mr.
Karow suggested Mr. Garber write a letter asking that the town be allowed to
burn at a minimum until the results of the Rockingham County study is received.
Mr. Garber will also write a letter to Rockingham County expressing our interest
in the study being made by them for solid waste disposal.

Mr. Karow moved, seconded by Mr, A. R. Thompson and carried to recommend
to the Rockingham County Circuit Court that Gerald J. Levandoski be appointed
to fill the unexpired term on the Board of Zoning Appeals, Town of Elkton, Va.,
of William R. Horne who resigned April 1, 1970 and that I. L. Flory, Jr. be
appointed to a four year term on said Board, such term beginning on March 1,
1971.

Mr. Garber read a letter of resignation from Mr. A. H. Louderback, who
is resigning from the Elkton Planning Commission,

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to accept
Mr. A, H. Louderback's resignation from the Elkton Planning Commission.

The council agreed to table until the next meeting the appointment of
two new members to fill the vacancies on the Elkton Planning Commission.

Mr. Garber read a letter from W. H. Derr, General Manager of the Rockingham
Cooperative Farm Bureau, Inc. in regards to the increase in their electric
bills. They appealed to Mr. Garber to have this matter investigated with
congideration toward establishing a commercial rate commensurate with their
useage and contribution to the business community.

Mr., Garber reported on a letter from the State Water Control Board wanting
to inspect the Sewage Plant. This is a regulation effecting all localaties

receiving Government aid.

(Over)
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Mr. Garber reported that the preliminary application for federal grant
for Sewage Treatment Works had been submitted to the proper department.

Mr. Garber read a letter from V.P.I. in regards to flood control to insure

against flood damage.

Mr, Garber reported that he is working toward financial assistance from
the F.H.A. and the granting of long term loans.

As there was no further business the meeting adjourned.

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COUNCIL MEETING
March 8, 1971

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 8, 1971 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R, E. Davis, Mr. R. G. Harman,
Mr. E. O. Karow, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.
Mr. Noah Helsley, Town Sergeant, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. David
Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Betty H. Engle, Asst. Clerk were also
present.

Mr. Lewis Workman came before the council on behalf of the Elkton Volunteer
Fire Company to ask that the town consider donating their old ladder truck to
the fire company. This matter was referred to the Electric Committee to study
until the next meeting.

Mr. Joe Flick came before the council in regards to parking across from the
Fire Company. He asked the council to consider marking six or eight parking
spaces for Fire Company members only. This matter was turned over to the
Street Committee.

Mr. Ditman Flory came before the council in regards to the new water and
sewer rates and asked that they consider amending the change in sewer to have
a maximum of $100.00 and also consider the 20% which they use that does not
go into the sewer. No action was taken.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr., E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting February 8, 1971.

Mr. A. R, Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr., H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the Second Reading on the purchase of the truck for the Electric
Department at a cost of $6500.00,.

Mr. Liskey gave a report on the meeting in Richmond on the purposed rate
increase by VEPCO. VEPCO made an offer to the municipalities to lower their
proposed rate increase to 9.24%, retroactive to July 1, 1970 with a period
of twelve months to pay the back portion. The new rates would go into effect
April 1, 1971.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. A, R. Thompson and carried to ;
pass a resolution to accept VEPCO's offer on the new rate increase of 9.24%
retroactive to July 1, 1970 with a period of twelve months to pay the back
poxtion.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W, H. McGahey and carried to
have Snyder Plumbing and Heating install a new shower in the Police Department
at a cost of $122,60.

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that most of the requests the town had made to
the State Highway Department in regards to changes in signs on new Route 33
have been completed and the cooperation between the town and highway department
had been good.

Mr. Garber read a letter from the State Highway Department in regards
to the additional mileage which has been added to our upkeep grants.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the Second Reading to accept the prices for steel to cover the reservoir
and spring of $18,635.00 Reservoir and $1,965.00 Spring and to contract Monger
Brothers Contractors to cover the Reservoir at a cost of $3,619.00.

Mr. W. H, McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow to approve the
Second Reading of the new water and sewer rates which will become effective
April 1, 1971. The vote was as follows:

Davis - nay McGahey - yea
Harman - yea Thompson - yea
.Karow - yea Workman - yea

Mr. Davis stated that he felt we should hold off a little longer before
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doing anything about the rates and to further consider the people using the
minimum water and sewer in order to find a rate which would be fair to all.
Several of the other councilmen explained that they felt we could not wait
as the need for additional money was immediate and could not be postponed.

Mr., McGahey suggested that the council consider having Martin, Clifford
and Associates draw up plans and specifications for a filtration system at the
well to be placed for bids and their fee to be 10% of the total cost of
installing the system. This matter was deferred for further study.

Mr. Karow read a letter from Sgt. Charles B. Knott of Covington, Virginia
accepting the position of Chief of Police effective March 29, 1971 at a salary
of $600.00 per month. Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and
carried to hire Mr. Knott.

Mr. Karow read a letter of resignation from Patrolman Charles Freeman who
was resigning to go with the Border Patrol in Texas. Mr. E. O. Karow moved,
seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to accept Mr. Freeman's resignation.

Mr. BE. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to approve
the Second Reading to purchase a new police car through the State at $3,177.19.

Mr. Karow reported that the Annexation Committee were looking into the
possibility of hiring consultants. He plans to look into this and report at
the next meeting.

Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to amend
Sec. 17-40 of the Elkton Town Code to read as follows:

Sec. 17-40. Checking on Speed With Electrical Devices;
Certificate as to Accuracy of Device; Arrest Without Warrant.

The speed of any motor vehicle may be checked by the use
of radio microwaves or other electrical device. The results
of such checks shall be accepted as prima facie evidence of
the speed of such motor vehicle in any court or legal proceedings
where the speed of the motor vehicle is at issue.

In any court or legal proceedings in which any gquestion
arises as to the calibration or accuracy of any such radio
microwave or other electrical device, a certificate, executed
and signed by the officers calibrating or testing such device
as to its accuracy as well as to the accuracy of the speedometer
of any motor vehicle used in such test, and stating the time
of such test, type of test and results of testing, shall be
admissible when attested by one such officer who executed and
signed it as evidence of the facts therein stated and the
results of such testing.

The driver of any such motor vehicle may be arrested without
a warrant under this section; provided, that the arresting officer
is in uniform or displays his badge of authority; provided further,
that such officer has observed the registration of the speed of
such motor vehicle by the radio microwaves or other electrical
device, or has received a radio message from the officer who
observed the speed of the motor vehicle registered by the
radio microwaves or other electrical device; provided, that
in case of an arrest based on such a message that such radio
message has been dispatched immediately after the speed of the
motor vehicle was registered and furnished the license number
or other positive identification of the vehicle and the registered
speed to the arresting officer.

The council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia hereby declares
an emergency to exist and this Ordinance shall be in full force
and effect from this date March 8, 1971.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had obtained one price on fiber glass doors
for the Maintenance Department. The council suggested that Mr. Liskey check
around and get some more prices before making a decision on a door.

Mr. Garber read a letter from the State Water Control Board informing the
town that they would inspect the Sewer Plant March 16, 1971 between 10:00 A.M.

Mr. Garber read a letter from the Donald A Perry Associates who are doing
the mapping of the Town of Elkton for the American Cablevision Corporation in
regards to the cable T.V,.

A letter in regards to insurance was turned over to Mr. Hillsman to check
into.

Mr. Garber read a letter in regards to a Flood Control Program and Flood
Insurance. Mr. Garber had filled out a form and received a reply in regards
to this program. There will be a meeting in Richmond March 24, 1971 to explain
the program. The council agreed to pay expenses to send a representative from
the council.

There was a discussion on the Farmer's Home Administration Federal Aid
Program. This matter was tabled until a resolution could be drawn up and
presented.

Mr. Garber read a letter from Irvin Dean requesting the town to annex the
lots he owns out of town. Mr. Karow stated he would write a letter to Mr.
Dean in regards to what progress the Annexation Committee is making and Mr.
Hillsman was asked to check into the possibility of annexating one person's
property and to make recommendations.

Mr. Garber reported that he had received a letter from the Water Control
Board accepting the engineer's report on the Secondary Filtering System.

There was a discussion on the vacanies in the Planning Commission. Mr.
Garber stated he would write a letter to obtain the necessary information

in regards to the vacanies and the length of the terxms of office to be filled.

The council were reminded of the Municipal League Convention at Virginia
Beach September 19, 20, and 21.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the First Reading to amend Section 32-10 B of the Elkton Town Code to read
"Wwith reference to water connections outside the town" such charges shall be
100% higher than the town charges therefore.

Mr. R. G. Harman and Mr. E. O. Karow
were absent. Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. Charles Knott, Chief of
Police, Mr. David Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were
also present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting March 8, 1971.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to
approve the minutes of the special meeting March 18, 1971.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the minutes of the special meeting April 2, 1971.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve the minutes of the special meeting April 7, 1971.

Mayor Garber introduced Mr. Knott, Chief of Police, to the citizens
present at the meeting.

Mr. Leroy Leap, representing the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company and
Rescue Squad, came before the council asking that they consider placing a
sign or having a sign placed by the state if they are the ones responsible,
at the top of the hill on Route 340 North as you are leaving town informing
the motorist to watch for turning vehicles. Mr. Leap informed the council
that several accidents have occured at the intersection of Shenandoah Avenue
and Route 340 and felt that many were due to the fact that motorist were
distracted as they came over the hill by the activities going on in the park
and often were not aware that so many vehicles made turns at the foot of the
hill. This matter was turned over to the Police Committee.

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League. Mr. Liskey reported that this would require a new transformer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A, R. Thompson and carried to turn
this matter over to the Electric Committee and Mr. Liskey.

Mayor E. F. Garber opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr, W. H., McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting April 12, 1971.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A. R, Thompson and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting May 3, 1971.

Mr. B. M. Snyder came before the council in regards to the water line on
the Newtown Road which was installed by these residents around 1938 thus giving
the people along this line the privilege to connect to the line.

Mayor Garber stated that he had written Mr. Perry informing him of the time for
the May council meeting but had received no reply.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to turn
the bids over to the Street Committee for further study as to which streets should
be paved first and the amount left in the budget for paving and to then call a
special council meeting to act on these proposals.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had received the following quotes on checking out
the Substation.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to approve

the First Reading to contract with Carolina Transformers to do the work at the
Substation.
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Mr. Liskey reported that no decision had been made on the ladder truck.

There was a discussion in regards to parking for the Fire Company, Emergency
Squad Members, Maintenance Department and Police Department. Mr., Liskey explained
that the eight hour parking had been posted there to eliminate the shift workers
parking and give the necessary parking needed. It was suggested that the Police
Department give warning tickets for a week and then give parking tickets to see
if this will eliminate the problem.

Mr, Liskey and Chief Knott were asked to check the signs in town. There was
a suggestion that a "Children at Play" sign was needed on lLee Avenue.

Mr. Karow read a letter from Mr. R. P. Mason, Jail Superintendent, Virginia
Department of Welfare and Institutions stating that a routine inspection was made
of the Elkton Town Lockup April 1, 1971 and the condition of cleanliness and
sanitation was good.

Mr. Karow reported that the report on Safety Regulations had been filed.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to hire
David Gordon Coffman as a patrolman for a probationary period of one year and
at a salary of $5400.00 per year, increase upon recommendation of Chief Knott.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to purchase
for the Police Department a Lake Erie Emergency Gas Gun Kit and Mask at a cost
of $346.43.

The following bid was received for the 1969 Plymouth Fury I Police Car:
Carl A. Schumachex $900.00

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H., McGahey and carried to accept
Mr. Schumachers bid of $900.00 for the 1969 Plymouth Fury I Police Car.

Chief Knott reported that he had contacted Mr. Evans of the State Highway
Department in regards to the request that a sign be placed at the top of the
hill on North 340 informing motorists of turning vehicles at the Jr. Order Park.
Mr. Evans stated that the State would place another "35 Mile Zone" sign at the
top of the hill to help slow down traffic.

Mr., A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Workman and carried to approve
the Second Reading of the resolution to go on record asking for Federal Assistance
in the form of a Federal Grant of $20,000.00 and a Federal Loan of $20,000.00 to
upgrade their public water facilities.

There was a discussion in regards to naming the street leading to the high
school. This was turned over to the Street Committee.

Mayor Garber read a letter from The Rev. J. B. Martin of the Elkton Presbyterian
Church expressing his appreciation to the Town Council for the strong stand they
took in regard to the family and the trouble that manifested itself on Rockingham
Street.

Mayor Garber read a letter from Shelby A. Wood, Secretary of the Gold Medallion
Majorettes of Elkton asking the town to grant them permission to place a trophy case,
bought and paid for by the Gold Medallion's, in the hall outside the library in the
Municipal Building.

Mr. E. 0. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to turn the
matter of the trophy case over to the Finance Committee.
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Mayor Garber asked each department to start working on their budget for next
year.

It was reported that reservations had been confirmed at the Princess Anne Inn
at Virginia Beach for the Municipal League Convention in September.

A request for a taxi license by Mr. Homer Soule was turned over to Chief Knott.
Mr. R. G. Harman moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the standard resolution required by the Virginia National Bank authorizing night

depository.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

Mr,
Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. Charles Knott, Chief of Police, Mr. David
Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting May 10, 1971.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting May 27, 1971.

Mr. Noel Frazier presented the plans for installing a new roof on his building
on Terrace Avenue. Action on this was tabled until further in the meeting.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Finance Report.

Mr. Thompson reported that he had not started the budget and asked that
the departments turn in their requests as soon as possible.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
set the tax rate at 75¢ per $100.00 of assessed value on Real Estate and Personal
Property.

There was a discussion in regards to the employees request that the Town
make the Supplemental Retirement Plan retro-active.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
add "Prior Service Credited" on all employees to the Virginia Supplemental
Retirement Plan.

Mr. Karow reported that Martin, Clifford & Associates have been contacted
in regards to a study on annexation and the proposal has not been completed at
this date.

A letter to Chief Knott from Julius F. Ritchie, Chief of Police, Harrisonburg,
Virginia was read. Mr. Ritchie was expressing his appreciation for the co-operation
and men furnished from the Elkton Police Department who assisted with the traffic
and crowd control at the Friend's of a Feather Parade held in Harrisonburg on
May 14, 1971. Mr. Ritchie stated that our men conducted themselves in a manner
as to bring credit to the department and themselves.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr, E. O. Karow and carried to approve
the Second Reading to contract with Elkton Paving Inc. to pave the designated
streets as listed in the May 27, 1971 minutes at a total cost of $9,872.00.

There was a discussion on the naming of 0ld Route 33 from the intersection
at Route 340 to the high school. The committee has not met to discuss this
matter. It was reported that the State Highway Department has no suggestions as
to a name but will erect a sign if the Town and School will name it.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had obtained easements from Mr. Carroll Campbell
and Mr. Donald Crist to run a sewer line across their property on Prospect Avenue
before they grade their property.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to run a
sewer line across the Carroll Campbell and Donald Crist property before the land
owners grade their property.

A building permit in the amount of $5,000.00 was presented by Mr. Noel Frazier.
This matter was turned over to Mr. Liskey to make a decision as to whether the
request and amount are in order, and if so to issue the permit.

There was a discussion on the property on Terrace which burned and what

could be done to get the property owner to clear the area. It was reported that
the property owner had indicated that this would be done in the near future.
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Mr. Workman reported that the checking of the substation had been completed
by Carolina Transformer and that the station is in good condition for its age.
The total cost of this project was $663.09.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the Second Reading to contract with Carolina Transformers to do the
work at the Substation at a cost of $663.09.

Mr. Workman reported on the meeting in Richmond in regards to the proposed
rate increases by VEPCO.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman and carried to adopt
the following resolution:

WHEREAS Virginia Electric and Power Company (VEPCO), from
which this municipality purchases at wholesale its entire supply
of electric energy, (VEPCO being presently our sole available
source of such) which we then sell at retail to our citizens and
customers, is also, already, such a successful competitor against
us for retail industrial and other large customers (among other
reasons, because VEPCO's retail rates to such customers are as
low as or lower than the wholesale rates we have to pay VEPCO),
that we virtually cannot compete with them;

AND WHEREAS VEPCO has now applied to the United States Atomic
Energy Commission (AEC) for licensing of a huge atomic energy plant
(North Anna Power Station Units 1 and 2, AEC Docket Nos. 50-338A
and 50-339A) which will generate power to VEPCO's system much more
cheaply than conventional fuel generation, therby worsening our
competitive situation with VEPCO, unless we can ourselves obtain
some source in fair amount of equivalent cost power;

AND WHEREAS it is essential and in the public interest that
we study and investigate the possibilities, by intervening in said
AEC proceedings or otherwise, of improving the economy and depend-
ability of our bulk power supply, including, possibly, owning some
atomic generation;

AND WHEREAS all the foregoing are found as facts:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT this municipality hereby
joins with any other Virginia municipalities taking similar action,
and specifically:

1) Authorizes a study and investigation of the foregoing,
which may be conducted by a committee, however composed,
of representatives of some or all Virginia municipalities
purchasing electric power at wholesale from VEPCO,
following which study and investigation, a report and

recommendations shall be made back to this municipality

for its consideration of further action; and

2) To defray the necessary costs of such preliminary
investigation and study (which, in the aggregate,
shall not exceed $1500.00), this municipality will
pay its proportionate fair share of same, to be based
upon the annual kilowatt hours purchases of this
municipality from VEPCO as compared with such purchases
by other Virginia municipalities participating in
such preliminary study and investigation.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had not had the time to get with Chief Knott
and check the signs but would do so as soon as possible.

Mr. McGahey, acting as spokesman for the Fire Company, invited the Mayor
and Councilmen to ride in the Fireman's Parade Thursday evening at 7:00 P.M.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a call from Mr. Jim Chappell
informing him of a Regional Board hearing set for Thursday June 17, 1971 in
Staunton in regards to the Town's request for a FHA Loan and Grant. Mayor
Garber asked that some of the councilmen plan to attend this hearing with him.
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The appointing of two Planning Board members was deferred.

Mr. Harman reported that due to an increase in his work which was requiring
him to be out ot town a great deal of the time, he had been unable to check into
the Flood Control Insurance and asked that someone else be appointed to take
over this project. Mayor Garber appointed Mr. R. E. Davis to handle this project.

Mr. McGahey reported that Martin, Clifford and Associates would probably
have a report ready in a week or so in regards to the filtration system.

Mr. Garber reported that he had received a telegram the morning after the
last council meeting from Donald A. Perry stating that they would be unable to
attend the council meeting in regards to the Cable TV but would contact Mr.
Garber later in the week but had not done so. Mr. Hillsman told the council
that the franchise could be cancelled if the terms were not carried out as
agreed upon.

There was a discussion in regards to the State Highway Department's offer
of $1560.00 settlement for the dump property (this includes the $624.00 already
received). Mr. Hillsman stated that he felt the cost to fight for a greater
settlement would exceed anything we could get in excess of $1560.00. He also
stated that he had discussed this with Mr. Charlie Smith and Mr. Norman Fitzwater
and it was their opinion that we should accept the settlement of $1560.00.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. R. G. Harman to accept the State
Highway Departments offer of $1560.00 settlement for the dump property. The
vote was as follows:

Mr. C. B. Knott, Chief of Police, Mr. David C. Liskey, Town
Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. A. R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting July 12, 1971.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to employ
Frank Arlington Rodgers as a patrolman at a salary of $5100.00 per year, to
be raised to $5400.00 per year at the end of six months upon the recommendation
of the Chief of Police with further raises on the Chief's recommendations.

Mr. A. R. Thompson, reporting for Mr. R. E. Davis who was absent, presented
the name "Elks Street" as the recommendation of the Committee set up to suggest
a name for the street leading from the intersection of 0ld 33 and Route 340 to
the High School. ’

Mr. H. A. Workman presented the name Kite's Blvd. which he had been asked to
present by one of the Town Employees.

As Mr. Workman's suggestion had not been presented to the Committee, this
matter was tabled until the next meeting.

Mr. H. A. Workman moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to authorize
Mr. Liskey to purchase a load of poles the cost of which is not to exceed $1000.00.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to lay an
8" sewer line to the Corporate Limits which will service the Crider property which
is being built on Liberty Heights.

Mr. H. A. Workman reported that the retro-active rate on the VEPCO increase
is now in effect. He also reported that the Municipal Electric Association of
Virginia of which we are a member is again active in the Yankee Dixie Program.

Rev. James Martin, spokesman for the Ministerial Association, spoke against
the sale of high test beer on Sunday. He stated that he felt the intent of the
ordinance in the Town Code had been to prohibit the sale of any alcoholic
beverage on Sunday. He also pointed out that they were concerned with the image
of the Town, accidents and injuries which can result from driving while drinking
and the safety of our town citizens. He invited the support of the council by
amending the ordinance in question to prohibit the sale of any alcoholic beverage
on Sunday.

Mr. Robert Hammer also voiced his objection to the sale of beer on Sunday
and that he felt the ordinance should be clarified.

Mr. J. H. BEarly Jr. felt that the wording of the ordinance had been changed
when the new books were printed but the council did not feel that this had
happened.

Mr. ILouis Workman stated that he approved the sale of beer on Sunday and
did not feel the council had the right to deprive him of the privilege to
purchase beer on Sunday if he so desired.

Mr. Wilson Gaynor said he £felt the council had to take a stand and decide
this issue.

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Sec. 4-2 When sale of alcoholic beverages prohibited - Generally

It shall be unlawful for any person to sell alcocholic
beverages in the Town between the hours of twelve o'clock post
meridian of each Saturday and six o'clock ante meridian of each
Monday.

Sec. 4-3 Same -- Definition of "alcoholic beverages" and "person"

As used in Section 4-2, "alcoholic beverages" shall
include the four varieties of liquor, regardless of the content
of alcohol by volume or by weight, defined in Section 4-2 of the
Code of Virginia of 1950 as alcohol, spirits, wine and beer and
any one or more of such varieties and every liquid or solid, patented
or not, containing alcohol, spirits, wine or beer and capable of
being consumed by a human being. "Alcoholic beverages" shall also
include beer, lager beer, ale, porter, wine, similar fermented malt
or vinous liquor and fruit juice as referred to in Section 4-99 of
said Code of Virginia as containing one half of one per centum or
more of alcohol by volume, and not more than three and two tenths
per centum of alcohol by weight.

"Person" shall mean an individual, partnership, association
or corporation.

Mr. Workman stated his reason for opposing the amendments was he felt there
was a conflict in the ordinances and these need to be clarified before he could
vote for them.

Mr. S. H. Levinson stated that he objected to the vote.

Rev. James Martin expressed his appreciation to the council for their action
in this matter.

Roger Wyant a Senior at Elkton High School expressed the view that he felt
better than half of the students at the High School were opposed to the sale
of beer on Sunday and were looking forward to something more in life.

Mr. L. P. Hale and Mr. Wilson Gaynor both voiced their approval of the
council's stand on the beer issue.

Mr. Lewis Workman spoke in opposition to the councils action.

Mr. H. A. Leet presented the following report and recommendations from the
Study Committee appointed by the Mayor to study the second draft of the proposed
zoning ordinance and the objections from the town citizens:

The committee feels that the proposed zoning ordinance is too
extensive in its recommended changes. If the town was in a period
of rapid growth in the areas of business, industry, or population
then these extensive changes might be required.

The ordinance is an excellent work and much of it might well
be adopted some time in the future. It is based on an expected rapid
growth of the town which may occur some years hence.

This study committee recommends that the proposed zoning ordinance
be held on file by the planning commission for possible use when and
if annexation of surrounding areas occur. The committee further recom-
mends that the commission study the present zoning ordinance to up-date
it and recommend relatively minor changes that might be needed. It
is also proposed that the areas immediately surrounding the town be
observed and recommendations be made to the county zoning commission
prior to their action in zoning those areas.
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Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to approve
the recommendations by the Study Committee and these recommendations be forwarded
to the Plapning Commission for action along these lines.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to
discharge the Committee set up to study the second draft of the proposed
zoning ordinance and the objections from the town citizens as their work
is completed.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to appoint
Mr. B. W. Gooden to the Planning Commission.

A letter from Mr. W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer, Department of Highways,
was read informing the council that effective August 13, 1971 a parade permit
will be required for all parades and ceremonial celebrations held in all towns
with a population under 3,500 and giving the information needed on the applications
for permits.

A letter from Mr. Charles Kindred, Pastor, First Baptist Church of Elkton
was read in which Mr. Kindred stated that he had called the Highway Department
asking that a traffic light be considered at the intersection of Rt. 340 and
old Rt. 33 and was told that a request for a traffic study would have to come
from the Elkton Town Council. This request should indicate pertinent facts
including the exceptionally heavy traffic during certain hours in the morning
and afternoon because of the new Blue Bell plant and Elkton High School. Mr.
Kindred petitioned the town council to request a traffic study of this inter-
section and include such facts as he mentioned. This matter was turned over
to the Street Committee.

As there was no further business, Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr.
W. H. McGahey and carried to adjourn.

COUNCIL MEETING
November 8, 1971

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held November 8, 1971
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow,
Mr., H. A. Leet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.

Mr. C. B. Knott, Chief of Police, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. D. C.
Liskey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

The Rev. James Martin opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to approve
the minutes of the regular meeting October 11, 1971.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to approve
the minutes of the special meeting November 4, 1971.

The Rev. James Martin, on behalf of the Ministerial Association, asked
permission to place a nativity scene near the town Christmas tree and there
were no objections from the council.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mrs. Martin thanked the council for their action taken to revise the
ordinance in regards to Sunday beer sales.

Mr. David Hatmaker, an attorney obtained by certain members of the
community who wish to continue Sunday beer sales, requested the council to
postpone the second reading on the beer ordinance until the December meeting
in order for him to study the matter further and better advise his clients.

Mr. Freeman Meadows, Rev. Martin and several others felt that the matter
had been delayed long enough.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson to approve the
second reading to amend Section 4-2 and Section 4-3 as follows:

Sec. 4-2 When sale of Alcoholic Beverages Prohibited - Generally

It shall be unlawful for any person to sell alcoholic
beverages in the Town between the hours of twelve o'clock post
meridian of each Saturday and six o'clock ante meridian of each
Monday .

Sec. 4-3 Same -- Definition of "Alcoholic Beverages" and "Person"

As used in Section 4-2, "alcoholic beverages" shall
include the four varieties of liquor, regardless of the content
of alcohol by volume or by weight, defined in Section 4-2 of the
Code of Virginia of 1950 as alcohol, spirits, wine and beer and
any one or more of such varieties and every liquid or solid,
patented or not, containing alcohol, spirits, wine or beer and
capable of being consumed by a human being. "Alcoholic beverages"
shall also include beer, lager beer, ale, porter, wine, similar
fermented malt or vinous liquor and fruit juice as referred to
in Section 4-99 of said Code of Virginia as containing one half of
one per centum or more of alcohol by volume, and not more than three
and two tenths per centum of alcohol by weight.

"person" shall mean an individual, partnership, association
or corporation.

Mr. Workman stated that he felt this was a big decision for the council
to take away or add to a man's business. He reminded the council that when this
matter came up the first time he had called for a referendum which the Judge
denied. Mr. Workman pointed out that the council could order a referendum
and he felt the people should have the priviledge to vote on such a big issue.
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Mr. Hatmaker said he felt Mr. Workman's suggestion of a referendum was
very good and would reflect a truer picture of how the people of the community
really felt. He mentioned a petition which his clients have with the names
of 170 gualified voters asking for the continuing of Sunday beer sales. He
pointed out that his was nearly half of the number that voted in the past
election in the town.

Mr. L. P. Hale and Rev. Martin again spoke in favor of the ordinances
being amended and Mr. S. H. Levinson opposed the change.

The vote on the motion before the council was taken and was as follows:

Davis - yea McGahey - yea
Karow - nay Thompson - yea
Ieet - yea Workman - nay

Mr. Lewis Workman voiced his opposition to the way the council handled
the matter of the beer ordinance and Mr. Johnny Hensley thanked the council
for their stand.

Mr. H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to appoint

Mr. Beverly Wolfe to the Planning Commission.
—— - ——

Mr. H. A. Leet reported that the Elkton Parks and Recreation Committee
would be willing to continue the control of the Community Hall under the
direct authority of the council and would set up more fixed and rigid rules
to control the use of the hall. Mr. Leet asked about the janitorial gervice
and supplies for the Community Hall and the council said it would be the
responsibility of the Parks and Recreation Committee.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to allow
the Elkton Parks and Recreation Committee to make a skating pond in the proper
fashion in the park if the weather permits.

Mr. H. A. Workman pointed out that according to the annual audit the
revenue from the electric system has been increasing approximately $10,000.00
each year but that there is only about $15,000.00 in Sinking Funds to be used
in case of emergency repairs or expansion of the system. He recommended the
council consider the amount which is being set aside for the electric system.

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that he had written Mr. W. J. Osborne, State
Department of Highways' Resident Engineer, requesting a traffic study to be
conducted at the intersection of old Rt. 33 and Rt. 340 and at the intersection
of Spotswood Avenue and old Route 33. The objective of this study is to show
traffic flow in amounts, directions and if possible hours of peak flow. Mr.
Davis had received a reply from Mr. Osborne stating that he had forwarded the
request to the District Engineer for his consideration and would advise Mr.
Davis of the results of the studies after they are complete.

Mr. Liskey presented a request from Mr. Ray Morris to place a trailer on
his property on Terrace Avenue to be used as a temporary cab stand and office
while he is rebuilding.

Mr. R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to give
Mr. Ray Morris a temporary permit for six months to place a trailer on his
property on Terrace Avenue to be used for office use only with no water or
sewer hookup and no overnight lodging.

It was brought to the councils attention that when Mrs. Herman Meadow's
house burned on Stuart Avenue the closest fire hydrant on Stuart Avenue was
at the Dry Cleaners or the one on Jackson Avenue.

Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr, E. O. Karow and carried to run
a four inch line off of ILee Avenue, down C to Stuart Avenue and install a
fire hydrant at an approximate cost of $1000.00.

Mr. E. O, Karow reported that the town has received a Federal Grant in
the amount of $1922.62 to be used in the Public Safety Department for radios,
etc. The town is required to match the amount granted. The Police Committee
plans to meet to determine the priority items needed and to bring in recommenda-
tions to the council.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
purchase a reloader kit at a cost of $132.86.
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Mr. Karow reported that Chief Knott had checked into Mr. Sandridge's
complaint in regards to Wholesale Merchants selling retail and feund that
there are grounds for the complaint. Due to an error when the ordinances
were reprinted it was felt a closer study of the Wholesale Merchants ordinance
should be made and the proper corrections made.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr., H. A, Workman and carried to
pass the following resolution:

Be it hereby resolved that the Town of Elkton, Virginia,

a political subdivision, acting by and through the Town
Council does hereby elect to have such of the employees

and officers of the Town in positions not covered under

a local retirement system, who are regularly employed

full time on a salary or wage basis, and whose tenure is
not restricted as to temporary or provisional appointment,
to become eligible, effective January 1, 1972 to participate
in the Virginia Supplemental Retirement System, under
conditions set forth in Title 51, Chapter 3.2, Section
51-111.9 through Section 51-111.67, Code of Virginia, as
such code has been or may be amended from time to time

and said Town agrees to pay its cost for participation

of its employees for all services for the Town of Elkton
rendered prior to January 1, 1972 for which credit is
authorized and established on terms required by the
Retirement Board and for membership service in the System
after such date and also to deduct from said employees'
wages and pay over in the manner prescribed, the respective
amounts. required by law,

Now, therefore, Edward F. Garber, Mayor, Town of Elkton,
Virginia and Norma R. Leap, Clerk of the Town Council,

are hereby authorized and directed in the name of said
Town, to execute any required contract in order that
employees of the Town of Elkton, Virginia may become
entitled to benefits provided under the Virginia Supplemental
Retirement Act. In execution of any contract which

may be rendered, the seal of said Town of Elkton, Virginia
shall be affixed and attested by the Clerk and said
officers of the Town of Elkton, Virginia are hereby
authorized and directed to pay from time to time such

sums as are due to be paid under said contract by the

Town of Elkton, Virginia and its employees.

Mr. Thompson reported that he is still looking into purchasing a buffer.
He has received one price but is trying to get prices from other places also.

Mr, E, O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to have
Mr. Liskey check the windows in the library and repair those needing repair
and to check the windows in the Treasurer's office for storm windows.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve the Audit Report.

Mr. A. R. Thompson reported that due to a shortage of cash on hand in
the General Fund and Fire Company Fund, he suggested the council consider
borrowing $12,000,00 from the Sanitary Sewer System Fund ($5,000.00) and
the Town of Elkton Water and Sewer Fund ($7,000.00) to be repaid in the
amount of $3,000.00 quarterly beginning January 1, 1972. $10,000.00 will
be placed in the General Fund acoount to pay back bills and $2,000.00 in
the Town of Elkton Fire Company Project account to pay notes and interest.
He also suggested that the $3,200.00 quarterly and the $1100.00 monthly
which are being set aside each month for the Sanitary Sewer System Sinking
Fund and the Town of Elkton Water and Sewer Account be suspended until
September 1, 1972 as these accounts have enough funds to carry them until
this time.

Mr., A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E, O. Karow and carried to
borrow $7,000,00 from the Town of Elkton Water and Sewer Account and $5,000,00
from the Sanitary Sewer System Sinking Fund, $10,000.00 of which is to be

glaced in the General Fund and $2,000.00 to be placed in the Town of Elkton
ire Company Project. This is to be repaid from the General Fund in the

amount of $3,000.00 quarterly beginning January 1, 1972. The $1,100.00 monthly
and $3,200.00 quarterly which are being set aside as sinking funds for

these two accounts will be suspended until September 1, 1972.
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Mr. W. H. McGahey moved, seconded by Mr. A. R. Thompson and carried to
write off the 1966 and 1967 Taxes and place them at the Court House.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to
approve the First Reading on the audit fee of $1285.00.

Mr. Thompson presented a request from the American Legion to transfer
from the small room they now occupy on the third floor of the Municipal Building
to a larger room that is now available. This matter was turned over to the
Finance Committee.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. R. E. Davis and carried to
approve the Second Reading of the proposed wage increases as presented at
the last meeting.

Mayor Garber reported that it would be necessary for the town to readvertise
on the proposed T.V. Franchise Ordinance.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
advertise for bids on the T. V. Franchise.

Mr. R. E. Davis reported that Mr. Hillsman had written in regards to the
towns questions on the flood control insurance but had not received a reply.
This matter was tabled until the December meeting.

The naming of the street leading to Elkton High School was tabled until
the next meeting.

Mayor Garber reported that the Bethel Church would have the Christmas
Party again this year if the council so desired. The dates available were
December 7th. or 9th. The council decided to have the Town Christmas Party
December 7th. at the Bethel Christian Church at 6:30 P.M. at a cost of $2.50
per plate.

Mayor Garber reported that he had received a complaint in regards to
the condition and appearance of the Norfolk and Western's right-of-way
close to Mr. Rouse's home. Mayor Garber wrote the N & W office in Roanoke
and received a reply from Mr. Bill Bridger, Supt. in which he thanked Mr.
Garber for his lettter and stating that he had asked their Division Engineer
to arrange to have the weeds and brush cut and to perform any other clean-up
necessary to restore their property to a sightly condition.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
give the usual Christmas Bonuses of $15.00 for those with six years service
and over and $10.00 for those with less than six years service. Turkeys
will be given to Avis Burke and Hugh Frey.

As there was no further business, Mr. A. R, Thompson moved, seconded
by Mr. E. O. Karow and carried to adjourn.

December 13, 1971

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 13, 1971
at 8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Edward F. Garber presiding.
The following council members were present: Mr. R. E. Davis, Mr. E. O. Karow,
Mr. H. A. ILeet, Mr. W. H. McGahey, Mr. A. R. Thompson and Mr. H. A. Workman.

Mr. C. B. Knott, Chiéf of Police, Mr. Marvin Hillsman, Town Attorney, Mr. D. C.
Ligkey, Town Superintendent and Mrs. Norma R. Leap, Clerk were also present.

Mr. Alan R. Thompson opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. A, R. Thompson and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting November 8, 1971.

Mr. Raymond Mowbray, representing the P.T.A., came before the council in
regards to the fence along the N & W property in Memorial Park which is down.
My, Mowbray was trying to find out who would be responsible for having the
fence repaired. He said the fence seemed to be in good condition but just
needed to be stapled back up in place. Mr. Liskey said he would look into this
and if it did not require much work, the Maintenance Department could £ix it
but if it would cost too much to replace it, they would try to determine who
would be responsible for this.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr., W. H. McGahey and carried to
approve the Finance Report.

Mr. Karow reported that the Central Shenandoah Valley Police Academy will
be attended by Patrolman Wallace Bradley at a cost of approximately $50.00.

Mr. Karow reported that the Police Committee had met in regards to the
$1922.62 Federal Grant which the Town must match. The Committee felt the items
most needed are a new Radar, New Car Radio and a Walkie Talkie.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr, H. A. Leet and carried to appropriate
$1608.00 to purchase the new radio, radar and walkie talkie.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
purchase a new Plymouth Fury at a cost of $3,322.67 through the State Purchasing
Department.

Mr. Karow brought to the council's attention that the Policemen's salaries
are computed on a 48 hour work week basis and that the Police Committee felt
this should be changed to a 40 hour a week basis.

Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A, Leet to amend the By-lLaws of
the Police Department, Paragraph 6 to read that the expected normal working week
will be 40 hours rather than 48 hours. After some discussion as to what effect
this will have on the budget, the motion was withdrawn to gather more information
for the January meeting.

Mr. Knott reported that the roof over the portion leading to the jail is
sagging so badly you can hardly get the door open. Mr., Liskey reported that he
had done all he could do unless the council wanted to get a contractor in to
do the job. Mr. Thompson's Committee was asked to work with Mr. Liskey on this
problem and Mr. Liskey was asked to get some prices from several contractors.

Mr. McGahey reported that Martin, Clifford and Associates have been promising
to have the prints for the Filtration System ready since around June and were
contacted again November 30th. and promised to have them ready for the December
meeting but they have not been received. Mr. McGahey said he was open for
suggestions as to what he should do.

Mr. Liskey reported that he had been contacted by Mr. Bartch and something
has to be done immediately.

Mayor Garber was asked to write to Martin, Clifford and Associates giving
them a deadline or we will have to get someone else to do the job.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Workman and carried to
approve the Second Reading on the audit fee of $1285.00.

Mr. A. R. Thompson moved, seconded by Mr. W. H. McGahey and carried to
purchase a heavy duty buffer from the Oxford Chemical Company at a cost of
$186.60. ’
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Mr, Thompson reported that he had received a request from one of the
Cub Scout groups to use one of the rooms upstairs in the Municipal Building
on Monday evenings to hold their meetings.

The Council asked Mr. Thompson to check to see if the Scout Hut is repaired
and if not what is needed to make it usable, as they felt the Scouts should make
use of this building for their meetings.

It was reported that Mr. Liskey has ordered storm windows for the Treasurer's
Office. He also reported that the window in the library had been fixed.

Mr. Liskey reported that the State had inspected the streets and found them
to be in good shape but that the bridge on Fifth Street has to be replaced.
Mr, Liskey was asked to determine what weight bridge was needed and get some
prices on the cost to replace this bridge.

Mr. Liskey gave a report on a proposed Garbage Fee in which the town would
collect approximately $16,000 to $17,000 a year. The Council was asked to study
this until after the first of the year.

Mr, R, E, Davis reported that the State Department of Highways are in
the process of making a study of the two intersections which we had requested
they make.

Mr, Hillsman reported that the advertising for bids on the Cable T.V.
will be completed within the next week and bids can be heard at the next meeting.

Mr. R. E, Davis reported that he had talked with some of the property
owners who would be involved in regards to f£lood insurance and they did not
seem to be interested due to the restrictions involved. No action was taken
on this matter.

Mr. R, E, Davis moved, seconded by Mr. E. 0. Karow and carried to name
the street running from the corner of 0ld Route 33 to the High School "Blue
and Gold Drive".

Mayor Garber reported that he had attended a meeting this afternoon with
the County in regards to Solid Waste Disposal., The six other towns in the
county were also represented. Mayor Garber reported that the town has to file
a report with the State Department of Health, Bureau of Solid Waste & Vector
Control by the first of the year reporting in detail the plans of the Town
concerning the matter of solid waste disposal. Mayor Garber said that the
Council would have to decide if they plan to go with the county or if they
think the town could afford the expense of a landfill operation.

Mr, E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr. H. A. Leet and carried to join the
County on the Solid Waste Disposal Plan and Mayor Garber would notify the
Virginia Department of Health.

Mr, H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Mr. R, E., Davis and carried to request
the legislature to change Section 3 of the Town Charter to read as follows:

Section 3

(a) The said council shall be elected in the manner provided
by law, as follows: at the regular municipal election to be
held on the first Tuesday in May, nineteen hundred seventy-two,
the mayor and three councilmen shall be elected. The mayor
shall be elected for a term of two years and the councilmen
shall be elected for terms of four years each. The council
seats to be filled shall be those held by the three councilmen
who are completing their terms of office in the year of the
election. At the regular municipal election to be held on

the first Tuesday in May, nineteen hundred seventy-four and
every two years thereafter, three councilmen shall be elected
for terms of four years each to f£ill the seats of the three
councilmen who are completing their terms of office in that
year. Terms of office shall begin on the first day of July
next following their election. Each councilman and the mayor
elected as hereinabove provided shall serve for the term stated
or until his successor has been elected and qualified. The
council shall be a continuing body, and no measure pending
before such body shall abate or be discontinued by reason of
expiration of term of office or removal of any of its members.
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As there was no further business, Mr. E. O. Karow moved, seconded by Mr.
A. R. Thompson and carried to adjourn.
