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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
January 9, 1978

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 9, 1978
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: Mr. C. E. Dean, Mr. R. R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory, Mr. B. B. Holt,
Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles Hammer, Chief of Police, Mrs.
Norma Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles,
Attorney were also present.

Mayor M. W. Lough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. William McGahey, spokesman for the Fire Company, explained to council
that the Fire Company membership had voted not to accept the town's proposal.
They want the additional space with no strings attached. He pointed out that
they have had a verbal agreement with the town every since the company was began
in 1908 and want to continue with the verbal agreement as usual. Mr. McGahey
ask council to make a decision and to take a vote on this.

Councilman Holt pointed out that the council is not against the Fire
Company but are completely behind them. They realize and appreciate the fine
job they do, but it is just good business to have some kind of agreement.

The minutes of the December 12, 1977 regular meeting were approved as
presented with the. exception of in the case of Second Readings, Mr. Wiles felt
the wording should be "approved on Second Reading" rather than "approve the
Second Reading of" and on Page 4, Paragraph 5, "appropriate $10,000.00"
rather than "approve".

Councilman Holt stated that in regards to the Fire Company situation there
is nothing magic about the proposal the council has suggested. It could be
revised but there has to be some sort of responsible arrangement set up,
especially in regards to electric. The town intends to supply what the Fire
Company needs so he could not understand the Fire Company's objections to some
type of agreement. Councilman Holt pointed out that if the Fire Company wishes
to continue working together to try to come up with a solution fine, but if
they are not interested then the situation is status quo.

Councilman Lough ask the Fire Company to explain to him again what they
want.

Wayne Davis explained that when they first came to council all they ask
for was space to house the new piece of equipment. They do not want to be
bound to the town regarding money but wish to continue as they have in the past.

Councilman Holt reported on the recent vandalism in town and felt the fact
that the town officers have to go clear to Harrisonburg to obtain a warrant was
the contributing factor in this case. Our only police officer on duty on the
night of the vandalism had to take a drunken driver to Harrisonburg and left
the town unprotected during this period of time. He pointed out that Councilman
Flory during his term of Mayor and Chief Hammer had both worked to try to have
a magistrate placed in the Elkton area but had not succeeded in their efforts.
Councilman Holt felt efforts should be continued to try to remedy the magistrate
situation. He also felt council should post a reward for information leading
to an arrest and conviction in the vandalism case. If the merchants of the town
wish to add to the town's reward it would also be helpful. The reward would not
go to any police officer.

Mayor Lough stated he felt council should make it a rule that the town
never be left unguarded.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean that the
town post a reward in the amount of $500.00 for information leading to the
apprehension of that person responsible for the acts of vandalism and to specify
that the money not be paid to any officer of the law. The vote was recorded
as follows: \

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Councilman Tough suggested that Councilman Holt contact the businesses of
the town to try to raise the reward to $1000.00, Councilman Holt agreed to do
this.

Councilman Holt felt a strong letter should be sent to Judge Robinson
stating the problems caused by the location of all the magistrates in Harrisonburg
and if the Judge still feels he can give no relief to the situation, the council
meet with him to discuss the situation. Councilman Holt will draft a letter to
Judge Robinson.

Mayor Lough questioned how the Public Safety Department knows the vandalism
occurred while the officer was out of town. Chief Hammer stated there was an
eye witness.

Mayor Lough stated that he felt strongly that the council must make it .a
rule that the town not be left unprotected. The Chief of Police, another Police
officer, a Deputy or even the State Police could be called in when the situation
arises. He stated that as long as he was responsible for law and order, he must
insist on complete protection at all times.

Chief Hammer stated they have called deputies in the past and most times
they are not available. Councilman Holt said they will continue to make every
effort to see that the town is covered.

Councilman Flory ask where the last North Avenue grant was used. Councilman
Lough reported it went back into the General Fund as this is where the money
originally was taken from. Councilman Flory felt a portion should go back into
the Water and Sewer Fund.

Councilman H. W. Leap moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to change
the rates in Schedule 2 of the Elkton Electric System Schedule of Rates and Charges
as presented. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Monger reported that Vepco's meter to the town has broken down and our
bills will be estimated until the meter is repaired.

Councilman Leap reported that B. W. Gooden, Chairman of the Concerned Citizens
Group, has ask him to inform council that the group plans to have representatives
attend the State School Board Meeting in Richmond and request council to give
their approval to the group to investigate facts and figures regarding the town
operating their own school system. No action was taken on the request.

Councilman R. R. Dean ask if anything has been done regarding a stop light
at the intersection of Business 33 and Route 340, Mayor Lough reported he is
waiting for information from the Police Department before writing the letter.
Councilman Flory stated he would be attending a meeting with Mr. Osborne of the
State Highway Department and would mention this to him. Councilman Lough stated
that in years past council finally had to go directly to Richmond before they
got any action on their request to the State Highway Department.

Councilman Lough reported he still has received no requests or suggestions
for use of the Revenue Sharing funds.

Councilman R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
the Finance Report for December. The vote was recorded as follows:

REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
February 13, 1978

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held February 13, 1978
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following
councilmen were present: C. E. Dean, R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,

H. W. Leap and R. J. Lough. Charles Lawhorne, Acting Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk,
Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman C. E. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mrs. Shirley O'Byrne was present asking why she had not received her taxes.
she reported she had called two or three times and had not been able to get them.
Mrs. Leap stated she now had the figures on the taxes and that if Mrs. O'Byrne
wanted she would give them to her after the meeting or she could call tomorrow
and get them.

Mr. William McGahey was presernt representing the Elkton Volunteer Fire Co.
and Emergency Squad Inc. He presented an agreement in which the Fire Company
requested the town furnish the Fire Company $1200.00 a year for fuel to operate
their vehicles; the building to house their equipment and meeting room plus the
additional space they had requested, all rent free; the town maintain the upkeep
of the building at the town's expense; and the town furnish heat, lights, water
and telephone without any expense to the Company. The Company agreed to continue
furnishing fire protection and fire prevention as it had in the past. Mr. McGahey
requested council to take action at this meeting as they felt the problem had
continued long enough. A petition signed by 53 businesses and 386 citizens was
presented stating that these c¢itizens, tax payers and voting residents were
satisfied with the exemplary fire protection provided by the Elkton Voluntary
Fire Co. and Emergency Squad Inc. and that they are satisfied with the use of
our tax dollars provided and used to support this protection.

Councilman Flory reported that it had been brought to his attention that
there are two statues in the State Code regarding Fire Companies and Emergency
Squads and felt possibly any agreement the town makes should possibly be handled
by an ordinance.

Mayor Lough ask why would an ordinance be needed now when it has never been
mentioned before.

Councilman Flory stated he was unaware of the statues before and felt this
should be referred to the Ordinance Committee due to the unclarity of the situation.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to refer
the agreement to the Ordinance Committee for further study. The vote was recorded
as follows:

Councilman Charles Dean and Henry Leap both indicated before the vote that
they felt council owed the Fire Company the honor of acting on their request.
Councilman Randal Dean said he felt something should have been done long ago
and would be willing to come every day until things could be ironed out.

Welby Showalter of Wharton, Aldhizer & Weaver was present to present a
petition by Annie F. Cover applying to the Town Council for vacation of an
alley adjoining her property and requesting the Council to appoint viewers to
view the alley and report back in writing to Council whether in their opinion,
any, and if any, what, inconvenience would result from discontinuing the same.
Mrs. Cover is attempting to sell her property but has been defeated in her efforts
because of the open alley going through the property.

Mayor Lough informed Mr. Showalter that matters of this nature are usually
referred to the Planning Commission and they return their recommendations to council.

Councilman R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Councilman C. E. Dean that the
Elkton Planning Commission be appointed as viewers. The vote was recorded as
follows:

The minutes of the regular meeting, January 9, 1978 and special meeting
February 1, 1978 were approved as presented.

Councilman Holt announced the resignation of Charles W. Hammer, Chief of
Police, effective February 10, 1978 at 12:00 noon.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. J. Lough and carried
to accept the resignation of Charles W. Hammer as Chief of Police for the town
effective Friday, February 10, 1978 at 12:00 noon.

Councilman Holt reported he feels there is fine potential for a Chief of
Police in Charles Lawhorne. Lt. ILawhorne will continue as Acting Chief for the
present time. The Public Safety Committee will meet within the next few days
and come back with recommendations to the council.

Councilman Holt reported that a letter has been received from Judge Robinson
in answer to the towns letter regarding the magistrate situation. In the letter
he had suggested a possible partial solution and Councilman Holt, Acting Chief
Charles Lawhorne and Attorney Bruce Wiles will be meeting with Judge Robinson to
discuss the situation.

Councilman Ditman Flory reported that he has been in contact with Gary
Nickerson of Arthur Beard Associates who have bgen doing our engineering work
on the new sewerage treatment plant. It seems the funds for distribution to the
various localities have been cut and it will now be another year before the town
will receive the funds for our new sewerage treatment plant.

Councilman Henry Leap reported that fuel adjustment costs for February will
be $.01990 per kwh.

Councilman Randal Dean questioned the Mayor as to why he had stopped
Superintendent Monger from doing any work on Terrace Avenue and "A" Street.
These were streets suggested for repair after the inspection of streets by the
Highway Department under the Highway Upkeep Program.

Mayor Lough stated he did not stop work on these streets and if Mr. Monger
says he did, he must have misunderstood the Mayor.

Superintendent Monger says he understood the Mayor as telling him not to
do the work and probably has the date posted at his office.

Councilman Randal Dean stated that as Chairman of the Street Committee he
feels he should have been made aware of this situation.

Councilman Charles Dean presented a First Reading to amend Section 26-16 of
the Code of the Town of Elkton, Va.: "Schedule for Collection of Garbage, etc.",
Item (c¢).

Councilman R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean to approve
the Finance Report for January. The vote was recorded as follows:

C. Dean - vea B. Holt - vyea
R. Dean - vyea H, Leap - yea
D. Flory - vYyea R. Lough - yea

Councilman ILough requested permission to finish his explanation which he
had started to give earlier regarding the reasons why the town started purchasing
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gasoline from a local station rather than have their own tanks. As he had
stated earlier it was never indicated that the Fire Company alone was abusing
the use of the town tanks but the town was abusing the uses of the tanks. The
council at that time decided it would be more economical to purchase from a
local source and furnish the Fire Company $100.00 a month to purchase their own
gasoline.

Councilman Lough presented the following recommendations for the Revenue
Sharing Budget in the amount of $18,821.00 for the period October 1, 1977 through
September 30, 1978.

1. Funds set aside toward purchase of

new garbage truck $5000.00
2., TLandfill operation 2500.00
3. Space Heater 321.00
4. Water pipe and fittings . 2500.00
5. Public Safety - Fire Department 1200.00
6. Police Car 1500.00
7. Communication Terminal 2170.00
8, Tractor, Accessories, etc. 1630.00
9. Recreation 2000.00

A Public Hearing on the Revenue Sharing Budget will be held March 13, 1978
at 7:30 P.M.

Councilman Lough reported there is an increase in the town's insurance. He
has contacted Mr. Cover and plans to have him meet with the Finance Committee
regarding the insurance.

Mr. Monger reported that a Pizza Hut is considering building on the corner
of Route 340 amd Blue and Gold Drive. Mr. Monger stated he could not issue
them a permit as this land is in the flood zone and council would have to act
on this request for a permit. This matter was turned over to the Planning
Commission and Mr. Wiles was ask also to check into this.

Mayor Lough reported on a letter he had received from the Harrisonburg-
Rockingham County Independence Bicentennial Commission. On April 29th and 30th.
there will be a celebration of the bicentennial of Rockingham County. Singers Glen
has been chosen as the site for the event. They are requesting that all area
municipalities take part in this celebration by presenting a display depicting
their town's history as part of the growth of Rockingham County.

Councilman Flory suggested the Mayor contact the town's Bicentennial Committee
to see if they will work on this project. Council agreed this would be a good
group to have in charge of this project.

Mayor Lough read a letter from Bill Hitt in which he stated he was submitting
his resignation from the Elkton Planning Commission due to other personal duties
and irregular working hours. The Mayor ask council to consider a replacement
for Mr. Hitt and bring their recommendations back at the next regular meeting.

Mayor Lough reported that C. J. Davis' term on the Board of Zoning Appeals
expires March 1, 1978. Mr. Davis has indicated he will accept another term on
the board.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. W. Leap and carried
that Calvin Jackson Davis be recommended for another term on the Board of Zoning

Appeals.

Councilman Flory stated he felt council should express their thanks to
Mr. Monger and his crew for the fine job they did during the period we had snow.

The Ordinance Committee will meet with the Fire Company Wednesday night at
8:00 P.M.

The County Municipal Meeting will be held in Broadway Wednesday February 15,
1978 at 7:30 P.M.

As there was no further business, Councilman R. J. Lough moved to adjourn.

SPECIAL
COUNCIL MEETING
February 23, 1978

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Thursday, February
23, 1978 at 9:00 A.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following
councilmen were present: C. E. Dean, R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt, H. W.
Leap and R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles Lawhorne, Acting Chief, Mrs. Norma Leap, Clerk,
Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also
present.

Councilman Randal R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Steven Blatt, Attorney for the Fire Company and Rescue Squad presented
the company's requests regarding an agreement, which included repairs that they
requested be done immediately.

Councilman C. E. Dean reported that the Company's request were basically
the same as the new proposals his committee had agreed upon and presented copies
of the committee's proposals to the council.

Councilman C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman H. W. Leap to accept
the following agreement:

The Town of Elkton will furnish the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company

and Rescue Squad Inc. the $1,200,00 per annum for fuel and in addition
all utilities as in the past with the exception of electricity. The
Town will provide the additional requested space from the North wall
of the Maintenance Shop and then South plus or minus 30 feet to a

new 8" block wall to be constructed by the Elkton Volunteer Fire
Company. The Town will install a heater in the additional space. The
material for the wall will be supplied by the Town unless the Elkton
Volunteer Fire Company can obtain them through donations.

The Town will furnish up to 108,000 kwh plus the additional kwh that
will be approximated by an engineer for the additional space. If the
electric use is above the total kwh the Elkton Volunteer Fire Company
and Emergency Squad will pay all of the Town's cost for the additional
electricity.

As a means to conserve electricity, the Town will insulate and repair
all doors, and install lock thermostats which will be under direct
control of the Chief of the Company.

The thermostats will be set at the minimum temperature to allow the
Company to carry on their normal functions.

This will be effective at the beginning of the fiscal year 1978-79,
providing the doors are repaired and will remain in effect for ten
years.

An agreement will be written up by the attorneys and signed by both
parties.

Councilman Holt and Councilman Lough questioned the number of kwh furnished
and the length of the agreement, ten years. Councilman Holt stated he would
prefer renegotiating the agreement again after a year but would consider three
years.

Mr. Blatt stated that the requested repairs have been needed for a long time
and would have prevented a good deal of the heat loss. He also pointed out that
the Company does not want to return every year to renegotiate an agreement as they
have more important things to concentrate on.

Council agreed that regarding the reference of setting the thermostats at
minimum temperature, it should be made a matter of record that 55o would be
considered minimum for norxmal functions and 65° for meetings and special functions.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to amend
the motion to read "will remain in effect for three years, then open for
renegotiations" rather than the ten years in the original motion. The vote
on the amendment was as follows:

Councilman C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman R. J. Lough to approve
on Second Reading the following ordinance:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 26-16 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA: "SCHEDULE FOR COLLECTION OF GARBAGE, ETC."

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 26-16 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, VIRGINIA, BE AMENDED IN PART TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 26-16. Schedule for collection of garbage, etc.

(¢) The following charge per month will be assessed for the
collection and hauling of garbage, trash, etc.

Residences
A charge of $2.50 per month will be assessed each household.
Businesses

The businesses will be divided into four (4) categories
and charged as follows:

$2.50 per month for offices, beauty salons, and small
businesses having no more than one container per week.

$5.00 per month for small businesses generally having
no more than two containers per week.

$10.00 per month for medium businesses generally having
more than two containers per week but requiring no more

than 5 minutes per pick up.

$25.00 per month for larger businesses generally requiring
more than 5 minutes per pick up.

The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Holt reported that he and Mr. Lawhorne had met with Judge Robinson
regarding the magistrate situation. The consensus of the meeting was that a
single magistrate in this area would not solve our problem. Councilman Holt
feels that a good working relationship has developed between our police department
and the Judge and Chief Magistrate due to the meeting. A photocopier type of
device which operates through the telephone system was suggested as a possible
solution to the magistrate problem. Information for a warrant could be sent
through the copier and the town would be allowed to use their lockup for overnight
retention. This, of course, would not work in cases of intoxicated drivers.

It is possible other towns nearby would wish to use the town's facilities. 1In
this case the town could set a fee for this use. Mr. Wiles was ask to check
our liability insurance regarding keeping prisioners in the jail and the
possibility of other town's using our facilities.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman C. E. Dean that the

Public Safety Department be authorized to arrange for the installation of a
photocopier. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Holt reported that Acting Chief Lawhorne has come up with some
good ideas in regards to the Police Department. Some of the ideas are already
being put into practice.

1. Establishing a good working relationship with the Sheriff
and his department.

2. Developing a good relationship between the Chief Magistrate
and Commonwealth Attorney.

3. Chief of Police will stand occasional night watches.

4. Community Concern.

5. Establishing a Non-Paid Community Reserve Force.

Councilman Holt ask council's approval to take preliminary steps in establishing
a non-paid community reserve force. He pointed out that no final steps would be
taken without bringing all the plans before council for approval.

Councilman B. B, Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H., D. Flory to give
approval for the Public Safety Committee to take Preliminary Steps regarding
a non-paid community reserve force but nothing to be put into effect until
complete details are brought back to council for approval. The vote was recorded
as follows:

PUBLIC HEARING

A Public Hearing was held March 13, 1978 at 7:30 P.M. on the purposed
budget for the Revenue Sharing EP-9., The following councilmen were present:

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March 13, 1978 at
8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt, H. W. Leap and R. J. Lough.
Charles ILawhorne, Acting Chief, Norma lLeap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Mayor ILough opened the meeting with prayer.

Mrs. Shirley O'Byrne was present. She was concerned with the hiring of
a new Police Chief and felt there was a need for a better method of screening
police officers. She ask if the Police Committee has taken applications for
the position of Chief of Police and Mr. Holt said they have.

Mr. Holt explained the method that is being used to screen applicants and
pointed out that there is a double check. The Chief of Police and Mr. Holt check
out the applicants separately before they recommend a name or names to the council.

Mrs., O'Byrne wanted to know if there is any stipulation that a man live in
the Elkton area if he can find a house and Mr. Holt assured her there was.

Mr., Holt stated that things have changed and there is now a good working
situation with the Sheriff's Department and Acting Chief Lawhorne is presently
working on schedules and better working conditions for the police officers also.

There were four boy scouts present who explained they were working on their
Communication Badge.

Mr. Welby Showalter and Mrs. Tschiniak were present regarding Mrs. Annie
Cover's request to close and vacate a portion of an unnamed alley which is
approximately 15 feet wide and 200 feet long, extending from the West side of
Page Street in a Westerly direction approximately 200 feet, adjoining lots 13
through 20 and lots 33 through 40, Block 128, Section 3. Mr. Showalter pointed
out that the appointed viewers had met and voted to recommend the closing of
the proposed portion of the alley. The alley has never been open or used.

Mr. Wiles pointed out that there were five viewers but only three voted on
the closing. The vote was two to one in favor of the closing. Mr. Showalter
stated that he did not feel this would create any problems.

Mr. Wiles also pointed out that the recommendation in writing has not been
received from the viewers. He also reported that a fee up to $50.00 apiece could
be set for viewers and an application fee of $100.00.

April 10, 1978

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held April 10, 1978 at
8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: Mr. C. E., Dean, Mr. R, R. Dean, Mr. H. D. Flory, Mr, B, B, Holt,
Mr. H. W. Leap and Mr. R. J. Lough. Mr. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police,
Norma R. Leap, Clerk, Mr. Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Mr. Bruce Wiles,
Attorney were also present.

Councilman C. E. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Bill Carpenter was present representing the Elkton Combined PTA. This
organization is gravely concerned with the display of pornographic materials in
areas available to young children and request the council take measures to prevent
this.

Councilman C. E. Dean reported that the ordinance committee is considering
an ordinance to help eliminate this problem.

Mr. Wiles stated that he has been attempting to find out what cities have
ordinances of this type and how they work. He has been in contact with Fairfax
County and they are sending a copy of their ordinance.

Mr. Alan Thompson was present, along with a group of citizens from East
spotswood Avenue, regarding the drainage problem in their area. Mr. Thompson
pointed out that whenever there is a very heavy rain that yards and basements
are flooded from Lewis Avenue to Dr. Camden's office. These citizens ask that
council do something to solve their problem. Councilman Flory pointed out that
council has not been unconcerned about this problem and have tried to receive
HUD funds to help with this project but have not been successful. He stated he
would like to be able to tell these citizens that council was going to be able
to drain their area but money at present is not available. Council stated they
would continue to try for HUD funds.

Mr. William McGahey was present for the Fire Company. Mr. McGahey stated
he has talked with Mr. Wiles and the Fire Company's Attorney, Mr. Blatt, who has
drawn up an agreement and would like to get it signed so they could get the
needed work started to enlarge their area.

Mr. Wayne Hensley was present regarding the town's insurance. He feels
other insurance agencies should be given the opportunity to bid for this insurance.
Mr. Joe Early was also present and felt also that the insurance should be put
out on bids. Council agreed to consider this request.

The minutes of the Public Hearing March 13, 1978 and the regular meeting
March 13, 1978 were approved as presented.

Mrs. J. C. Black, Chairman of the Flag Committee reported on the response
they had received regarding a town flag. Ideas had been received from Mrs. Rosa
Yager, Tanya Shifflett, Joey Gooden and Gerald Monger. Mrs. Black presented
several diagrams for council to consider.

Mr. John Edmonson, Owner and Publisher of the Valley Banner presented a
request to council to designate the Valley Banner "Legal Organ" for the Town
of Elkton. Mr. Edmonson pointed out he felt this would save the town money by
being committed to one newspaper and eliminating advertising in both papers.
This was referred to the Ordinance Committee and Mr. Wiles.

Mr., Holt reported that the person he had in mind to £ill the vacant position
on the Planning Commission will not serve. They are trying to find a representative
from the Chicken Hill area (Southwest seption of town).

Council received a letter from the Planning Commission informing council
of their actions and recommendations. The Planning Commission recommends that
priority be given to completing grading and repairs from Terrace Ayenue to the
N & W Railroad from Spotswood Trail to as far as the lease goes. The purpose
of this recommendation is to help the crowded parking situation. Mr. Monger
reported he has contacted the N & W Railroad and is now waiting for their reply.
Mr. Monger was given the go ahead on this project after he hears from the N & W
Railroad.
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The Planning Commission had also recommended that Madison Avenue be closed
from Route 340 to Blue Bell, Inc. to allow Pizza Hut of Virginia a permit to
build a Pizza Hut on that location. Mr. Wiles had checked into this and found
the street has already been closed.

Councilman Flory reported on the progress of the Rockingham County Annexation
Advisory Committee. The committee is trying to encourage the county and incorporated
towns to work together and the Board of Supervisors and town officials to meet
frequently for better cooperation between them.

Councilman Leap reported that the Fuel Adjustment Cost for April is $.01358
per kwh.

Councilman Leap stated he was out with the town forces during the ice storm
and feels they should be commended for the fine job they did.

Councilman C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to give the Town Superintendent permission to use the town backhoe to dig out
footings for dugouts at the High School baseball field.

First Readings on An Ordinance Amending the Subdivision Ordinance of the
Town of Elkton, Rockingham County, Virginia, by defining certain terms, by
providing for certain minimum standards for development, and by providing factors
and conditions for Special Exceptions and An Ordinance amending the Zoning
ordinance of the Town of Elkton, Rockingham County, Virginia, by establishing
flood plain districts, by defining certain terms, by requiring the issuance
of permits for development, by providing for certain minimum standards for
development, and by providing factors and conditions for special exceptions
and variances to the terms of the ordinance. Mr. Wiles summerized the purposed
amendments and they were referred to the Planning Commission. These amendments
have to be passed and in the HUD Office ten days before June 15, 1978. A joint
Public Hearing will be held May 8, 1978 at 7:30 P.M.

There has been a request made to develop a subdivision along North Street,
Virginia Avenue and Clover Lane. The Plat had been turned over to Mr. Wiles to
review. There was a discussion as to whether council has to approve the subdivision.
Mr. Wiles said council only acts in cases where the request doesn't comply with
the subdivision ordinance. There has been no indication as to whether the Planning
Commission has approved the subdivision.

Councilman R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to approve the Finance Report for March.

Councilman R. J. Lough moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean to approve
on Second Reading the appropriation of $6,000.00 from the Elkwood Subdivision
Account (to be replaced later) to pay Arthur Beard Engineers. The vote was
recorded as follows:

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COUNCIL MEETING
May 8, 1978

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held May 8, 1978
immediately following the Public Hearing at 7:30 P.M. on the proposed amendments
to the Zoning and Subdivision Ordinances. Mayor Maurice W. Lough presided. The
following councilmen were present: C. E. Dean, R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,
and H. W. Leap. Councilman R. J. Lough was absent. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of
Police, Norma R. Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and R. Bruce Wiles,
Attorney were also present.

Councilman Randal Dean opened the meeting with prayer.
Mayor Lough welcomed the newly elected officials.

Mrs. Hazel Crider was present regarding the need of street repairs in the
Liberty Heights area. sShe pointed out that council had used streets being kept
in good repair as one of their points for annexation and felt the council would
take care of this problem immediately. The Mayor assured Mrs. Crider this would
be looked into.

The minutes of the reqular meeting April 10, 1978 were approved as corrected.

A Public Hearing was held on the application for a Hud grant. Councilman
Flory explained this is 100% grant money, not a loan. He presented the following
items which will be included in the application:

Priority I. " To undertake an immediate concentrated program of
substantial housing rehabilitation involving upgrading
of plumbing, flooring and heating systems, as well
as siding and roofing repair in a two-block area in
the town bounded on the east by Fifth Street, south
by Wirt Avenue, west by First Street and north by
Spotswood Avenue. This section contains a total of
21 dwelling units, 17 of which are judged to be in
need of rehabilitation or needing extensive renovation
or demolition. 1In addition the town has held preliminary
discussions on the purchase of nine vacant lots in this
area to be converted to a town park and recreation uses
and improvements on the alleys servicing the dwellings
fronting on Wirt and Spotswood Avenue. The projected
cost of this project would be $97,500, to $101,000.

Priority II. To eliminate a raw sewerage overflow problem in the Wirt
Avenue area. During periods of heavy rain, the excessive
amount of storm water mixed with raw sewerage backs-up
in the collection system and overflows through manholes
onto Wirt Avenue, endangering the health and safety of
Wirt Avenue and Town residents. The fact that raw
sewerage floods Wirt Avenue and the adjoining yards of
dwelling units is a health hazard to person living in the
ten units fronting Wirt Avenue. Added to this is the
safety hazard to any Town resident using Wirt Avenue
caused when the force of wastewater collection system
back-up pops the manhole covers which cannot be replaced
until the flooding subsides. The request is for a 24
inch line down the center of West Spotswood Avenue
from First Street to the Sewer Plant to replace the
present 12 inch line with a 24 inch line. The projected
cost of this project is $75,000.00.

Priority ITI. The acquisition and razing of an uninhabitable "rooming
house" for elderly and disadvantaged persons (namely the
Blue and Gray Hotel on Terrace Avenue) and providing
sound and healthful sites to meet the demand for apartments,
duplexes and townhouses at the lower income levels. The
projected cost for purchase and demolition of this building
is $30,500.00.

The second Public Hearing on the HUD Grant Application will be held May 10,
1978 at 10:00 A.M. in the council chambers.
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Mrs. Shirley O'Byrne questioned why the next public hearing is being held
in the morning when citizens are unable to attend. Councilman Flory explained
that they had the first one in the evening so people working during the day could
attend and the next will be in the morning so those citizens working in the
evenings can attend.

Mrs. O'Byrne ask if once the buildings were renovated would they still belong
to the present property owners. It was explained that the rehabilitation of these
buildings would not effect the ownership of the property but would benefit the
tenant as well as the owners. These are low income areas and also in the flood
plain area. If the buildings were torn down it is doubtful if anyone would be
interested in rebuilding due to the fact of being in the flood plain and the
people renting would be without a place to live.

The question was ask if the council did not pass on the amendments to the
zoning and subdivision ordinances required to qgualify for flood insurance would
this effect the town getting a HUD grant. Councilman Flory was not sure what
effect this would have but felt strongly we would not receive a HUD grant if we
do not qualify for flood insurance.

Mrs. Brenda Keyes ask what guarantee the tenants would have that their rent
would not increase after the rehabilitation. Councilman Flory stated that the
rent cannot be raised for five years.

Mrs. Linda Life ask if putting in a 24 inch line will eliminate the overflow
problem on West Spotswood Avenue as well as on Wirt and Councilman Flory said
it would help the whole area.

The question was ask if the projects would be considered as a package deal
or individually. Councilman Flory explained that HUD could pick just one of the
project or possibly two or three.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission has met and recommends
to council that council postpone taking action on the amendments to the zoning
and subdivision ordinances before June 5th. as the Planning Commission plans to
open their May 22nd. meeting to the public to discuss the proposed amendments.

There was a discussion regarding the request for a subdivision along North
Street, Virginia Avenue and Clover Lane. The Planning Commission has approved
the subdivision at their April 24th. meeting. The town subdivision ordinance
gives the authority for approval of subdivisions to the Planning Commission
subject to any. action council might wish to take at the next regular meeting.
If there is no action by council the subdivision will be considered approved.

Mr. Wiles pointed out that there are some specific requirements set out
in the subdivision ordinance which have not been complied with that perhaps the
Planning Commission did not feel were significant. Several of the items mentioned
were the requirements regarding insert map, boundary surveys, drainage layouts
and proposed setback lines. Councilman Holt and Mr., Monger stated these things
had been considered by the Planning Commission. Mr. Monger pointed out that
further down in the subdivision ordinance the ordinance sets the required
setbacks so this will take care of this area. He also stated that the final
map will meet the requirements.

Mr. H. L. Baugher agk what type of subdivision would this be, residential
or apartments. Mr. Monger stated there will be nine lots in the subdivision,
half zoned A-1 and half zoned A-2.

Council chose not to take any action on this subdivision.

Councilman Holt reported that the Planning Commission had considered the
request from Carl Schumacher regarding a section of Fourth Street that runs in
front of his house. The request was to close or to fence in the portion that
falls within the limits of his yard. The Planning Commission does not recommend
closing and oppose closing this section of Fourth Street but would have no
objections to this section being fenced with the understanding that the town
has complete right-of-way for utilities and that anytime the town should so
request the property could be restored to its present condition. This required
no council action.
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Councilman Holt presented the following letter from Chief of Police, C. K.
Lawhorne to the Town Council regarding a public nuisance:

"Whereas it has come to my attention that the real estate hereinafter
referred to as the Blue and Grey Hotel located at 109 South Terrace
Avenue, Elkton, Va. is in such condition as to endanger or be likely
to endanger public health or safety and is in violation of the afore
mentioned section of the Elkton Town Code.

It is my intention, as pursuant to Sec. 24-1 (see enclosure) to notify
Mrs. Darlene Roadcap, owner of such above mentioned real estate of my
request to Council for a Declaration of Public Nuisance and Order of
Abatement regarding said property. This notice to Mrs. Roadcap will
indicate the date and time of such hearing (May 8th. 1978)."

Mrs. Darlene Roadcap, one of the four owners, was present and stated that she
could only speak for herself and that she had no objections to the town enforcing
Sec. 24-1 of the Town Code but would like to be able to restore the building if
they could find someone who could. Mr. Holt assured her that council would have
no objections to that request as the restored building would be an asset to the

town.

Mr. Wiles stated he felt evidence as to the condition of the building would
have to be presented before council could take action.

Councilman Holt pointed out that the letter from Chief Lawhorne could be
considered as evidence of the problem and the following letter from the Board
of Directors of the Fire Company was also presented:

"Wwhereas the Chief of Police of Elkton is attempting under Sec. 24-1
of the Elkton Town Council to attain an order of abatement on the
Blue and Gray Hotel. We feel compelled to offer our comments.

We feel the Blue and Gray Hotel, in its present condition, is unfit
for human habitation. Potential fire hazzards are as follows:

1. No fire escapes.

2. No fire extinguishers.

3. Faulty electrical wiring.

4, No sprinkler system.

5. General deteriation of premises.

We concurr in this request for an Order of Abatement."”

Mr. Monger presented a portion of the HUD preapplication. Mr. Terry Ratigan
and Mr. Monger in January of 1977 talked with Mr. Frazier and the following is
a writeup that is in the preapplication form:

"Several years ago the Frazier Rooming Home was severely damaged by
a fire that completely destroyed the adjoining building and caused
heavy damage to the roof of the rooming house. Fire insurance
provided for absolutely necessary repairs to the rooming house roof,
after which the policy was cancelled and the property classified as
"uninsurable". Since that time, the property's deterioration has
accelerated, and the property, by the owner's admission, has reached
the end of its useful economic life and should be demolished."

Also in the preapplication form is the following letter from Mr. T. W. Good, Jr.,

Building Inspector for Rockingham County:

"On January 4, 1977 I made an inspection of certain dilapidated
buildings in Elkton at the request of Gerald Monger, Town Superin-
tendent of Elkton. After inspecting these building I would agree
with Mr. Monger that the buildings are of substandard condition
and are not habitable."”

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to pass the
following resolution:

RESOLVE THAT the property known as the Blue and Gray Hotel
located at 109 South Terrace Avenue, Elkton, Va.

WHEREAS such property is in such condition as to endanger or
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likely to endanger public health or safety and

WHEREAS the condition of such property is in violation of the town
code

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the owner of that property be given
notice that order of abatement has been issued by the Council of the
Town of Elkton this date and that occupancy of such property is forbidden
until such time as the property has been restored or changed so that
the condition of the property is no longer a hazard to public health
and safety and is no longer in violation of the town code.

The vote was recorded as follows:

Mr. Holt reported that the Public Safety Committee is coming along very
nicely with the Reserve Police Force concept but do not have all the details
worked out at this time. The complete purposal will be ready to present at
the special meeting on May 16, 1978.

Mr, Holt reported on what the Police Department is doing in the regards to
public and community relations. He read a letter from Mrs. Raymond Smith to
Chief Lawhorne. Mrs. Smith was writing on behalf of the Shenandoah-Elkton American
Association of Retired Persons to thank Mr. Lawhorne and his officers, Mr. Teague
and Mr. Ball for their excellent presentation on Crime Prevention at their
meeting on May 4th. Mrs. Smith stated that as for improving Police-Community
relations, their coming made a very favorable impression. Crisp, decisive remarks
reassured their club that they have an excellent police chief and officers of
whom they are very proud.

A special meeting was set for Tuesday, May 16, 1978 at 7:30 P.M. The 1978-79
Budget will be presented at this meeting.

Councilman Flory reported on a letter he received from the State Health
Department regarding the purchase of property for the new sewerage treatment
plant. Before the town can proceed with Step III and get the money the land
matter must be settled. The Health Department does not want anything done until
all the papers for which the town is negotiating to purchase a few acres of land
and also the twelve acres of buffer zone is completed. This must be done before
they will consent to start construction.

Council agreed to instruct Mr. Wiles to proceed with finalizing the land
acquisition so that if EPA awards us the Step III grant in November or December,
we will be in a position to go ahead with the project.

The money set aside to pay a portion of Arthur Beard Engineer's bill will be
held up and this money used toward the land acquisition.

Councilman Flory reported that where the town had been using the spring twenty
hours a day we are not using it at all now. This is due to finding and repairing
two large leaks, one on Rockingham Street and one on Marshall Avenue.

Councilman Henry Leap reported that the town was well represented at the
Bicentennial celebration at Singers Glen. The town received nothing but good
comments on their exhibit,

Councilman Ieap reported that Mr. John Berry had brought it to his attention
that we need an American flag for the municipal building. Councilman Leap agreed
to see about getting a new flag.

Councilman Leap suggested council consider adopting official town colors.
He ask council to consider the colors of the high school, royal blue and old
gold, until the next meeting.

Councilman R. R. Dean presented a letter from the State Highway Department
requesting a resolution for the town to share in the cost of a sidewalk resulting
in the widening of Route 340. The project would be advertised in the fall of
1979 subject to funding and other priorities. The cost to the town is estimated

at $3,910.00 plus 10% for engineering and contingencies. Council agreed to
consider this at the special meeting on May 16, 1978.
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Councilman C. E. Dean reported that the public hearing on the amendments to

the zoning and subdivision ordinances was held and suggested council wait until

June 5th. to make any decision as requested by the Planning Commission.

Councilman C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to pass a
resolution declaring the Valley Banner to be the "legal organ" for the Town of
Elkton. The vote was recorded as follows:

No action was taken on the request from the P.T.A. as no representative was
present.

Councilman Holt reported that there had been some question as to whether
or not the town would have to have a public hearing when transferring Revenue
Sharing funds. Mr. Wiles checked into this and a public hearing is required
after you reach 25% of the cumulative budgeted amount and we have not reached
that point.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean to approve
on Second Reading the transfer of $3,500.,00 in the Revenue Sharing Account EP-9
appropriated for a garbage truck to increase the funds appropriated for a police
car to $5,000.00. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to donate

Councilman Holt recommended the Plymouth Fury from Highway Motors as the car
should be there now. Myers Ford is $3.00 cheaper but did not indicate when they
could deliver the car.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to accept
the Highway Motors bid for the Plymouth Fury in the amount of $4,995.00. The
vote was recorded as follows: '

Mr. Wiles brought to council's attention that at the March meeting council
voted to recommend to the judge the reappointment of C. J. Davis to the Board
of Zoning Appeals. It was the understanding at that time that his term of office
expired in March. When proceeding with this, Mr. Wiles found Mr. Davis' term
of office does not expire until the 25th. of July. Mr. Wiles will take action
at the appropriate time.

Mayor Lough reported that he had received a letter from Dayton that the
County Municipal League Meeting has been changed from May to June.

Mayor Lough reported that after the Flag Committee had presented their
three versions of what they thought would be a good flag for Elkton they made
no recommendations, they simply presented the three suggestions. Mayor Lough
then appointed the three department heads, Mr. Monger, Mrs. Leap and Mr. Lawhorne
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to come up with a recommendation from this. The department heads liked the flag
which the Bicentennial Committee used at the Singers Glen exhibit so well that
they suggest it be adopted as the town flag. The council was ask to consider
this suggestion and a decision would be made at a later date.

As there was no further business, Councilman Holt moved to adjourn.

A special meeting was held May 16, 1978 at 7:30 P.M. in the Council Chambers
with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen were present:

Councilman Holt explained that after discussing the Reserve Police Force
with Mr. Wiles, the Committee found that in order to comply with State Law they
needed to use the term Auxiliary Police Force. Copies of the Proposed Auxiliary
Police Force Information was distributed to the council. Councilman Holt went
over the proposal and explained that an ordinance would need to be adopted to
establish this Auxiliary Police Force. Chief Lawhorne would like to see it done
immediately so these Auxiliary Officers could be trained and ready for the busy
summer season.

Councilman C. E. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to pass on
First Reading the following ordinance establishing an Auxiliary Police Force for
the Town of Elkton, declaring an emergency to exist:

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING AN AUXILIARY POLICE FORCE FOR THE TOWN
OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, pursuant to authority granted to counties,
cities and towns in Article 4, Chapter 3, Title 15.1 of the Code
of Virginia, 1950, as amended 8§%15.1-159.2 et seq., that The Code
of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, Chapter 22, is hereby amended by
adding a new article, Article III, as follows:

Article III. Auxiliary Police Force

Sec. 22-10. Composition of auxiliary police force.

For the further preservation of the public peace, safety
and good order of the community, the town council, upon the
recommendation of the chief of police, may appoint persons of
good character, not to exceed six in number at any one time,
to serve as auxiliary policemen, and their appointment shall
be revocable at any time by said town council.

Sec., 22-11. Calling of auxiliary policemen into service.

The chief of police is authorized to call into such service
such auxiliary policemen as may be necessary (1) in time of public
emergency; (2) at such times as there are insufficient numbers of
regular policemen to preserve the peace, safety and good order
of the community, or (3) at any time for the purpose of training
such auxiliary policemen.

Sec. 22-12. Powers of auxiliary policemen.

Such auxiliary policemen as may be appointed under the
provisions of this article shall, when called into service, have
all the powers and authority and all the immunities of constables
at common law.

Sec. 22-13. Auxiliary policemen performing service to wear uniform.

The members of the auxiliary police force shall wear the
uniform prescribed by the town council at all times when performing
service.
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Sec. 22-14. Rules and regulations governing service by auxiliary policemen.

The auxiliary police force shall operate under the direction
and control of the chief of police subject to such rules and regulations
as the town council may, from time to time, adopt.

An emerdency is hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance
shall be effective from its passage following its introduction and
first reading.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 7, 1978 in the
council chambers with the Mayor, Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following
councilmen were present: C. E. Dean, R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt and
H. W. Leap. Councilman R. J. Lough was absent. Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman R. R. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mayor Lough read various communications regarding the National Flood Insurance
Program. Mayor Lough reported that the Planning Commission has recommended the
passing of the amendments by a 3-0 vote, with the Chairman refraining from voting
but expressing his opposition to the amendments.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman C. E. Dean to adopt on
Second Reading the following ordinance amending the Subdivision Ordinance of
the Town of Elkton, Rockingham County, Virginia, by Defining Certain Terms, by
Providing for Certain Minimum Standards for Development, and by Providing Factors
and Conditions for Special Exceptions:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, ROCKINGHAM COUNTY, VIRGINIA, BY DEFINING CERTAIN TERMS,
BY PROVIDING FOR CERTAIN MINIMUM STANDARDS FOR DEVELOPMENT, AND
BY PROVIDING FACTORS AND CONDITIONS FOR SPECIAL EXCEPTIONS.

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE Town Council of the Town of Elkton,
Rockingham County, Virginia, as follows:

ARTICLE I: Section 2 is amended to include the following definitions:

Development - any man-made change to improved or unimproved

real estate including but not limited to buildings or other
structures, the placement of mobile homes, streets, and other
paving, utilities, filling grading, excavation, mining, dredging,
or drilling operations.

Flood - A general and temporary inundation of normally dry land
areas,

Flood Plain = (1) a relatively flat or low land area adjoining
a river, stream, or watercourse which is subject to partial or
complete inundation; (2) an area subject to the unusual and

rapid accumulation or runoff of surface waters from any source.

One Hundred Year Flood - a flood that, on the average, is likely
to occur once every 100 year (i.e., that has a one (1) percent
chance of occurring each year, although the flood may occur
in any year).

ARTICLE II: A new Section, Section 5-7, is added to read as follows:
5-7. FLOOD PIATIN DISTRICTS

5-7-1. Purpose

The specific purpose of these special provisions is:

A. to regulate the subdivision and/or development of land
within any designated flood plain district in oxder to
promote the general health, welfare, and safety of the
community;

B. to require that each subdivision lot in floodprone areas
be provided with a safe building site with adequate access;
and that public facilities which serve such uses be designed
and installed to preclude flood at the time of initial
construction;
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C. to protect individuals from buying lands which are
unsuitable for use because of flood by prohibiting the
improper subdivision and/or development of unprotected
lands within the designated flood plain districts.

5-7-2. Abrogation and Greater Restrictions

This ordinance supersedes any ordinances currently in effect
in flood areas. However, any other applicable ordinances
shall remain in full force and effect to the extent that
those provisions are more restrictive.

5=-7-3. Municipal Liability

The grant of a permit or approval of a plan for any proposed
subdivision and/or land development to be located within any
designated flood plain district shall not constitute a
representative, quarantee, or warranty of any kind by the
municipality or by an official or employee thereof of the
practicability or safety of the proposed use, and shall create
no liability upon the municipality, its official or employees.

5-7-4. Additional Provisions to be Satisfied in the Flood
Plain District as Delineated in Section 21(5) of the Zoning
Ordinance:

5-7-4-1. The preliminary plat shall include a map showing

the location of the proposed subdivision and/or land development
with respect to any designated Flood Plain District, including,
but not limited to, the elevation of the one-hundred (100) year
flood, boundaries of the Flood Plain District, proposed lots

and sites, fills, flood or erosion protective facilities, and
areas subject to special deed restrictions.

5-7-4-2. Storm drainage facilities shall be designed to convey
the flow of surface waters without damage to persons or property.
The system shall insure drainage at all points along streets,
and provide positive drainage away from buildings and onsite
waste disposal sites.

5-7~-4-3. All water systems located in any designated flood
plain districts, whether public or private, shall be flood-
proofed up to the 100 Year Flood Elevation.

5-7-4-4. All sanitary sewer systems located in any designated
flood plain district, whether public or private, shall be
floodproofed up to the 100 Year Flood Elevation.

5-7-4-5. All other public and/or private utilities and
facilities including gas, oil, and electric shall be elevated
or floodproofed up to the 100 Year Flood Elevation.

5-7-4-6. No exception or variance will be granted in the
floodway if it would cause any increase in the water surface

elevation of the 100 year flood.

5-7-5. Severability

If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, or
phrase of this Ordinance shall be declared invalid for any reason
whatever, such decision shall not affect the remaining portions
of this Ordinance which shall in full force and effect, and for
this purpose the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared
to be severable. ]

ARTICIE III: ENACTMENT

ENACTED AND ORDAINED THIS 7th DAY of June 1978. This ordinance shall
become effective upon passage.

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Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman C. E. Dean to adopt on
Second Reading an Oxdinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Elkton,
Rockingham County, Virginia, By Establishing Flood Plain Districts, By Defining
Certain Terms, By Requiring the Issuance of Permits for Development, By Providing
for Certain minimum standards for Development, and by Providing Factors and
Conditions for Variances to the Terms of the Ordinance with the following change
from the First Reading in Article III, Paragraph (6) (A) to read in its entirety:

A. Floodway District

In the Floodway District no development shall
be permitted except where the effect of such
development is fully offset by accompanying
improvements which have been approved by all
appropriate local and/or State authorities as
required above and would not cause any increase
in flood levels within the community during

the occurrence of the base flood discharge.

All uses, activities, and structural developments
shall be undertaken in strict compliance with
the floodproofing provisions contained in all
other applicable codes and ordinances. The
placement of any mobile home, except in an
existing mobile home park or subdivision,
within the Floodway District is specifically
prohibited.

The ordinance reads as follows:

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
ROCKINGHAM COUNTY, VIRGINIA, BY ESTABLISHING FLOOD PLAIN DISTRICTS,
BY DEFINING CERTAIN TERMS, BY REQUIRING THE ISSUANCE OF PERMITS
FOR DEVELOPMENT, BY PROVIDING FOR CERTAIN MINIMUM STANDARDS FOR
DEVELOPMENT, AND BY PROVIDING FACTORS AND CONDITIONS FOR VARIANCES
TO THE TERMS OF THE ORDINANCE.

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, ROCKINGHAM COUNTY, VIRGINIA, AS FOLLOWS:

ARTICIE I: Section 1 is amended to read as follows:
Section 1. DIVISION INTO DISTRICTS

For the purpose of this Ordinance the Town of Elkton
is hereby divided into five (5) classes of districts
as follows:

A-1 - RESIDENCE DISTRICTS

A~2 - RESIDENCE DISTRICTS

B-1 - BUSINESS DISTRICTS

B-2 - BUSINESS, MANUFACTURING AND INDUSTRIAL DISTRICTS
FP - FLOOD PLAIN DISTRICT

The boundaries of the A-l, A-2, B-1, B-2 districts are
hereby established as shown' on the map entitled "BUILDING
ZONE MAP OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, " dated September 11, 1947,
signed by the Mayor J. S. Workman and Zoning Commission,
as amended, which accompanies and is hereby declared to
be a part of this Ordinance. These district boundary
lines are intended to follow street or lot lines as they
exist at the time of the passage of this Ordinance, unless
such district boundary lines are references to some street
line by dimension shown on the Building Zone Map. The
boundaries of the Flood Plain Districts are established
as shown on the Flood Boundary and Floodway Map which is
also declared to be a part of this ordinance.and which
shall be kept on file at the Town's offices. In case a
district boundary line is not thus referenced or there

is a doubt in a particular instance as to what line is
determining, the question of such determination shall be
adjudicated by the Board of Zoning Appeals. The said
map, and all notations, references and designations

shown thereon shall be as much a part of this Ordinance
as if the same were all fully described herein.
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ARTICLE II: Section 2 is amended to include the following definitions:

(27) DEVELOPMENT -~ any man-made change to improved or unimproved
real estate including but not limited to buildings or other
structures, the placement of mobile homes, streets, and other
paving, utilities, filling, grading, excavation, mining,
dredging, or drilling operations.

(28) FLOOD - a general and temporary inundation of normally dry
land areas.

(29) FILOOD PIAIN -~ (1) a relatively flat or low land area adjoining
a river, stream, or watercourse which is subject to partial

or complete inundation; (2) an area subject to the unusual
and rapid accumulation or runoff of surface waters from any
source.

(30) MOBIILE HOME - a structure, transportable in one or more
sections, which is eight body feet or more in width and
is thirty-two body feet or more in length, and which is
built on a permanent chassis, and designed to be used
with or without permanent foundation, when connected to
the required utilities, and includes the plumbing, heating,
air-conditioning, and electrical systems contained therein.

(31) MOBII. HOME PARK/SUBDIVISION, EXISTING - a parcel (or
contiguous parcels) of land divided into two or more lots
for rent or sale for which the construction of facilities
for servicing the lot on which the mobile home is to be
affixed (including, at a minimum, the installation of
utilities, either final site grading or the pouring of
concrete pads, and the construction of streets) is completed
before the effective date of this ordinance.

(32) ONE HUNDRED YEAR FIOOD - a flood that, on the average, is likely
to occur once every 100 years (i.e., that has a one (1) percent
chance of occurring each year, although the flood may occur
in any year).

ARTICIE III: A new Section, Section 21, is added to read as follows:
Section 21. FILOOD PILAIN DISTRICT.

(1) - Purpose

The purpose of these provisions is to prevent the loss of
property and life, the creation of health and safety hazards,
the disruption of commerce and governmental services, the
extraordinary and unnecessary expenditure of public funds
for flood protection and relief, and the impairment of the
tax base by:

A. regulating uses, activities, and development which, acting
alone or in combination with other existing or future uses,
activities, and development, will cause unacceptable
increases in flood heights, velocities and frequencies.

B. restricting or prohibiting certain uses, activities and
development from locating within areas subject to flooding.

C. requiring all those uses, activities, and developments
that do occur in flood-prone areas to be protected and/or
floodproofed against flooding and flood damage.

D. protecting individuals from buying lands and structures
which are unsuited for intended purposes because of flood
hazards.
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(2) - Applicability

These provisions shall apply to all lands within the jurisdiction
of the Town of Elkton and identified as being flood prone as stipulated
in this ordinance.

(3) - Compliance

No land shall hereafter be developed and no structure shall be
located, relocated, constructed, reconstructed, enlarged, or
structurally altered except in full compliance with the terms
and provisions of this ordinance and any other applicable
ordinances and regulations which apply to uses within the
jurisdiction of this ordinance.

(4) - Abrogation and Greater Restrictions

This ordinance supercedes any ordinance currently in effect in
flood prone areas. However, any underlying ordinance shall
remain in full force and effect to the extent that those
provisions are more restrictive.

(5) - Description of Districts

A. Basis of Districts

The various flood plain districts shall include areas subject
to inundation by waters of the one hundred (100) year flood.
The basis for the delineation of these districts shall be

the Flood Insurance Study for Town of Elkton prepared by the
U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, Federal
Insurance Administration. Any changes in the delineation of
these districts are subject to the approval of the Federal
Insurance Administrator.

1. The Floodway District is delineated for purposes of
this Ordinance using the criteria that a certain
area within the flood plain must be capable of
carrying the waters of the one hundred (100) vyear
flood without increasing the water surface elevation
of that flood more than one (1) foot at any point.
These areas included in this District are specifically
defined in Table Two (2) of the above referenced
Flood Insurance Study and shown on the accompanying
Flood Boundary and Floodway Map.

2. The Flood-Fringe District shall be that area of the
100-year flood plain not included in the Floodway
District. The basis for the outermost boundary of
this District shall be the one hundred (100) year
flood elevations contained in the flood profiles
of the above referenced Flood Insurance Study and
as shown on the accompanying Flood Boundary and
Floodway Map.
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3. The Approximated Flood Plain District shall be
that flood plain area for which no detailed f£lood
profiles or elevations are provided, but where a
one hundred (100) year flood plain boundary has been
approximated. Such areas are shown on the Flood
Boundary and Floodway Map. In determining the
necessary elevations for the purposes of this
ordinance, other sources of data may be used such as:

a. Corps. of Engineers - Flood Plain Information
Reports.

b. U. S. Geological Survey - Flood Prone Quadrangles.

c. U.S.D.A., Soil Conservation Service - Flood
Hazard Analyses.

d. Known Highwater Marks from Past Floods.
e. Tennessee Valley Authority Flood Reports.
f. Other sources.

B. Overlay Concept.

1. The Flood Plain Districts described above shall be
overlays to the existing underlying districts as
shown on the Building Zone Map, and as such, the
provisions for the flood plain districts shall serve
as a supplement to the underlying district provisions.

2. Where there happens to be any conflict between the
provisions or requirements of any of the Flood Plain
Districts and those of any underlying district the
more restrictive provisions and/or those pertaining
to the flood plain districts shall apply.

3. 1In the event any provision concerning a Flood Plain
District is declared inapplicable as a result of any
legislative or administrative actions or judicial
discretion, the basic underlying district provisions
shall remain applicable.

(6) - District Provisions

All uses, activities, and development occurring within any

flood plain district shall be undertaken only upon the issuance
of a permit. Such development shall be undertaken only in

strict compliance with the provisions of this ordinance and with
all other applicable codes and ordinances such as the Virginia
Uniform Statewide Building Code and the Town's Subdivision
Regulations. Prior to the issuance of any such permit, the

Town Engineer shall require all applications to include compliance
with all applicable State and Federal laws.

Under no circumstances shall any use, activity, and/or development
adversely affect the capacity of the channels or floodways of

any watercourse, drainage ditch, or any other drainage facility
or system.

Prior to any proposed alteration or relocation of any channels
or floodways of any watercourse, stream, etc., within a
municipality, approval shall be obtained from the State Water
Control Board. Further, notification of the proposal shall be
given to all affected adjacent municipalities. Copies of such
notifications shall be forwarded to both the State Water Control
Board, the State Department of Intergovernmental Affairs, and
the Federal Insurance Administration.

A. Floodway District

In the Floodway District no development shall be permitted
except where the effect of such development if fully offset
by accompanying improvements which have been approved by
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all appropriate local and/or State authorities as required
above and would not cause any increase in flood levels within

.the community during the occurrence of the base flood dischar

All uses, activities, and structural developments shall be
undertaken in strict compliance with the floodproofing provis
contained in all other applicable codes and ordinances. The
placement of any mobile home, except in an existing mobile
home park or subdivision, within the Floodway District is
specifically prohibited.

Flood Fringe and Approximated Flood Plain Districts

In the Flood-Fringe and Approximated Flood Plain Districts
the development and/or use of land shall be permitted in
accordance with the regulations of the underlying district
provided that all such uses, activities, and/or development
shall be undertaken in strict compliance with the floodproofi
and related provisions contained in the Virginia Uniform
Statewide Building Code and all other applicable codes and
ordinances.

- Variances - Additional Factors to be Satisfied

In passing upon applications for Variances the Board of

Zoning Appeals shall satisfy all relevant factors and
procedures specified in other sections of the Zoning Ordinance
and the following factors:

The danger to life and property due to increased flood
heights or velocities caused by encroachments. No variance
shall be granted for any proposed use, development, or
activity within the Floodway District that will cause any
increase in f£lood levels during the one hundred (100)

year flood.

The danger that materials may be swept on to other lands
or downstream to the injury of others.

The proposed water supply and sanitation systems and
the ability of these systems to prevent disease,
contamination, and unsanitary conditions.

The susceptibility of the proposed facility and its
contents to flood damage and the effect of such damage
on the individual owners.

The importance of the services provided by the proposed
facility to the community.

The requirements of the facility for a water front location.

The availability of alternative locations not subject to
flooding for the proposed use.

The compatibility of the proposed use with existing
development and development anticipated in the foreseeable
future.

The relationship of the proposed use to the comprehensive
plan and flood plain management program for the area.

The safety of access to the property in time of flood of
ordinary and emergency vehicles.

The expected heights, velocity, duration, rate of rise,
and sediment transport of the flood waters expected at
the site.

Such other factors which are relevant to the purposes of
this Ordinance.

The Board of Zoning Appeals may refer any application and
accompanying documentation pertaining to any request for a
variance to any engineer or other qualified person or agency
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for technical assistance in evaluating the proposed project
in relation to flood heights and velocities, and the adequacy
of the plans for protection and other related matters.

Variances shall only be issued after the 3oard of Zoning
Appeals has determined that the granting of such will not
result in (a) unacceptable or prohibited increases in
flood heights, (b) additional threats to public safety,
(¢) extraordinary public expense, (d) create nuisances,
(e) cause fraud or victimization of the public, or (f)
conflict with local laws or ordinances.

Variances shall only be issued after the Board of Zoning
Appeals has determined that the variance will be the minimum
relief to any hardship.

The Board of Zoning Appeals shall notify the applicant for

a variance to construct a structure below the one hundred
(100) year flood elevation (a) increase risks to life and
property, and (b) will result in increased premium rates for
flood insurance.

A record of the above notification as well as all variance
actions, including justification for their issuance, shall
be maintained and any variances which are issued shall be
noted in the annual report submitted to the Federal Insurance
Administrator.

(8) - Existing Structures in Flood Plain Districts

A structure or use of a structure or premises which lawfully
existed before the enactment of these provisions, but which

is not in ¢onformity with these provisions may be continued

subject to the following conditions:

1. Existing structures and/or uses located in the Floodway
District shall not be expanded or enlarged (unless the
effect of the proposed expansion or enlargement on
flood heights is fully offset by accompanying improvement).

2. Any modification, alteration, repair, reconstruction or
improvement of any kind to a structure and/or use located
in any flood plain district to an extent or amount of
less than fifty (50) percent of its market value, shall
be elevated and/or floodproofed to the greatest extent
possible.

3. The modification, alteration, repair, reconstruction or
improvement of any kind to a structure and/or use regardless
of its location in a flood plain district to an extent or
amount of fifty (50) percent or more of its market value
shall be undertaken only in full compliance with the
provisions of the Virginia Uniform Statewide Building Code.

4. Uses of adjuncts thereof which are, or become, nuisances
shall not be permitted to continue.

(9) - Severability

If any section, subsection, paragraph, sentence, clause, or
phrase of this Ordinance shall be declared invalid for any
reason whatever, such decision shall not affect the remaining
portions of this Ordinance which shall remain in full force
and effect, and for this purpose the provisions of this
Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable.

(10) - Municipal Liability

The degree of f£lood protection sought by the provisions of
this ordinance is considered reasonable for regulatory
purposes and is based on acceptable engineering methods of
study. Larger floods may occur on rare occasions. Flood
heights may be increased by man-made or natural causes, such
as ice jams and bridge openings restricted by debris. This
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ordinance does not imply that areas out51de the flood plain
districts, or that land uses permltted w1thln such dlstrlcts
will be free from flooding or flood damages. I

This ordinance shall not create liability on the part of
the Town of Elkton or any officer or employee thereof for
any flood damages that result from reliance on this
ordinance or any administration decision lawfully made
thereunder.

ARTICLE IV: ENACTMENT

WHEREAS, in order to remain eligible for participation in the
National Flood Insurance Program a community must comply with certain
regulations and requirements of the United States Department of
Housing and Urban Development; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton, Virginia, desires to participate in
the National Flood Insurance Program;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, VIRGINIA, AS FOLLOWS:

1. Any variance to the floodproofing requirements set out
in Section 872.6 of the Uniform Statewide Building Code will be the
minimum necessary, considering the flood hazard, to afford relief.

2. The Town will notify applicants for variances in writing
that (a) the issuance of a variance to construct a structure below the
100 year flood level will result in increased premium rates as high as
$25 per $100 of insurance, and (b) such construction below the flood
level increases risks to life and property.

3. A record of all variance actions, including their
justification, will be maintained.

4. The Clerk of the Elkton Town Council is directed to certify
copies of this Resolution to the Board of Zoning Appeals for the Town of
Elkton, the Elkton Planning Commission, the Town Superintendent, the
Rockingham County Building Official, and the United States Department
of Housing and Urban Development, ATTN: Walter P. Pierson, Regional
Director, Federal Insurance Administration, Curtis Building, Sixth
and Walnut Streets, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania 19106.

WHEREAS, Section 113.2 of the USBC gives the building official
discretion as to the form of the building permit;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, AS FOLIOWS:

1. It is recognized and declared that the Uniform Statewide
Building Code adopted by the State Board of Housing applies to all
construction of buildings and structures within the Town of Elkton,
Virginia, and is adhered to in said Town.

2. The Town Superintendent of the Town of Elkton is directed
to require applicants for building permits in designated flood hazard
areas to indicate as a part of all applications the lowest floor elevation,
including basement, for the building or structure planned, or for non-
residential structures the elevation to which the structure will be
floodproofed, and the Rockingham County Building Official shall enforce
this requirement.

3. The Clerk of the Elkton Town Council is directed to certify
copies of this Resolution to the Town Superintendent, the Rockingham
County Building Official, the Elkton Planning Commission, and the United
States Department of Housing and Urban Development, ATTN: Walter P.

Pierson, Regional Director, Federal Insurance Administration, Curtis Building,
Sixth and Walnut Streets, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania 19106.

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REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
June 13, 1978

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 13, 1978 at
8:00 P.M. with the Mayor Maurice W. Lough presiding. The following councilmen
were present: C. E. Dean, R. R. Dean, B. B. Holt and H. W. Leap. H. D. Flory
and R. J. Lough were absent. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police, Norma Leap,
Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman C. E. Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. David Loker came before council on behalf of the residents of Elkwood.
He wanted to bring to council's attention their need for street lights in Elkwood.
This need had been presented to the Planning Commission and they had stated
they would pass it on to council so he felt sure council was aware of this need
and hoped something could be done in the near future. Mr. Loker stated he
understood street signs have been purchased and are in process of being installed.
The other problem the residents in this area have is regarding the back street
that ends in a circle beyond Mr. Ward Suiter's home. People go up into this
area all hours of the day and night. They throw out trash, use the rest room,
etc. The ladies in the area are concerned about this traffic as many of the
husband's work at night. Mr. Loker suggested a possible solution would be to
block the road going back into this area. This problem was turned over to the
Public Safety Department to see if they can find a solution.

Senator Nathan Miller came before council to speak on behalf of several
citizen's who had contacted him in late February or March and were concerned
about their electric rates and the matter in which they were being handled. He
had presented copies of the letter and a petition to members of the council.
Senator Miller was ask to contact the authorities in charge of the electric
rates for the Town of Elkton. Senator Miller pointed out that the State Corxporation
Commission controls all of the electric rates with the exception of municipal
electric systems and they are under the control of the town council. The letter
had raised several questions. It ask about the fossil fuel adjustment clause, it
ask about a system being set up whereby customers could pay base monthly payments
based on twelve month current consumption and the possibility of showing the
kwh rate on the bills. The letter also ask about the two refunds from Vepco,
the last of which is still in litigation. He stated he did not want to mess
in the town's business and felt sure the Electric Committee could handle this
problem very well and answer these questions raised by these concerned consumers.

Senator Miller reminded council that in less than six months the General
Assembly is going to convene and that speaking for himself, Delegates Bonnie Paul
and Clinton Miller, he hopes that council will feel free to keep in touch with
them. There will be legislation concerning municipalities and it is helpful
for them to have local council's input.

Mayor Lough expressed his appreciation to Senator Miller for his cooperation
and the help he has given to us in Richmond. Mayor Lough pointed out that the
questions involving the refunds have been discussed in open meetings and
published in the newspaper so the council will not go into this tonight except
to say that the last refund is on deposit in the bank drawing interest and will
be refunded to the consumer as soon as the litigation is settled. Mayor Lough
turned the letter and petition over to the Electric Committee to handle.

Mr. Paul Simmons came before council requesting to hook on to town water.
He lives in the Newtown area. Mr. Monger explained that the water pressure in
this area is real low and would rather take some more pressure tests before making
any commitments. Mayor Loucgh informed Mr. Simmons that it would be necessary
to study this a little more and then get back with him.

The minutes of the May 8th., May 1l6th., May 30th. and June 7th. meetings
were approved as presented.

Councilman Holt reported that he would need to go into Executive Session at
the end of the Business Session to discuss the hiring of a police officer and
the appointment of an auxiliary police officer.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. W. Leap and carried to
renominate G. W. Berry to serve another four year term on the Elkton Planning
Commission beginning July 1, 1978.
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Councilman H. W. Leap moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean and carried
to give Mr. Monger, Town Superintendent, the authority to connect Mr. Paul
Simmons to the existing water line which passes his property, provided there
is adequate pressure and no other complications.

Councilman R. R. Dean read a letter from W. J. Osborne, Resident Engineer
of the State Highway Department concerning the widening of Route 340 to four
lanes including curb and gutter and sidewalks from Route 33 Business through
the intersection to Spotswood Avenue. The proposed project also includes a
new bridge over Elk Run. The current schedule indicates advertising this
project during the fall of 1979 subject to funding and other priorities. The
letter indicates that State Highway Commission policy relative to improvements
within the town requires participation by the town for construction of new
sidewalks and a portion of the storm drains depending on the area being drained.
They estimate the total cost of the new sidewalk to be approximately $7,820.00
with the town's share being approximately $3,910.00 plus 10% for engineering
and contingency. This is a cost estimate and subject to variations. According
to preliminary plans, they do not anticipate any participation by the town will
be required for drainage. Mr. Osborne enclosed a sample resolution for consideration
by the town council.

Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve
the following resolution:

WHEREAS, the Virginia Department of Highways and Transportation
has proposed certain improvements on Route 340 in the Town of Elkton
from the intersection of Route 33 to the north corporate limits, said
improvements being designated as Route 340, Project 0340-082-101-PE10l;
and

WHEREAS, this project will provide a definite benefit to the
Town of Elkton; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton desires that certain improvements,
such as new sidewalk and drainage improvements, be included in this
project; and

WHEREAS, State Highway Commission Policy requires a
contribution from the Town of Elkton for these improvements.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN
OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA, at its regular meeting on this 13th. day of
June 1978, that:

1. Elkton agrees to pay 50% of the cost of all new sidewalks
installed.

2. Elkton agrees to pay its share of the cost of storm drains
in accordance with State Highway Commission Policy adopted August 18,
1966.

3. Elkton agrees that parking will be prohibited at all times
throughout the limits of the above described project.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held June 20, 1978 at
7:30 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Maurice W. Lough presiding.
The following councilmen were present: C. E. Dean, R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory,

The first item on the agenda was a discussion on the merit rating system.
Mr. Bill Holleran, Personnel Consultant, was present. Mr. Holleran pointed ocut
that council can take any action they desire. He stated that the town's personnel
files are in very good shape but he questioned the judgement of council in some
of their recent actions. The system had been set up to run for five years but
in some instances the steps will run out this year. He listed the following
things council has done:

. Have not followed their own regulations.

Have not used the regular steps in the system.

Made ap.pointments way over and above normal starting rates.
Have not considered the waiting periods.

Have given two step jumps and the system does not allow

for two step jumps.

6. Have not taken care of the lower grade levels.

7. Have not used the system as it was set up to be used.

8. Have given raises between steps and there is no such

thing in the system.

Mr. Wiles stated there was some action taken at the May 16th. meeting at
which he was not present and he felt needed clarification. The paper reported
there was a general 5% increase but the minutes do not reflect this. Mr. Wiles
stated he thinks what happened was the system as it is set up includes a 5%
increase in each step and the budget was based on everyone going up a step but
there was not a 5% across the board increase.

Councilman Lough stated that when he presented the budget to council which
was unanimously approved, nothing was said about a 5% across the board increase.
The raises were all discussed with the various committees. Mr. Monger recommended
the raises for his men, the Police Department, through Mr. Holt, recommended their
raises and Mrs. ILeap recommended the raises for the employees under her. The
suggested raises for each employee were presented to council and were unanimously
approved. As council has the right to act as they see fit and had acted on this
matter, Councilman Lough moved to close the discussion. Mr. Holt seconded the
motion.

Mayor Lough ruled that the motion was out of order as the item had been
placed on the agenda to discuss.

Councilman Holt stated he felt people could not necessarily believe every-
thing they read in the paper as occassionally mistakes are made. The rate
increases that were made were made in terms of steps, not in partial increments,
at least not in Public Safety and he believed all were made this way. Mr. Holt
further stated it was his understanding that after a one year period Department
Heads can recommend an increase and it can be made without council action, but
an increase of more than one step does require council action. Council did act
and so far as he could see they acted legally and there is no reason for further
discussion.

Mayor Lough ask what happens in July when the Department Heads rate the
employees. Do they get another raise or is this the raise they normally would
get in July. Mr. Holleran stated the program itself answers this question. As
there was no further discussion, the matter was closed.

The next item to come before council was the Second Reading on the tax rate.
It was reported that the 12¢ per $100.00 tax rate would not exceed the 8% limit
nor would it bring in the anticipated revenue as set up in the budget.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held July 10, 1978 at
8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The
following council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory,
B. B. Holt, L. C. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Sergeant Helsley, Norma Leap, Clerk,
Gerald Monger, Superintendent and R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman Randal Dean opened the meeting with pfayer.

Mrs. Alice ILough was present and wished the new council luck in the coming year.
She came regarding Section 9, Item 9 of the Zoning Ordinance Town of Elkton, Va.,
1948 which reads as follows:

On any corner lot there shall be no planting, structure,
fences, shrubbery or obstruction to vision more than

three (3) feet higher than the curb level within twenty-five
(25) feet of the intersection of any two street lines in
Residence Districts.

Mrs. Lough pointed out that at the intersection of Rockingham Street and the
extension of Jackson Avenue this ordinance is being violated and creates a very
dangerous situation.

Councilman Holt stated that Mrs. Lough had brought this to council's attention
once before and he thought the problem had been corrected. He assured Mrs. Lough
that it would be taken care of this time.

Mrs. Ruth Brooks welcomed all new council members and said they had her moral
support.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried to
approve the minutes of the regular meeting June 13, 1978 and the special meetings
June 20th., June 30th., and July 5th. as corrected.

Mr. Monger reported he had talked with Mr. Zimmerman of Comsonics in Harrisonburg
regarding acoustical tile for the council chambers. After telling Mr. Zimmerman
how the room was, he felt it would not help the hearing problem and could possibly
make it worse. His suggestion was a public address system. Mr. Monger stated
that in talking with Mr. Schumacher, they had decided to take some pictures of the
room and maybe make a drawing of the room to take up to let Mr. Zimmerman take a
lock at them. He could then make a better judgement of what would best correct
the problem. Mr. Schumacher already has the pictures and agreed to go with Mr.
Monger to see Mr. Zimmerman.

Mr. Monger reported that Mr. G. W. Berry ask if the town is going to put a
float in the Field Day Parade.

This
revised figure is the maximum cost figure.

Councilman Schumacher reported that he is having Mr. Wiles check on some matters
concerning street lights for Elkwood and hopes to have something on this by the
next meeting.

Councilman Flick reported he had held a committee meeting and as all members
were not present they will wait until the next meeting to present their proposals.

Councilwoman Life reported that the Public Health, Ordinances and Recreation
Committee had met July 7, 1978 with all members present. The main reason they
met was to discuss amending Section 9-22, Section 32-42 and repealing Section 32-43
of the town code.
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Councilwoman Life read the proposed ordinance changes.

Councilwoman L, C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B, Holt to amend
Section 9-22, Section 32-42 and repeal Section 32-43 of the Code of the Town of
Elkton as presented.

Councilwoman I.. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to amend the
motion to modify the first paragraph of Section 9-22 and Section 32-42 by adding after
the words "the month in which such bill is rendered" the words "or within ten days
of the date such bill is mailed, whichever comes later," and in paragraph two of
Section 9-22 and Section 32-42 by adding after the words "If any bill is not paid
by the" the words "date specified in the preceding paragraph" and deleting the
woxrds "twenty-fifth day of the month in which it is rendered." The proposed
ordinances changes will read as follows:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 9-22 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF ELECTRIC METERS AND THE
PAYMENT OF ELECTRIC BILLS, IMPOSING A PENALTY FOR LATE PAYMENT,
ESTABLISHING A PROCEDURE FOR DISPUTING THE CORRECTNESS OF BILLS,
AND PROVIDING FOR THE DISCONTINUANCE OF SERVICE FOR FAILURE TO
PAY BILLS

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 9-22 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 9-22. When electric meters read and bills paid; penalty,
etc. for failure to pay bills; procedure for
disputing correctness of bills; discontinuance
of service for nonpayment of bills.

All meters for measurement of electric current furnished
and supplied by the town to its consumers shall be read monthly
and the bills for such current shall be due on the day of reading.
If any such bill is not paid by the twenty-fifth (25th) day of
the month in which such bill is rendered, or within ten days of
the date such bill is mailed, whichever comes later, a five per
cent penalty shall be added.

It is the policy of the Town to discontinue electric service
to customers by reason of nonpayment of bill only after notice
and a meaningful opportunity to be heard on disputed bills. If
any bill is not paid by the date specified in the preceding
paragraph, a second bill will be mailed containing a cutoff
notice that if the bill is not paid within five (5) days of
the mailing of the second bill, service will be discontinued
for nonpayment.

Any customer disputing the correctness of his bill shall
have a right to a hearing at which time he may be represented in
person and by counsel or any other person of his choosing and may
present orally or in writing his complaint and contentions to the
Town Treasurer at the Treasurer's Office in the Municipal Building,
Elkton, Virginia, during regular working hours. The Town Treasurer
is authorized to order that the customer's service not be discontinued
and to make a determination of the customer's complaint. Requests
for delays and waiver of payment will not be entertained; only
questions of proper and correct billing will be considered. The
decision of the Town Treasurer may be appealed within five (5) days
to the Mayor, in writing, and the Mayor is authorized to make a
final determination of the customer's complaint.

Notice of the customer's right to a heari ng and appeal for
the purpose of disputing the correctness of a bill as herein
provided shall be given to all new customers applying for electric
service and shall be sent by regular mail with second bills and cutoff
notices, which notice shall indicate the address and telephone number
of the Town Treasurer whereby a hearing may be requested.

An emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance shall be
effective from its passage following its introduction and first reading.
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AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 32-42 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, PROVIDING FOR THE READING OF WATER METERS AND THE
PAYMENT OF WATER AND SEWER BILLS, IMPOSING A PENALTY FOR LATE
PAYMENT, ESTABLISHING A PROCEDURE FOR DISPUTING THE CORRECTNESS
OF BILLS, AND PROVIDING FOR THE DISCONNECTION OF SERVICE

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 32-42 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Sec. 32-42. When water meters read and water and sewer bills
paid; penalty, etc. for failure to pay water
and sewer bills; procedure for disputing
correctness of bills; disconnection on failure
to pay bills.

All meters for measurement of water furnished and supplied
by the town to its consumers shall be read monthly, and the bills
for water so supplied and for sewer service provided shall become
due on the day of reading. If any such bill is not paid by the
twenty-£ifth (25th) day of the month in which such bill is
rendered, or within ten days of the date such bill is mailed,
whichever comes later, a five per cent penalty shall be added.

It is the policy of the Town to discontinue water and sewer
service to customers by reason of nonpayment of bill only after
notice and a meaningful opportunity to be heard on disputed bills.
If any bill is not paid by the date specified in the preceding
paragraph, a second bill will be mailed containing a cutoff notice
that if the bill is not paid within five (5) days of the mailing
of the second bill, service will be discontinued for nonpayment.

Any customer disputing the correctness of his bill shall
have a right to a hearing at which time he may be represented in
person and by counsel or any other person of his choosing and may
present orally or in writing his complaint and contentions to the
Town Treasurer at the Treasurer's Office in the Municipal Building,
Elkton, Virginia, during regular working hours. The Town Treasurer
is authorized to order that the customer's service not be discon-
tinued and to make a determination of the customer's complaint.
Requests for delays and waiver of payment will not be entertained;
only questions of proper and correct billing will be considered.
The decision of the Town Treasurer may be appealed within five (5)
days to the Mayor, in writing, and the Mayor is authorized to make
a final determination of the customer's complaint.

Notice of the customer's right to a hearing and appeal for
the purpose of disputing the correctness of a bill as herein
provided shall be given to all new customers applying for water
and/or sewer service and shall be sent by regular mail with
second bills and cutoff notices, which notice shall indicate
the address and telephone number of the Town Treasurer whereby
a hearing may be requested.

An emergency is hereby declared to exist, and this ordinance shall
be effective from its passage following its introduction and first reading.

Mr. Wiles reported that in checking with The Michie Company regarding the
progress on revising the code he found they have changed the Supervisor on this project
again and they were not able to give him any idea of a scheduled completion date.

They did indicate it takes approximately a year and a half from the time the
ordinances are submitted. The town signed the contract in March of 1977 but
they did not receive all the ordinances until October of 1977 according to their
records. So this indicates the completion date could be quite some time yet.

Mayor Dean ask what date Mr. Wiles forsees for the acquisition of the land
for the sewerage treatment plant. Mr. Wiles did not know how soon the papers will
be signed and ready to present to court. This could be a matter of days or weeks.
He stated that once court action is started, it could be completed in a matter of
two or three months.

Mayor Dean stated that at the last meeting he had reported that the Staff
Attorney for the Commonwealth of Virginia ask the council for their opinion on
moving election dates for council and etc. from May to November. Mayor Dean
stated he would like council's opinion so he could reply to this letter. After
some discussion, it was the general opinion of council that they are opposed to
this change.

Councilman Flory reported that on July 6, 1978, Gerald Monger and Councilman
Flory attended a meeting in the Harrisonburg Council Chambers and listened to
Senator Raules from Norfolk. The purpose of this meeting was to hear comments
and complaints from the people of the Northern vVirginia District .regarding the
possibility of drawing water from the Shenandoah River to feed the large metro-
politan areas. Theirconcerns with this possible use of water were:

1. Jlowering the water table making it more difficult
to meet the water standards

2. hurting industrial growth and development along the
river

Councilman Flory and Mr. Monger felt Mayor Dean should write a letter to
Senator Raules expressing our concerns. Mayor Dean stated he would be happy to
write this letter.

As there was no further business, Councilman Holt moved, seconded by
Councilwoman Life to adjourn.

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The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held August 14, 1978 at
8:00 P.M. in the Council Chambers with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The
following council members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory,
B. B. Holt, L. C. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police,
Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent, and R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney
were also present.

Councilman Randal Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mr. Lewis Jolly came before council on behalf of the owners of British Woods
Corporation regarding the water and sewer tap fees. At present British Woods
has an additional $800.00 built in to the selling price of each lot. When the
lot is sold, $700.00 is paid by British Woods to the town and $100.00 is retained
to reimburse British Woods for having installed the laterals on behalf of the
town. British Woods is suggesting that they no longer collect the tap fees, but
that the lot owner pay this directly to the town when they are ready for a hookup.
British Woods is willing to forego the payment of $100.00 per lot for the laterals,
which would amount to $4,600.00 on the remaining 46 lots to be sold. British
Woods feels this will also help them in selling the lots if they take the $800.00
tap fees out of the purchase price of the land.

Councilman Flory said he would like to think on this suggestion before making
a decision. Mayor Dean informed Mr. Jolly that council would get back with him
by the September meeting.

Mr. Gene Hensley introduced Mr. Lewis Craig and Mr. Bill Wise who are doing
a feasibility study for a group, headed by Mr. Mack Jones of Waynesboro, who are
interested in building a shopping center on Mr. Hensley's land. They presented
the plans for the project and some of the problems which they foresee and may
require some assistance from the town. The main problems are an adequate water
supply for fire protection requirements, site drainage runoff and meeting flood
ordinance requirements. These problems have to be solved before they could advise
Mr. Jones that the project would be feasible. It would be difficult for the
developer to solve these problems without some help from the town and that is why
they came before council. They were not sure at this point what they would need
in the form of help but it would probably be in the area of these problems mentioned.
There would be a substantial need for electricity. The main thing they were
asking for tonight was some of Mr. Monger's time as they would be needing to confer
with him regarding these problems. Councilman Holt suggested that before they
come back to council, they meet with the Planning Commission to £ill them in on
this project as they may have some ideas or suggestions which might help with the
solution of these problems.

Councilman C. A. Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H. Flick and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting August 14, 1978 as corrected.

Councilman Holt reported that with the Mayor's concurrence and the concurrence
of the Public Safety Committee they are using a P.S.E. employee, Mr. Jesse Sager,
as a part-time patrolman. This is a sharing program with other towns.

Councilman Flory reported that after having a committee meeting, it is the
recommendation of the Water and Sewer Committee that the council deny the request
by Mr. Paul Simmons for a water connection. The addition of another person on
the system would greatly hurt the water pressure of the people already on the line.

Councilman Flory reported that we have been approved by E.P.A. to proceed with
the sewerage treatment plant. Bids may be out by December or January. Mr. Hawes
of FmHA has been written regarding the $300,000.00 loan which was obligated in
August of 1977 and they indicated the loan is ready anytime we need it.

Councilman Flory reported we were turned down on our HUD application. This
is the second time we have been turned down. Councilman Flory indicated that we
would not reapply on these projects as it requires considerable man hours to
prepare the applications and we have been turned down twice. He pointed out that
they have not given up but need to consider different approaches.

Councilman Schumacher reported that the Electric Committee has met and have

several items pending, but are not ready to report on them at this time.
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Councilman Flick presented the following proposals from the Streets and
Sidewalks Committee:

Mr. Wiles brought to council's attention that some of these projects possibly
would be subject to abutting property owners sharing in the cost of the project.

Councilman Flick moved, seconded by Councilman Holt and carried to adopt this
proposal as a tentative work schedule for Mr. Monger on streets and sidewalks.

Councilman Flick presented a request to erect signs indicating "Children At
Play" on Washington Avenue between Fifth and Seventh Streets. Mr. Monger reported
he had been contacted about this also and the State Highway Department informed
him they would not allow us to erect signs. They do not have signs that would
be legal. The State Highway Department is sending a letter to the town to this
effect.

Councilman Flick reported that the Postmaster has ask that council name the
alley behind Mr. Joe Lucas. Mayor Dean reported he had received requests from
several of the ladies in this area as they cannot receive mail at their door until
the alley is named.

Councilman Holt suggested referring this to the Planning Commission. It was
pointed out that within this one block three different people have different street
addresses. After some discussion, Mayor Dean ask that Councilman Flick and his
committee contact Mr. Shuler to see if all the people living on this street could
be given the same street address and if necessary we will name the alley.

Councilwoman Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to adopt on Second

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Councilwoman Life reported that her committee had met and were mainly concerned
about a garbage problem they have but are not ready to present it at this time.
Mrs. Life reported that we are losing money in this area. We are giving good
service but the equipment is not adequate to give as clean a service to the big
businesses as they would like. The committee is working toward this and hope to
have a solution by the next meeting.

Councilwoman Life reported that they have had their first skateboarding day.
They worked with the Recreation Commission and had this August 5th. BAbout four
young people participated in the program. Mr. Bill Buracker, Recreation Director,
supervised this event. Plans had been made to have these event again but at
present we do not have a Recreation Director as Mr. Buracker found a teaching
position. Mr. Leap reports that the Recreation Commission is working to get a
new director.

Councilwoman Life reported that we now have a new flag which was presented
on Saturday by the Woodmen of the World. Mrs. Leap was ask to send a thank you
note to this organization.

Mr. Monger was ask to check on the lighting at the triangle as it does not
seem to be working.

Councilwoman Life ask Mayor Dean if he had checked with J. Kenneth Robinson
about a State flag. Mayor Dean said he had checked with Representative Robinson
and he indicated we could get one from Clinton Miller or Bonnie Paul.

Councilwoman Life questioned what has happened in regards to a town flag.
It was explained that Mrs. Black's committee presented their suggestions and
then a committee was appointed by Mr. Lough who was Mayor at the time to take
Mrs. Black's suggestions along with their own and bring back a design for a flag
to present to council. The committee consisted of Chief Lawhorne, Mrs. Leap
and Mr. Monger. They met and presented their suggestion to council. No action
was taken by council.

Mayor Dean ask Councilwoman Life to work with him on this. Councilman Flory
suggested they work with Mrs. Leap and Mr. Monger as they were on the committee
to select the design.

Councilwoman Life commented that she was glad to see the street signs down
and being painted and that the weeds down on Route 340 look great also.

Mayor Dean ask Councilwoman Life's committee to look into the matter of
other towns refusing to pay the landfill fee.

Councilman Dean reported there would be no Finance Report due to the auditors
working on the books. The audit report should be ready by the September meeting.

Councilman Dean reported that we have a bill from R. Loring Cover in the
amount of $1530.00 for Police Liability Insurance. Councilman Flory suggested
that due to the increase in premium from approximately $950.00 last year, Mayor
pDean and Councilman Dean check with the Virginia Municipal League to get names
of some companies which handle this insurance and check coverage and premium to
see if they are comparable to what we are being billed by Mr. Cover. The decision
on the insurance would be left to them.

Chief Lawhorne ask if we had received a rebate from Mr. Cover on the vehicle
insurance. He stated, that in meeting with Mr. Cover, he had discovered the
town is still carrying the two junked police cars and have been for the past
couple of years. The white Ford is also being carried as a police package which
is a considerable higher premium. At Chief Lawhorne's request the 1972 and 1974
Plymouths have been removed and the white Ford removed from police car coverage.
Chief Lawhorne stated we should be getting something like $800.,00 rebate on these
vehicles. Mrs. Leap stated the insurance on the white Ford has been changed and
the other two removed from coverage. We have received a credit of $225.00,

Councilman Dean reported we have received an Antirecession Fund check in the
amount of $294.00. We have been using this money for materials to repair town
property.

Councilman Dean reported that our revenue sharing for the period beginning
October 1, 1978 through September 30, 1979 will be $18,361.00. We need to be
thinking how we plan to budget this money.

Councilman Flory moved, seconded by Councilman Holt to appoint Randal Dean,
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Finance Chairman to cosign the checks on the following accounts along with Norma
Leap, Treasurer:

TOWN OF ELKTON INC., REVENUE SHARING EP-6
ELKTON ELECTRIC SYSTEM

ELKTON DEBT RETIREMENT SERVICE

ELKTON SANITARY SEWER PROJECT ACCOUNT

Mr. Wiles stated that as the subject had come up earlier in the meeting
regarding assessments onabutting property owners, he would like to respond to
it a little more fully. He called council's attention to a provision in the
State Code with respect to assessments for local improvements. The State Code
authorizes the governing body of any county, city or town to impose taxes ox
assessments upon the abutting property owner or owners for certain types of
improvements. Mr. Wiles pointed out that the code provides that you cannot
assess the abutting property owner more than he is benefiting from the improvement
but you can assess him without petition or approval by him. We do have an
ordinance providing for assessments for persons petitioning for improvements
but the State Code authorizes the town to impose these assessments without a
petition. There are certain procedures which have to be followed to do this.
Mr. Wiles stated he was not suggesting whether council should or shouldn't
utilize this authority, but felt they should be aware that they do have it.

Mayor Dean welcomed the new Daily News-Record reporter.

Councilman Flory reported the town did receive an extension of time on their
sewer project in the Hisey Heights and North Avenue areas involving the P.S.E.
employees. The extension was for three months and should allow plenty of time
to complete the project.

Councilman Flory reported that we have received $2,250.00 from E.P.A. for
the final payment on Step I of the new sewerage plant project.

Councilman Flory reported that it had been brought to his attention that
traffic is still congested at the intersection of Rockingham Street and Stuart
Avenue and it may help to post a no left turn during certain hours of the day
at the stop light on Stuart Avenue heading north. Councilman Flory stated that
the Public Safety Committee might want to consider this suggestion.

Mr. Monger reported that several meetings ago council passed a resolution
on the sidewalks and drainage for the widening of Route 340. When Mrs. Leap
started to send the resolution back she noticed that it stated from the intersection
of Route 33 to the north corporate limits rather than Route 33 Business through
the intersection to Spotswood Avenue as had been discussed. Mr. Monger said he
had missed this and felt council was unaware of it also. He had called Mr. Evans
of the Highway Department and he did not know it was worded it this way. He
suggested we change the wording to read Route 33 Business to Spotswood Avenue
intersection.

Mrs. Leap was instructed to change the resolution. It will read as follows:

WHEREAS, the Virginia Department of Highways and Transportation
has proposed certain improvements on Route 340 in the Town of Elkton
from the intersection of Route 33 to the intersection of Spotswood
Avenue and Route 340, and

WHEREAS, this project will provide a definite benefit to the
Town of Elkton; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton desires that certain improvements,
such as new sidewalk and drainage improvements, be included in this
project; and

WHEREAS, State Highway Commission Policy requires a contribution
from the Town of Elkton for these improvements.

NOW,. THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON, VIRGINIA, at its regular meeting on this 13th. day of June
1978, that:
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1. Elkton agrees to pay 50% of the cost of all new sidewalks
installed.

2. Elkton agrees to pay its share of the cost of storm drains
in accordance with State Highway Commission Policy adopted August 18,
1966.

3. Elkton agrees that parking will be prohibited at all times
throughout the limits of the above described project.

As there was no further business, Councilman Flory moved, seconded by Councilman
Dean to adjourn.

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The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held September 11, 1978
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, L. C. Life and
C. A. Schumacher. Charles Lawhorne, Chief, Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger,
Superintendent and R. Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

Councilman Randal Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Mrs. Alice Lough was present to inquire if council plans to do anything
about her request made at the July meeting to correct the dangerous situation
at the intersection of Rockingham Street and the extension of Jackson Avenue
created by high shrubbery obstructing the vision. She pointed out that this
is clearly a violation of Section 9, Item 9 of the Zoning Ordinance of the
Town of Elkton, Va. Two weeks after the July meeting Mrs. Lough wrote a letter
to the Board of Zoning Appeals regarding this violation. She received a reply
from the Secretary stating he had taken her complaint to the Town Superintendent
and discussed the same with the Chairman of the Board of Zoning Appeals. Mr,
Wiles, Town Attorney, was also contacted and he concluded that this does not
come under the jurisdiction of the Board unless Mr. Flory requested a variance.
It was the Secretary's understanding this would be handled by the Elkton Police
Department. At this time the shrubbery still has not been cut. Mrs. Lough
also presented a picture showing the height of the shrubbery.

Councilwoman Life thanked Mrs. Lough for her concern and welcomed her-
interest. She stated that it is her understanding that Mrs. Lough considers
this a safety hazard. She pointed out that this is a violation of the zoning
ordinance but that it is going to be impossible to take care of everyone. You
are going to step on someone's feet so you have to go with what is best for the
majority of the people. Laws are made, but they are also made so they can be
corrected. The Public Safety Committee, the Mayor and Town Superintendent met
and have looked into this situation and the effect it will have on everyone
else in town. There are quite a few who are in violation of this section of
the ordinance, not necessarily a height violation but are within 25 feet of
the intersection. This does not always present a safety hazard. The committee
decided that perhaps the ordinance needed amending and Mr. Wiles was contacted
to prepare an amendment. Councilwoman Life presented the proposed amendment.
The following sentence would be added to the present Section 9(9):

"The Town Superintendent, with the written concurrence
of the Chief of Police, may authorize an exception to
this provision when in his opinion a departure may be
made without destroying the intent of this provision
and public safety would not be significantly affected
thereby."

Councilwoman Life pointed out that the reason this change is suggested is
that there are so many areas that are in violation but are not safety hazards.
This is the reason Mr. Monger has not ruled on the complaint as he would have
to go throughout the whole community. This change to the ordinance will take
some time as the proposed amendment has to go to the Planning Commission and
there has to be a public hearing. The Planning Commission has ninety days to
act on this but council can deem a shorter period of time. The council also
has to refer the amendment to the Board of Zoning Appeals for their report
before the public hearing is held. Councilwoman Life told Mrs. Lough she felt
council could not enter into this any further than the proposed amendment and
going through the necessary procedure to get it passed but that she feels
something will be done on this complaint.

Mr. Gene Hensley introduced Mr. Malcolm Jones who would be his partner
in the proposed shopping center. Mr. Jones stated that his purpose was to
fill council in on where they stand on the shopping center at this point and
possible areas where they may need help. One of the areas the town might help
is in regards to the sprinkler system. At the present time the town does not
have a water system in this area that would allow merchants to obtain the
necessary insurance discounts to take advantage of sprinkler systems. Mr. Jones
felt that the town is near to having the potential for meeting these requirements.
He would like the town to make a formal application to the State of Virginia

Insurance Service Office for a review to tell the town what they need to do to
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upgrade their water system so they could meet the requirements needed to allow
businesses to get the insurance discounts. Another problem area where the town
may be of some help is the storm water drainage. Mr. Jones also pointed out
that they will need town utilities which will require additional lines to be
run to the site.

Mr. Lewis Jolly was present to answer any questions which might arise
regarding British Woods request on the water and sewer connections charges
in the Elkwood Subdivision.

Mr. Gary Nickerson of Arthur Beard Engineers was present and introduced
Mr. Al Wilson who is now associated with their firm in the Electrical Mechanical
Design Section. Mr. Nickerson reviewed the projects they have worked on with
the town over the past few years, the services that are available through their
firm and offered their services in any way they can be of help.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting August 14, 1978.

Councilman Flory reported he had just received notification on the grant
assistance in the amount of $933,800.00. Councilman Flory also reported he
has ask Gary Nickerson to come back in six weeks and meet with the Water and
Sewer Committee and any other member of council who is interested to brief
them on why the price on the sewerage plant project has escalated as it has.

Councilman Flory reported he has discussed with Mr. Schumacher, Mr. Holt
and Mr. Monger the request from Mr, Jolly regarding water and sewer connections
in Elkwood. They are in agreement with the request, but would like some kind
of agreement that British Woods will still be responsible for putting in the
laterals as they lay the roads in future sections. Mr. Flory also asked that
British Woods instruct their realty people that are selling the lots that the
water and sewer hookup connection charges will be at the prevailing rate Elkton
is charging.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman C. A. Schumacher that
the council go along with Mr. Jolly's request that they not pay for water and
sewer connection charges when lots are bought but that the real estate people
instruct the buyers that they will pay a water and sewer connection charge at
the towns prevailing rate when they request a connection to the towns lines.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory that an
ordinance to amend Section 9(9) of the Town Zoning Ordinance go to the Planning
Commission and that the Planning Commission will report back their results in
a period of sixty days. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilwoman Life presented a report gotten together by Superintendent
Monger giving the breakdown of our garbage services and costs. The committee
is thinking about possibly going into commercial hauling. The biggest problem
is commercial refuse collection and the main problem in this area is the need
for a new truck to give a cleaner service. Three alternatives were given in
the report and the committee's suggestion is to try alternate "C" to contract
for commercial hauling for large and small businesses for a period of one year
and the town continue to haul the residential refuse.

Councilwoman Life moved, seconded by Councilman Schumacher that the council
accept Alternate "C" and try commercial pickup for large and small businesses
for a period of one year with the town still picking up residential and
maintaining the old trash truck.

Councilmen Flory and Dean both felt they would like to have a little more
time to consider this proposal.

Councilwoman Life withdrew her motion and Councilman Schumacher his second.
This will be considered a First Reading on the proposal to have commercial pickup
for large and small businesses for a period of one year with the town still
picking up residential and maintaining the old trash truck.





Councilman Flory reported that as a matter of record, regarding the shopping
center that is going in, he will be abstaining from any decisions regarding this
project as in an indirect way his company does business with Mr. Jones who sits
on the board of another company. He has turned this project over to Mr. Holt
who is on the Water and Sewer Committee. Mr. Schumacher, the other member on
this committee, will work with the electric so he did not feel it would be fair
to put the water and sewer on him also.

Councilman Schumacher reported that Vepco has been granted a rate increase
of about 19%. Vepco has not given the final figures on how to estimate the rate
so the Electric Committee cannot at this point propose any new rates for the
town. It appears the rate will be about 12% on the retail level. They hope
to have something by the next meeting. The new rates go into effect the end
of September.

Councilman Flick reported that Mr. Monger has advertised for street work as
set up in the schedule on Marshall Avenue between Fourth and Fifth Streets,
"F" Street from the old town boundaries to Davis, First Street from Spotswood
to Wirt and Wirt Avenue from First to Shenandoah. Mr. Monger reported he has
received no bids at this time so he will advertise again.

Councilman Flick reported that he has not been able to contact Mr. Shuler
regarding the naming of the alley on the north end of town and suggested it
might be a good idea to refer this to the Planning Commission. Council agreed
to do this.

Councilman Flick reported on a letter from Mr. Pete Meadows of 227 Washington
Avenue. Mr. Meadows rents a house at this address and he feels his family's
health is endangered by the lack of drainage in this area and wants to know
what the council can do about it. This area has had some drainage work done
in the past. Mayor Dean stated that Mr. Monger has been in contact with the
Farmers Home Administration who finances new homes in the area and Mr. Monger
is going to try to drain the area again. Mr. Monger stated that they will do
the best they can but this area will always have water until the town spends
approximately $75,000.00 to $100,000.00 for a drain.

Councilwoman Life reported that we do not have a Recreation Director as yet.
A meeting has been tentatively set for Wednesday to interview applicants.

Councilwoman Life reported that Mrs. ILeap is going to write Representative
Robinson to get the towns name on the list to get an American flag. As for
the State flags, you have to purchase these. She has the price and requested
permission to order two flags at the price of $19.27 each.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moﬁed, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean and carried
to purchase two Virginia State flags at a cost of $38.54, one to be put on the pole
immediately and the other to have in reserve.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to send the
proposed amendment to Section 9(9) of the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia: "Setback Building Lines" to the Planning Commission. The vote was
recorded as follows:

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Mr. Wiles pointed out that the Zoning Ordinance itself provides that the
council shall refer any proposed amendment to the Board of Zoning Appeals for
a report before a public hearing.

Appeals and the Planning Commission.

Councilman Flory reported that last Saturday he was approached by a citizen
that suggested the town look into the possibility of putting in a small boat
ramp down where the race runs into the river for recreational purposes. They
did not think it would cost more than $100.00 or so. Councilman Flory had
told the person to contact Councilwoman Life who is the town's representative
on the Recreation Commission. Councilwoman Life said she would look into this.

Councilman Randal Dean reported that at the last meeting he and the Mayor
were asked to look into the increased cost of the Police Liability Insurance.
After checking the increase, they found it to be only $100.00 after adding the
auxiliary police officers. The Treasurer was authorized to send payment for
the insurance.

There was no Finance Report due to the audit.

Councilman Dean stated that if council wants more detailed reports on the
audit report which they received with their minutes maybe he could get the CPA
down for the special meeting. He briefly reviewed the report. As council
wanted more time to look over the report, they decided to wait until the special
meeting to approve the report

As there was no further business, Councilman Flory moved to adjourn.

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The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held October 9, 1978
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,
L. C. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police, Norma Leap,
Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent, and Bruce Wiles, Attorney, were also
present.

Councilman Randal Dean opened the meeting with prayer.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and
carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting September 11, 1978.

Councilman Holt reported that the Auxiliary Police Force is in need of
something in the way of a heavy uniform or coats. The town has two old police
cars setting down on the lot which could be sold and Councilman Holt felt the
money could be used to buy these heavy coats for the Auxiliary Force, with
the understanding the use of these will be for as long as a man is a member
of the Auxiliary Force. If he leaves, all equipment and uniforms remain the
property of the Auxiliary Police Force.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life that
when and if the police cars are disposed of, the proceeds be donated to the
Auxiliary Police Force for acquisition of equipment, such equipment to be
retained by the force as long as it is part of the Elkton Police Department.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Holt reported that the amendment to Section 9(9) of the Town
zoning Ordinance has been considered by both the Town Planning Commission and
the Board of Zoning Appeals. While they cannot make any recommendations until
such time as there can be a public hearing on the ordinance amendment, it
was Councilman Holt's understanding that neither body has any objections to
the amendment. The date of October 26, 1978 at 7:30 P.M. was set for a joint
public hearing by the Town Council and the Planning Commission.

Councilwoman Life reported that she had taken it upon herself to request
Mr. Monger and Chief Lawhorne to make a survey of the town to see the number
of violations of Section 2(9) of the Zoning Ordinance. From their inspection
they found approximately 70 buildings in violation and approximately 234 trees
and shrubs. A list was presented to each council member of the 13 which were
considered to be safety hazards and what action was recommended. They suggested
an inspection be made each year. Councilman Holt reported no action could be
taken on this until the ordinance amendment is passed.

Councilman Flory reported he had called, on behalf of our attorney, the
attorney for the estate of Charles Miller to try to speed up his process for
the purchase of land for the sewerage treatment plant because the loan from
FmHA for Step III of the Sewerage Treatment Plant Project will be coming
available within the next three months. In Step III it stipulates that you
have to show a bonafide clear title to the land and as yet nothing has been
done. Mr. Wiles reported to Councilman Flory that the attorney has made a
rough draft so we can purchase the property but it could still be a while.
Councilman Flory said he may be calling on the Mayor to talk with this attorney
if he does not proceed as he should, as the program could be in danger if
we do not get title to this land.

Councilman Flory reported that the Town still owes Arthur Beard Associates
$12,000.00 which is the town's 25% on Step II of the Sewerage Treatment Plant.
The 75% from EPA has been paid. The Finance Committee met and since there is
some money available suggests we pay $10,000.00 of this debt.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean to approve
the First Reading to pay Arthur Beard Associates $10,000.00 on the contract
price of $12,000.00. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Schumacher reported that the council needs to make provisions
to recover the rate increase from VEPCO which will be effective September 30,
1978. The increase seems to be 15.1% on the retail level and 19.86% on the
wholesale level. There will be a 2.291mills per kwh surcharge also.

Councilman C. A. Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory
to adopt atentative electric rate increase of 15.1% plus a 2.291 mills per kwh
surcharge retroactive to the last billing period.

Councilman C. A. Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to
amend the motion to add that each schedule of electric rates be amended to
show this increase. The vote on the motion as amended was recorded as follows:

Hall & Hall which included a copy of an order of the State Corporation Commission

concerning an application for transfer of a portion of Certificate of Public
Convenience and Necessity as a Common Carrier of Passengers No. P-2034, Route
10, that portion reading "Front Royal, Virginia thence over U. S. Highway 340

via Luray and Elkton to Waynesboro, Virginia". This involves a proposed transfer

of authority from Virginia Stage Lines, Inc. (Continental Trailways) to Quick-
Livick, Inc.

Councilwoman Life reported that she has noticed that the council is not
getting the agenda in the paper. She felt this is a good thing and suggested
that she and the councilmen get on the ball and get the agenda to the clerk
so the paper can get it.

Councilwoman Life reported we have received the United States flag and
two State flags. The lights are back on at the triangle also.

Mr. Monger reported that someone ran into the wall on the triangle and
busted a portion of it. This is the reason the lights are out again.

Councilwoman Life reported that at the last meeting her committee had
suggested going to commercial hauling on small and large businesses.

Councilwoman Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to approve on
Second Reading the choice of "Alternate C" and try commercial pickup for large
and small businesses for a period of one year with the town still picking up
residential and maintaining the old trash truck.

Councilwoman Life and Mr. Monger will work with Mr. Wiles on a contract.

Councilwoman Life reported that the Recreation Commission members that she
has worked with are working people and she wants them to know that. They have
had two meetings to interview applicants for a Recreation Coordinator under
the Ceta Program, one on September 20th. and one on September 27th. There were
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nine applicants, six of which were interviewed. The commission did choose

one above the others but the bad thing is that Mr. Leap, Chairman, had received
word on September 26th., the day before the last interviews, that the Ceta funds
have been frozen. Councilwoman Life stated that she felt they should all
realize that the Recreation Commission has been functioning and giving their
services to the town for a long time and felt sure they would continue to do
so. They do have a goal in mind to do more with the park. Councilwoman Life
requested that the Community Center on Terrace Avenue be included in the town
janitorial services. Mr. Monger felt possibly this could be done once a

month. The Recreation Commission will be requesting Revenue Sharing funds
also.

Councilman Holt reported he did have some additional information on the
P.S.E. and Ceta Programs. He had talked with Congressman Robinson's office
Friday and again today and they reported Congress is still planning to adjourn
Saturday but they are doing everything they can to get this bill passed.

Maybe not before Thanksgiving but hopefully this year.

Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H. Flick and
carried to approve the Finance Report for September.

Councilman Dean reviewed the audit report with council.

Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory and
carried to approve the audit report for the year ending June 30, 1978.

Councilwoman Life questioned if the VEPCO refund could now be refunded
to the customers. Councilman Schumacher stated that they had received word a
few days ago that VEPCO will not appeal the courts decision. The Electric
Committee plans to meet this coming month to discuss the means in which this
refund will be distributed.

Councilman Flory stated he liked what the company doing the audit did
last year in presenting a comparison of the past year with the present. He
ask the Finance Committee to check to see if this could be done again next
year when we have the audit.

JOINT PUBLIC HEARING
October 26, 1978

A Joint Public Hearing was held October 26, 1978 at 7:30 P.M. by the
Elkton Town Council and The Planning Commission for the purpose of hearing
public opinion on the proposed amendment to Section 9(9) of the Zoning Ordinance
of the Town of Elkton, Virginia: "Setback Building Lines". Mayor Dean called
the hearing to order. The following council members were present: B. B. Holt
and L., C. Life. Norma Leap, Clerk and Gerald Monger, Superintendent were also
present. Planning Commission members present were: G. W. Berry, Hiram Monger
and Calvin Shaffer.

The following citizens were present: Mrs. M. W. Lough and Mr. John

The Mayor brought up the question that if a person would not agree with
the Town Superintendent's ruling, what would be the person's recourse. The
question had been ask by Mr. Calvin Shaffer.

Councilman Holt was not sure but his opinion was that council creates
ordinances and any action taken by an employee of the town is subject to
review and revocation by the council. If someone disagrees with a decision
the proper course of action would be to bring it to the Mayor's attention and
if he feels it should be brought to council, he will do so. The council
could then act to revoke the action. There is a section which says council
should not be responsible for enforcing the ordinances but Councilman Holt
felt that council creates the ordinances and should be able to oversee the
enforcement of them.

Mayor Dean pointed out that the Zoning Ordinance Book states that questions
will first go to the Board of Zoning Appeals and then, if necessary, to the courts.

Councilman Holt said he feels there is an informal way this thing can be
handled. The matter could be brought to council's attention and council could
discuss the matter with the Town Superintendent and Chief of Police and possibly
solve it that way.

Councilwoman Life agreed with this method of solving problems.

Mrs. M. W. Lough agreed with this method of handling problems and with the
amendment to the orxdinance.

Mr. Calvin Shaffer stated he agreed with the variance, but his only question
was how would matters be solved if you didn't agree with the Town Superintendent
and Chief of Police's ruling.

Councilman Holt said he feels a person could always come to council and if
council does not solve the matter, they have recourse to the courts.

Mr. G. W. Berry questioned if the ordinance does not indicate that the
decision will be a joint effort between the Town Superintendent and the Chief of
Police and council stated that it does.

Councilman Holt reported that they are contemplating a matter which
possibly might involve litigation if council takes certain action and so council
should be briefed on the alternatives by the town attorney. Councilman Holt
stated he plans to move to go into Executive Session for this purpose later
in the meeting.

Councilman Flory reported on a letter from Mr. Peter A. Bonavita requesting
a hookup to the town water system. He lives just outside the town limits, off
east Rockingham Street. He understands there is a $400.00 hookup fee. The
town water line runs right by his property and Councilman Flory felt there would
be no problem with reduction of water pressure in this area.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to allow
Mr. Peter A. Bonavita to hookup to the town water system providing there is no
reduction in water pressure and at the prevailing hookup rates. The vote was
recorded as follows:

Councilman Flory reported that he was unable to attend the meeting with
Gary Nickerson today but that Councilmen Flick, Holt, and Schumacher were
present, along with Mr. Monger and Mr. Harold Leet, who is going to help with
the waste water treatment plant. Mr. Monger taped the meeting and Councilman
Flory plans to review the tape before discussing the meeting.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life to
approve on Second Reading the payment of $10,000.00 to Arthur Beard Associates
on the contract price of $12,000.00, The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Schumacher reported that he has been approached by the Fire
Company who requested that council pay $63.61 for current used at the Firemen's
Carnival in June. This has been the practice in the past. The Electric
Committee recommends that council pay this amount, however in an effort to
keep better track of the free electricity used, the committee would like, in
the future, that these requests for free electricity be made individually prior
to the event.

Councilman C. A. Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory that
the town pay the $63.61 for electricity used by the Fire Company at their
carnival. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman C. A. Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory
that people wishing free electricity make their request prior to the using

Councilman Schumacher reported that in discussing the refund of money
from Vepco, there were some people who felt this money should be used for
recreation and others don't. The Electric Committee plans to place a ballot
in the next electric bill so each consumer will have the opportunity to cast
his vote and council will be guided by this straw vote as to whether the money
is to be returned to the consumer or used for recreation. Complete information
would go in with the ballot regarding the average refund in general for families
of two, three, four, etc. and businesses of various sizes.

Councilman Holt suggested placing another option on the ballot, "other
town purposes”. This would give people another choice if they did not prefer
recreation.

Councilman Flory felt it would be more palatable that when you send the
letter you give ideas of what the money is to be used for or how the use would
be determined. There would be a greater chance of the citizens voting to donate
the money if they knew how it would be used.

Councilwoman Life and Councilman Flick felt that people not wanting to
donate their money should not have to do so. Councilwoman Life suggested that
perhaps the businesses would donate their portion, but other members of council
felt this would not be fair.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt that
Councilman C. A. Schumacher and his committee write up a proposal to offer
to the citizens of Elkton an opportunity, on a ballot in their electric bill,
to vote on the following two alternatives: (1) a full rebate or (2) have
the Elkton Recreation Commission and a representative from each civic organization
of the Town of Elkton get togehter, within a three month period, to formulate
a plan as to how the money will be used. The Mayor will chair the committee.
The citizens will then be given the opportunity to hear and approve the plan
in a public hearing. The administrative cost of this program will come out
of the rebate. The vote was recorded as follows:

It was thought proper to resurface "F" Street to
save whatever surface remained.

It is hoped that a minor project can be completed
on Chestnut Street in the very near future that
will help alleviate the flooding conditions on
that street.

No meeting of the Street Committee was held but
all members have been made aware of the above
report.,
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Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to
approve on Second Reading an ordinance to amend Section 9(9) of the Zoning
Oordinance of the Town of Elkton, Virginia: "Setback Building Lines" which
reads as follows:

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 9(9) OF THE
ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE TOWN
OF EIKTON, VIRGINIA:

"SETBACK BUILDING LINES"

BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON,
VIRGINIA, THAT SECTION 9(9) OF THE ZONING ORDINANCE, ELKTON, VIRGINIA,
BE AMENDED TO READ AS FOLILOWS:

(9) On any corner lot there shall be no
planting, structure, fences, shrubbery or obstruction
to vision more than three (3) feet higher than the
curb level within twenty-five (25) feet of the inter-
section of any two street lines in Residence Districts.
The Town Superintendent, with the written concurrence
of the Chief of Police, may authorize an exception to
this provision when in his opinion a departure may be
made without destroying the intent of this provision
and public safety would not be significantly affected
thereby.

Councilwoman Life reported that she attended a United Services meeting on
October 12th. and was very impressed with the meeting. She reported that her
committee met on October 18th. and the Recreation Commission met on October 26th.
The Commission is hoping the Ceta Funds will open up by December and they plan
to reapply to the Screening Committee for their needs. The persons on the
Recreation Commission have been divided up into different activities to keep
the various programs going. There has been a meeting on basketball); roller
skating starts next Monday night ; the Disco Inferno is being organized by
Randall Snow at the high school with the help of four of the high school
students and that starts this weekend.

Councilwoman Life stated she wanted to tell Mr. Monger how glad she was
to see the triangle fixed. She said she likes to thank people and on her list
she has the new state flag has been put up, new street signs, lines painted,
Chief Lawhorne has held a road block for town stickers, so everyone has been

busy.
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Mayor Dean thanked Councilwoman Life and Mr. Monger for the work done on
the application for the litter grant.

Councilman H. D. Flory moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to approve the Finance Report for October.

Councilman Flory ask that if council has any creative ideas along the lines
of projects, it appears that the new Ceta Program is going to be based on projects.
They don't fund money along the lines of capital outlay but they do fund money
for labor. The Water & Sewer Committee, with the help of Gerald Monger, will
have some projects lined up to submit and he suggested if any other departments
have something they discuss it with Mr, Monger.

Mr. Wiles stated the question had been asked at an earlier meeting if there
was a time limit for spending revenue sharing monies. The regulations state
that the money has to be used, obligated or appropriated within the two year
period.

Mayor Dean reported that there will be a Regional Legislative Meeting
sponsored by the Virginia Municipal League December 7, 1978 at the Sheraton
Inn I-81 in Harrisonburg at 6:00 P,M. and urged all the council members to
attend.

Councilman Holt reported that four of the six Planning Commission members
met in two all day sessions within the last month to go over the comprehensive
plan. They have come up with suggested modifications. They may meet again
next Monday if they can get the planner to come over. The full Planning Commission
will meet on November 27th. and go over the modifications and comprehensive
plan. He hopes to bring this before council within the next month or so.

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SPECIAL
COUNCIL MEETING
December 1, 1978

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 1, 1978 at
10:00 A.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: R. R. Dean, S. P. H. Flick, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt and
C. A. Schumacher. Councilwoman Life was absent. Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald
Monger, Superintendent, and Bruce Wiles, Attorney, were also present.

Mayor Dean explained the purpose of the meeting to be to discuss utility
services for the purposed shopping center Shen-~Elk Plaza and to try to come
to some type of agreement with the developers.

Councilman Holt reported that the Water & Sewer Committee, along with
Councilman Schumacher who is also Chairman of the Electric Committee and
Councilman Flick have met along with the Mayor and Mr. Monger and have been
working on the proposals with the developers. On November 3rd. the developers
wrote to Mr. Monger with a proposal of what they wanted. They requested the
following services from the town:

1. 1Installation of sanitary sewer main to the site and on the site
to the front of the building as shown on the attached drawing.
To this, each tenant's sewer line would be connected with the
developer being responsible in the normal fashion for running
the sewer line from the building to the town's sewer main.

2., 1Installation of 8-inch water mains, fire hydrants, and a water
supply adequate to provide fire portection as required by the
State-wide Building Code. Such water supply should be adequate
to insure the lowest possible insurance rates, including a
complete loop system on and off site. From this main water
line, you would tap off and provide the normal meter box to
which the property owner would be responsible for extending
the water lines from the buildings.

3. Installation of electric service to the site and en the site to
tenant's rear wall as required by each tenant. This electric
service would be dropped into the location of the main disconnect
panel for each of the tenants at which location the meter bases
would be installed by the town in the manner as customarily
handled for other electric installation in the town at the present
time.

In conjunction with the installation of the utilities as set forth above,
the developer of ShenElk Plaza would be responsible for paying the scheduled
utility connection fees as presently published by the Town of Elkton for such
service connections.

In conjunction with obtaining the necessary rights of way, or easement,
for the sewer and water lines along Shenandoah Avenue, in front of the Junior
order property, the developer would also expect the Town of Elkton to acquire
sufficient land area to include, in addition to the utilities mentioned, an
area where the town could install and connect storm water drainage pipe to
their property line at its northeast corner where they would connect for their
storm water runoff piping. :

As presented to the town on their overall site development plan, it is
expected that the amount of water that would come through this pipe would be
no greater than the water that is currently flowing through this pipe as a
result of normal run off onto Memorial Park to the south, and the french drains
that come from the developer's property and connect to this main drain line at
various locations on the Junior Order property. It is the developer's intention
to eliminate any need for water to flow through these lines if they are permitted
to proceed with the development of their storm water control system as shown
on their plan.

This overall storm water drainage system has been designed in such a manner
that the developer will in no way increase the rate of flow through this storm
water pipe to an amount greater than what is currently flowing through the pipe
and it is highly likely that, in most cases, the flow rate will actually be
decreased as a result of their storm water detention facilities that will allow
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storm water to percolate into the soil on their property without running off
to the adjoining properties as it is currently doing. 1In view of the above,
it is the developer's contention that the town's responsibility for storm
water run-off has not changed, based on no increase in run-off from this
project.

Councilman Holt stated that this proposal represents a large amount of
money, far beyond the capabilities of the town, so on November 15th. the
following committee and town officials met and made the following counter
proposal:

NOVEMBER 15, 1978 WITH THE FOLLOWING PRESENT: H. D. FLORY,
CARI. SCHUMACHER, BILL HOLT, AND GERALD K. MONGER.

IV. STORM DRAINAGE
A. Developer's responsibility in accordance with
guidelines set by Town Superintendent.
B. Town to provide support in developer's efforts to
obtain necessary permits and/or easements.

All utility lines up to the meters to become town property and
to be maintained by the Town.

The developers felt they could not accept the counter proposal and the
town received an extensive correspondence from the developer stating why they
felt the town should meet their request and asking to meet with the committee and
the Mayor on November 27th, or 30th. to fully resolve all questions once and
for all.

The committee met again to consider the developer's response. Realizing
there is potential benefit to the town, the committee felt there was a possibility
of a little more flexibility on the part of the town. As a conseguence, the
committee expanded the town's proposal to include the following:

Proposal 2

As in minutes of Water, Sewer, Electric Committee Meeting of 11/15/78
with the additional provisions:

A. Developer will pay no town real estate taxes until such
time as the amount of such tax levied is equal to the cost
of materials used in projects specified as joint efforts
in the 11/15/78 minutes.

B. This amortization will be computed on the basis of principal
amount only. WNo interest will be involved.
C. This agreement applies to the present developers only.
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Proposal 3

1. Town provide sewer lines from the pumping station to the property
line.

2. Town provide water line from the well to the property line.

3. Developer to prepay all connection fees and meter charges for
all units of the development.

4. Water charges to be based upon 3/4" water connections. Additional
charges required by larger lines to be paid at connection time.

Remaining responsibilities as specified in the minutes of the
committee meeting of 11/15/78.

As there had been no official response from the developer, Mr. Malcolm
Jones or Mr. Gene Hensley was ask to respond. Mr. Jones pointed out that the
request for the water lines of such substantial size and involving substantial
sums of money is not by choice on their part but is the result of a building
code regulation that the Town of Elkton abides by, as does Rockingham County
and the State of virginia. The developer's concern is having too much money
involved in the project to make it economically feasible. They feel there
are some instances where the town can do more. One of the major areas is the
extensions of water lines along the front of Shenandoah Avenue which will serve
the developer's purpose but would be of benefit to the town also. The developer
feels that Proposal 2 which would be the proposition that the developer would
participate in the cost of furnishing pipe to the city, paying for and reimbursing
the city for any expenses they have on the pipe would be the preferred way to
go with the understanding that as the property developed and as the tax revenue
increased an agreement could be worked out that the developer could be reimbursed
by the community at that time on an amount not to exceed the taxes that would
otherwise be payable.

Councilman Holt stated he did not understand the proposal this way. It
was his understanding that it would reduce the amount of money the developer
has involved in property in an amount equal to the amount of tax levied each
year. There will be no actual exchange of funds. Mr. Jones said either way
- would be fine with him.

Mr. Jones ask that two points be clarified. One is that the proposal as
outlined at the last was that the developer would furnish the pipe running from
the corner of their property to the northeast corner where it joins with the
Junior Order on Shenandoah Avenue. There is a 675 foot extension running
eastward along Shenandoah Avenue, under US340 and up to a point where the water
line currently serving Elkwood stops, which is a ten inch line. The purposal
ask that this be a ten inch line. From a firefighting capability standpoint,
the developer only needs an 8" line to get maximum credit on their insurance.
They request the town pay the difference between the 8" and 10" line on this
section at the beginning of the project, not wait until it is reimbursed
through taxes.

The other request would be that the town work the same arrangements with
respect to the line running in the opposite direction down Shenandoah Avenue
along the frontage of the property to the N & W tracks. The town furnish the
labor to install it and they would furnish the pipe under the same tax credit
plan. This contrary and above what the committee purposed. Mr. Jones felt
that at the bare minimum, if they were to put this pipe in, they would only
install 8" pipe. If the town desires 10" pipe, then if the town doesn't go
along with their request for at least participating in the cost of installation,
then the town would pay any additional cost over and above what would normally
be incurred, labor and materials, for installation of a 10" rather than 8"
line which is all the developer needs.

It appeared that these requests would cost the town approximately $3,500.00
extra.

Mr. Jones pointed out some of the benefits he felt the town would receive.
He also stated they would not ask for any firm commitment from the town until

they are sure the shopping center will go through.

Mayor Dean went over the cost figures on the proposal.

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Mr. Norris shifflett questioned what the total amount of money would the
town be paying and would the donation of the property along the road be an
asset or liability?

Mr. Monger said the road is in the county and would most likely be the
State's responsibility. The total cost to the town for all utilities, including
electric, would be approximately $90,000.00.

Mayor Dean pointed out that it is the town's policy to furnish electricity
to anyone in our domain and also has been the town's policy to run water and
sewer for at least 100' which involves most of the cost here. The only
additional cost that the town is going out of their way for is to provide some
of the installation cost.

Mr. Jones reviewed some of the revenues he anticipated the town would
receive from this shopping center.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. D. Flory to approve
the First Reading, subject to whatever legal restrictions may be placed upon
this agreement, that the town agree to offer the following proposal to the

REGULAR
COUNCIL MEETING
December 11, 1978

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held December 11, 1978
at 8:00 P.M. with the Mayor, Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: S. P. H. Flick, R. R. Dean, H. D. Flory, B. B. Holt,

L. ¢. Life and C. A. Schumacher. Charles Lawhorne, Chief of Police, Norma Leap,
Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Bruce Wiles, Attorney were also present.

The meeting was opened with the pledge to the flag.

Mrs. Hester Cubbage was present to ask how she was to go about getting a
mailing address so her mail would be delivered to her home. Councilman Flick
explained that the council has named the alley running along her property as
requested by the Post Office and she will have to go to Mr. Shuler at the
Post Office to receive a street number.

Mr. Jim Mooney of the Moody-Bernstein Co., operating under a subsidiary
called The Bernstein Group, Inc., out of Columbus, Ohio was present. This
company builds apartments in rural communities of 20,000 or less through the
Farmers Home Administration. The community of Elkton was suggested to Mr.
Mooney by Mr. Brown, the District Director of the FmHA, in Harrisonburg, Va.
Mr. Mooney has looked over the community and has found two sites which possibly
would be suitable. He does not know at this point if the sites are available.
His purpose for attending the council meeting was two fold. One, to introduce
this to the town council and second, to review with council an insert from
the FmHA manual, and some of the projects they are now engaged in. They are
anticipating, if ground can be found in the amount of 4 to 5 acres, to build
from 40 to 60 units, with 60% being two bedroom, 40% one bedroom apartments.
The FmHA will require Mr. Mooney'’s group to obtain a letter from the town
granting permission to hook on to the town water and sewer system and stating
what zoning is in the area. Mr. Mooney does not need this letter until he
finds a site of ground to build on. At this point he would need the letter
from council plus another from the Zoning Committee stating the zoning has
been approved if it isn't properly zoned now.

Councilman Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. R. Dean and carried to
approve the minutes of the November 13th. regular meeting and the December
lst. and 4th. special meetings.

Councilman Holt reported on the questions raised at the December 4th.
special meeting, which he was unable to attend due to.illness, regarding the
money alloted in the Revenue Sharing Money for the Police Department Communications.
He felt the principal question was had this been budgeted. Councilman Holt
explained that when both these programs were created it was done so with the
understanding that they would be paid for out of Revenue Sharing. There are
two programs. One is the Telecopier. The need for the telecopier was generated
by the fact that all the magistrates are located in Harrisonburg and it was found
necessary to strip the town of police protection in order to take a person to
Harrisonburg when arrested to be placed in jail. This telecopier allows the
officers to send the information to the magistrate, a warrant is sent back and
as we have reactivated our lockup we do not have to leave the town unprotected
by going to Harrisonburg. This program has saved the town money. The telex
system links our police department with the state police, the federal authorities,
the criminal data bank, the county, and police systems all over the country
and has provided a rapid source of information. Councilman Holt felt another
important aspect, at least to him, was that every man who works on a police
department likes to feel he is working with a cracker jack outfit and the
fact that the town has this telex and the other equipment has helped morale
and helped keep the personnel we have.

Councilman Holt went on to explain that the Police Department is ahead of
budget but that they have some problems coming up which may make it necessary
to spend these savings. The PSE Program has changed and we have lost the full
time police officer. It may be necessary within the near future to employ
another full time officer.

Mr. Wiles reported that in regards to the acquisition of land for the
sewerage treatment plant, this should come before the courts on the 18th.
of this month.
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Councilman Schumacher reported that Mr. Wiles found a technicality which
kept the town from having a vote on the electric refund money and as there
is a motion on the books to have the vote, he felt council should make a motion
to reconsider this.

Councilman C. A. Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to
reconsider the motion made last month regarding a vote on the refund of electric
funds. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman C. A, Schumacher moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt to
nullify the motion made at the regular meeting November 13, 1978 regarding having
a vote on the refund of electric funds. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Schumacher reported that the money will be refunded to all the
consumers who paid money in during this period of time. A voucher will be sent
out to those due refunds which will give them a credit on their electric bill
when presented and signed at the Treasurer's Office.

Councilman Flick reported that he has received the following requests
since the last regular meeting:

Lloyd and Irma Winegard ruts in alley
Mrs. Tina Clark - ruts in alley
Stanley and Hazel Crider drainage problem
Dave and Sandy Loker - drainage (Elkwood)

Councilman Flick stated that Mr. Monger has assured him that the Winegard,
Clark and Loker problems have been taken care of and that he hopes in the near
future to install a drainage pipe that will help the Crider problem.

Councilman Flick also reported that Mrs. J. C. Black has ask to be contacted
before any concrete work is done on her sidewalk and drainage problem. A bid
on the "F" Street job was to have been received within the last few weeks but
has not been received.

Councilwoman Life gave the following report:

The litter program was accepted by the Department of Conservation
and we have received our money of $475.00 for this program. This
program will coincide with the Clean-Up Week in May.

A report was given on a letter from the Virginia Governor's
Conference on Library and Information Services. The letter
ask for the council to submit the names of three to five
people who might be chosen to serve on Governor Dalton's
Library Conference in March and from these persons perhaps
someone might be chosen to serve on the National Conference
at the White House. Four names have been submitted and
Councilwoman Life is waiting to hear from this.

The letters concerning the shrubbery safety hazards have gone
out and the people in violation have until January 15th.

Garbage collection is doing better.

Councilwoman Life attended the Recreation Commission meeting.
The CETA funding for a Recreation Coordinator does not look
good. Skating was better last week and the other programs are
going. The following are the names of those serving on the
Recreation Commission for 1979.

Men's basketball has started, mixed volley ball has started,
roller skating is going better and boy's basketball has started.
Bridge is open to anyone at 7:00 P.M, on Monday nights and
roller skating on Monday nights at 7:00 P.M.

There is a backstop which needs to be completed. A grader or
frontend loader, along with labor for about four hours, will
be needed to complete this project. Mr. Monger has been asked
to help with this.

Mr. Monger reported that Rockingham County has requested the use of the
Community Hall every Wednesday in January. They plan to sponsor Disco Dance
Iessons for adults.

Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt and carried
to approve the Finance Report for November.

Mayor Dean suggested we may wish to consider a maintenance contract on
the NCR machine. The machine was down for three days this month. When you
do not have a contract you don't get as quick a service. Councilman Schumacher
suggested we may want to consider individuals in the area who do electronic
repairs or firms in the area. Councilman Dean was ask to check on this.

Councilman Holt reported that the full Planning Commission has met
and essentially approved the Land Use Plan although final action has not been
taken. They are going into some more stages of the Comprehensive Plan and
are working very nicely on getting it on the way. When this plan does go
through the town is going to have to revise the zoning ordinances. The
Comprehensive Plan probably will not come to council before February or March.

Mayor Dean reported he was in contact with Mack Jones over the weekend
and he will not be back to council before the January meeting and possibly
the February meeting.

Councilwoman Life and Councilman Holt commended Councilman Schumacher on
his letter in the Daily News-Record regarding the utility services for the
purposed shopping center.

Mrs. Leap reported that the Street Maintenance Funds for 1977-78 have been
audited and were in order.

Mr. Monger reported that he had received a call regarding the line truck
which the town had bid $2,200.00 on about eight months ago. The bid had been
awarded to someone else but they did not take the truck and it is still available.
Some of the money which he had planned to use to purchase this truck has been
spent and there is only about $745.00 available. Mr. Monger was requested to
check the truck again and if it still seems to be a good deal the town will get
the money together to purchase it.

Mayor Dean expressed the town's thanks for the flag presented by the Jaycees.

As there was no further business, Councilman R. R. Dean moved, seconded by
Councilman B. B. Holt and carried to adjourn.
