Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt
to employ Warren Pence as the fifth full time police officer
effective January 6, 1984 at the starting salary of an experienced
officer. The vote was recorded as follows:

Mayor Dean stated that the next item on the agenda was the
Vepco rate increase which became effective October 30, 1983.

Councilman B. J. Ream moved, seconded by Councilman H. A. Leet
to adjust all electrical customer's monthly bills by adding a
wholesale power adjustment to compensate for Vepco's rate increase.
This adjustment will begin with bills due in January 1984 (power
consumed in December 1984) and continue until litigation involving
Vepco's price increase is completed. For billing purposes, this
increase will be added to the fossil fuel adjustment. The vote
was recorded as follows:

COUNCIL MEETING
January 9, 1984

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held January 9,
1984 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Charles E.
Dean presiding. The following council members were present: R. E,
Davis, S. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt, H. A. Leet, B. J. Ream and R. L,
Snow. Norma Leap, Clerk, Gerald Monger, Superintendent, Jeff Nadeau,
Chief of Police and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Councilman H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt
and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting December 12,
1983.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow
and carried to approve the minutes of the special meeting January 3,
1984.

Mr. Monger presented a request by Valley Hardware, owners of
the building at 3153 W. Spotswood Trail, for a permit to infringe on
the street approximately three (3) inches for the purpose of repairing
the front of their building. They may put a metal front rather than
brick on the building, but are undecided at this point which way
they will go.

Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H.
Flick and carried to allow Valley Hardware to infringe three (3)
inches upon the sidewalk for the purpose of repairing the front
of their building.

Mr. Monger reported that all the old junk and road equipment
have been removed from Elkwood except for one pile of pipe and
the pile of coal mix the town uses for patching. He also reported
that the garbage and bucket trucks were having problems but have
both been repaired.

Councilman Davis reported that the monthly police reports were
mailed to each council member along with the minutes.

Councilman Ream questioned if it would be appropriate to discuss
what projects the town has in progress and what priorities have
been set. Mayor Dean stated that as far as the Electric Committee
is concerned, the main issue would be the school contract. This
has more or less been put back in the town's lap and we need to
come up with something to measure the demand at the Elementary
School. The main issue for the entire council is the study on
the dispatching system.

Councilman Snow reported that Vepco officials have been down
to look at the lighting in Elkwood and the Street Committee is
waiting for prices from them on installing two new street lights,
one on the left going up Hillside and the other at the intersection
of Mapleleaf and Sweetgum.

Councilman Holt stated he knew council had discussed this
before, but he would like the Electric Committee to take another
look at the due date of our utility bills. As most people on
Social Security do not receive their checks until the 3rd. of
the month, he feels our due date places a hardship on them. After
some discussion, this was turned over to the Electric Committee
to study and bring back recommendations.

Councilman Holt reported that we need to pass an ordinance
on drinking in public as anyone arrested at present on this charge
has to be written up on a State warrant and the State receives
the revenues.

Councilman Holt presented the following First Reading to add
a new section to the town code regarding drinking alcoholic
beverages, or tendering to another, in public places:
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AN ORDINANCE TO ADD A NEW SECTION 9-3-102
TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

9-3-102. Drinking Alcoholic Beverages, or Tendering
to Another, in Publiec Place.

(a) 1If any person shall take a drink of alcoholic
beverages or shall tender drink thereof to another, whether
accepted or not, at or in any public place within the Town,
such person shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be
punished by a fine of not more than $100.

(b) This Section shall not prevent any person
from drinking alcoheolic beverages or offering a drink
thereof to another in those areas designated in Code of
Virginia, 1950, as amended, Section 4-78(b).

Councilman Holt reported that he, along with Mr. Monger and
the County Building Inspector, had checked some of the other buildings
in town which they felt might have similiar problems as the building
owned by the Valley Hardware. Letters have been sent informing
the owners of what was found and what steps they felt were needed
to correct the problem.

Councilman Leet reported that the proposal has been presented
to the County on the sewer across the river but we have received
no reply as yet.

Councilman Leet reported that when we had the last big rain
the town crew made an inspection of the town to determine the areas
where surface water is going into the sewer system. Two of the
biggest problem areas were the creek and above Blue Bell. It will
cost a good deal of money to correct these but it is something that
needs to be done and he feels we should be working toward this.

He suggested maybe correcting one of the areas this year and
appropriating money in next year's budget to correct one or two
more. He also reported that work is being done on putting the
large water line under Route 340 on the north end of town.

Mayor Dean read the following letter from John Hostetler,
Secretary of the Board of Zoning Appeals:

"The Board of Zoning Appeals of the Town of Elkton at
their regular annual meeting on January 3, 1984 makes

the following recommendations: Leroy Leap, whose

term expires 3/1/84 to serve another term. The unexpired
term of Harold Leet, who resigned upon his appointment

to the Town Council, needs to be filled. We recommend
Fred Bennett. The remainder of this term expires 3/1/87.

Respectfully submitted”

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman B. J. Ream
and carried to recommend to the court that Fred A. Bennett be
appointed to the Board of Zoning Appeals to fill the unexpired
term of Harold A. Leet which runs to 3/1/87.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to recommend to the court that Leroy M. Leap be

reappointed to the Board of Zoning Appeals to serve another term —

when his term expires 3/1/84.

Mayor Dean reported that the County Municipal League will
meet at Mount Crawford on January 18th. at 7:30 P.M. Representatives
from the Virginia Municipal League Insurance Group will be at the
meeting to discuss insurance.

Mayor . Dean presented a request from the govermment teacher
at Spotswood Senior High School for help in sponsoring students
to attend a Model General Assembly. The cost is $105.00 per student.
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Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman B. B. Holt
and carried to donate $105.00 to Spotswood Senior High School to
sponsor a student from the Elkton area to attend the Model General
Assembly.

Norma Leap reported that we have received our first quarterly
revenue sharing payment for Entitlement Period 15. According
to the payment received our total for the year should be about
$15,588.00. There are some changes in the regulations but we
have not received any official notification as to the changes
or the amount we are to receive. Council needs to decide on
how we plan to use the money and approve a budget.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
February 13, 1984 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with
the Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council
members were present: S. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt, H. A. Leet,
B. J. Ream and R. L. Snow. R:. E. Davis was absent. Norma Leap,
Clerk, Jeff Nadeau, Chief of Police, Gerald Monger, Superintendent
and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also present.

Councilman H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H.
Flick and carried to approve the minutes of the regular council
meeting January 9, 1984.

Mr. Monger distributed a written report to each member of
council and explained that he was not prepared tonight to recommend
any action on Item 3-Appropriation of Money under the Street
Committee.

Councilman 8. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to approve the Finance Report for the month of
January.

Councilman Flick reported that he had to be out of town for
a short while on personal matters but planned to have a Finance
Committee meeting shortly after his return to discuss a budget
for the Revenue Sharing monies.

Councilman Ream reported that the Electric Committee had
met and discussed the due date on our utility bills as requested.
The committee could not come up with a suitable alternative for
the existing billing and would therefore leave the procedure as
it is.

Councilman Snow reported that Mr. Monger, as per his report,
has received prices from Vepco for installing two street lights
in Elkwood. The cost would be $424.00 if we do the trenching.
Vepco will need a letter authorizing the installation before
they can begin construction.

Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman B. J.
Ream to send a letter to Vepco authorizing the installation of
two 175 watt mercury enclosed lights in Elkwood, with the town
doing the trenching, at a cost of $424.00. The vote was recorded
as follows:

Councilman Leet stated that his report was summed up in
Mr. Monger's report.

Councilman R. L. Snow moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet to go into Executive Session to discuss the acquisition
of property and personnel. The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular
Session.

Mayor Dean reported on a letter from Councilman R. E. Davis
requesting he be relieved of his position as Chairman of the
Public Safety Committee effective upon receipt of his letter.
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Mayor Dean recommended the following to serve on the Public
Safety Committee:

Councilman H. A. Leet
Councilman B. J. Ream
Councilman R. L. Snow
Mayor C. E. Dean, Chairman

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet and carried to accept the new Public Safety Committee as
recommended.

Councilman Holt reported that the Attorney General has
rendered an opinion that states in part " that a county
animal warden may not enforce a county ordinance prohibiting
dogs from running at large within the territority of an
incorporated town." Due to this ruling the county dog warden
can no longer enforce dog control in Elkton unless we pass a
new ordinance. This information has been passed on to Mr.
Davenport and he is preparing the necessary ordinance changes
for the council to adopt.

Councilman Holt reported that the Resident Engineer for
the Virginia Department of Highways and Transportation has
been trying to get Elkton to install gates and signals at the
railroad crossing on Marshall Avenue. It would cost approximately
$90,000.00 to do this. The State cannot help with this as the
town receives highway upkeep monies and it would be a big expense
for the town alone. The only possible solution they can see
at this point would be special legislation which they are working
on at this time.

Mayor Dean reported that the County Municipal League will
meet Wednesday, February 15th. at 7:30 P.M. at Mt. Crawford.
Those planning to attend should contact Mrs. Leap.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L.
Snow and carried to approve on Second Reading the following
new section to the town code regarding drinking alcoholic
beverages, or tendering to another, in public places:

AN ORDINANCE TO ADD A NEW SECTION 9-3-102
TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON, VIRGINIA

9-3-102. Drinking Alcoholic Beverages, or
Tendering to Another, in Public Place.

(a) If any person shall take a drink of
alcoholic beverages or shall tender drink thereof
to another, whether accepted or not, at or in any
public place within the Town, such person shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by
a fine of not more than $100.

(b} This Section shall not prevent any
person from drinking alcoholic beverages or offering
a drink thereof to another in those areas designated
in Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, Section 4-78(b).

It was brought to council's attention that it was necessary
to pass a resolution, acting as a bond, in the amount of $10,000.00
(we presently have one for %1,000.00) in regards to damages
which might arise due to ocur permits for utilities crossing
the state highways.

The following First Reading was made which authorizes the
Mayor to enter into a bond of $10,000.00:

WHEREAS, it becomes necessary from time to time for
the Town of Elkton to obtain permits from the
Virginia Department of Highways to install, construct,
reconstruct, maintain and operate certain public
works along, across, over and upon the highway system
of Virginia: and

WHEREAS, expense, damage or injury may be sustained
by the Commonwealth of Virginia growing out of the
granting to said Town of Elkton by the Virginia
Department of Highways of said permits for the work
aforesaid; and

WHEREAS, one of the conditions of such permit or
permits is that the Town of Elkton shall indemnify
the Commonwealth of Virginia against all damages

and injuries to the highways and bridges and to
persons or property lawfully upon such highways
caused by the willful or negligent acts or omissions
of the Town of Elkton. :

NOW, THEREFORE, the condition of this obligation is
such that if the said Town of Elkton shall in all
respects comply with all of the conditions of permit
or permits that have been, or will be, granted said
Town of Elkton, and shall indemnify and save harmless
the Commonwealth of Virginia against and from all loss,
cost, expense, damage or injury to highways and bridges
and tc persons and property lawfully on such highways
caused by the willful or negligent acts or omissions

of the Town of Elkton and growing out of the granting
of such permit or permits to said Town of Elkton, then
this obligation to be void, otherwise to be and remain
in full force and virtue.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the said Town of Elkton has caused
this bond to be executed and its official seal affixed
the day and year first above written, pursuant to an
ordinance adopted by its Council on the day of

March 12, 1984

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held March
12, 1984 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor Charles
E. Dean presiding. The following council members were present:
B. B. Holt, H. A. Leet, B. J. Ream and R. L. Snow. Councilman
R. E. Davis and S. P. H. Flick were absent., Norma Leap, Clerk,
Gerald Monger, Superintendent and Dale Davenport, Attorney were
also present.

Mr. H. Ditman Flory and I. Lynwood Flory III, representatives
of Seven-Up Bottling Company of Elkton, Inc., were present to
present a request to purchase the alley behind their property
on Terrace Avenue at 21.75 per square foot. Due to the loss
suffered by a fire, they hope to build another building twice
the size of the one that burned which would allow them to have
all their equipment inside or contained by a fence. Plans of
their proposed building were explained to council. They requested
council appoint a reviewing committee to consider their request.

Bob Necsary, representing Brown's Pharmacy, Inc. was present
regarding the dispatching system. He requested council to
seriously consider the benefits to the community and to vote
to keep our own dispatching system.

B. W. Gooden spoke regarding the request by Seven-Up Bottling
Company of Elkton, Inc. to purchase the alley behind their property.
He pointed out he felt this would hurt the other businesses on
the other end of the alley. A tractor trailer would not be able
to get through if that end of the alley was closed and he could
not get his truck and trailer through there. He also stated that
in discussing this with his insurance company he was told that
possibly his fire insurance would increase. He felt council should
not even consider closing off that end of the alley, in which case
a review board would not be necessary.

Ditman Flory pointed out that they were advocating rerouting
the alley not closing it.

B. W. Gooden stated that if the alley was rerouted they would
be asking the town to give up the area where they park their vehicles
and equipment and that if vehicles were rerouted to come out on
Warren Avenue parking would have to be eliminated on Warren which
would be detrimental to the businesses there, more traffic would
be directed around the elementary school and a large tractor trailer
still could neot get through there.

Shirley O'Byrne stated she would like to echo Mr. Necsary's
remarks. She pointed out that we cannot expect another agency
to do the same job as people in our own area and asked council to
please keep our own dispatching system.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. L. Snow
_and carried to approve the minutes of the February 13, 1984 regular
council meeting as presented.

Mayor Dean asked if any council member had any question regarding
the monthly police report which was distributed to them and there
were none.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Town
of Elkton, Virginia, that Section 9-1-25 of the Code
of Ordinances be and the same is hereby amended so as
to read as follows:

(a) It shall be unlawful for the owner of
any dog to allow such dog to run at large within the
town. (Va. Code Sec. 29-213.17)

: {(b) The animal control officer or dog warden
of Rockingham County is hereby appointed to enforce the
dog laws (Va. Code Sec. 29-213.8) and the dog laws of
the County (Article IIL, Chapter 4 of the Code of Laws
of Rockingham County), including provisions providing
penalties for violation of such laws, are hereby adopted
and incorporated by reference as the dog laws of the
Town.,

(¢) The animal control officer or dog warden
of the County is designated as a special policeman for
the purpose of being authorized to issue summonses for
dog law violations within the Town.

Adopted by the Town Council of the Town of
Elkton on , 1984, following a first
reading of the same on March 12, 1984.

WHEREAS, it becomes necessary from time to time for
the Town of Elkton to obtain permits from the
Virginia Department of Highways to install, construct,
reconstruct, maintain and operate certain public
works along, across, over and upon the highway

system of Virginia; and

WHEREAS, expense, damage or injury may be sustained
by the Commonwealth of Virginia growing out of the
granting to said Town of Elkton by the Virginia
Department of Highways of said permits for the work
aforesaid; and

WHEREAS, one of the conditions of such permit or
permits is that the Town of Elkton shall indemnify
the Commonwealth of Virginia against all damages

and injuries to the highways and bridges and to
persons or property lawfully upon such highways
caused by the willful or negligent acts or omissions
of the Town of Elkton.
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NOW, THEREFORE, the condition of this obligation is
such that if the said Town of Elkton shall in all
respects comply with all of the conditions of permit
or permits that have been, or will be, granted said
Town of Elkton, and shall indemnify and save harmless
the Commonwealth of Virginia against and from all loss,
cost, expense, damage or injury to highways and bridges
and to persons and property lawfully on such highways
caused by the willful or negligent acts or omissions

of the Town of Elkton and growing out of the granting
of such permit or permits to said Town of Elkton, then
this obligation to be wvoid, otherwise to be and remain
in full force and virtue.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the said Town of Elkton has caused
this bond to be executed and its official seal affixed
the day and year first above written, pursuant to an
ordinance adopted by its Council on the 12th day of
March, 1984,

Councilman Holt stated that there has been discussions in the
past regarding adding fluoride to the town water system. The
State Health Department strongly supports fluoridation of the
water systems for preventing dental decay in children. The
town still has the same basic problem it had before in the
fact of having two sources of water supply and not being able
to control the proper level of fluoridation due to this. An
engineer's study would be needed to determine if there is
some method by which we could install fluoridation and have
the necessary control. The State will pay for the study
without any obligation on the part of the town. It would
be necessary for the council to pass a rvesolution before we
could be considered for State funds. The State would also
pay for the installation of the system and the chemicals for
the first year. They would not pay for a separate building
if one was required to install the system.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman B. J. Ream
to approve the following resolution:

WHEREAS, it is not a current practice of the
Town of Elkton te put fluoride in their public water
supply, and

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton is interested in
studying the feasibilities of adding fluoride in
the water supply because of evidence that it is the
most effective public health measure for reducing
dental decay, and

WHEREAS, financial assistance is now available
for studying the feasibility of adding fluoride to
the water,

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Elkton,
Virginia would like its name added to the list of
communities that are seeking financial assistance
for the study of adding fluoride to the public water

supply.
The vote was recorded as follows:

Councilman Leet reported that the sewer department has had a
lot of work within the past few weeks due to the weather and that
everyone should be aware that when this happens it cost the town
quite a bit of money. The expense was more than anticipated.
Also work on several projects, such as the surface water
infiltrating the sewer lines and the water line under Route
340, has been delayed due to this.

There was some discussion on the request by Seven-Up Bottling
Company of Elkton, Inc. to purchase the alley behind their building.
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Councilman B. B. Helt moved, seconded by Councilman H. A. Leet
to appoint the Planning Commission as viewers to view such alley
and report in writing whether in their opinion, any, and if any,
what inconvenience would result from discontinuing the same.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman B. J. Ream
to amend the motion to specify the following members of the
Planning Commission as the viewers: Shirley O'Byrne, Christopher
Davis, G. W. Berry, Ishmael Baugher and Calvin Shaffer. The
motion carried as amended.

. Due to publication requirements on the vacating of alleys,
the Public Hearing and Special Meeting set for March 22, 1984 was
cancelled and the date of April 2, 1984 at 7:30 P.M. was set for
the Public Hearing on the proposed Revenue Sharing Budget EP-15
and the request by Seven-Up Bottling Company of Elkton, Inc. to
purchase and vacate the alley behind their place of business.

Councilman Holt reported that two or three people had asked
him what his position is on the dispatching system., He stated
that he is strongly opposed to doing away with our dispatching
system. He felt that the public hearing had indicated loud and
clear the wishes of the people to keep our own system. He felt
the idea to eliminate the system is a dead issue and stated he
did not want to hear anymore about it. He asked the candidates
running for office to state their feelings regarding the issue.

Councilman Snow stated he felt Councilman Holt was wrong
but that was all he had to say on the issue at this time. Mr.
Welty Hensley asked Councilman Snow to clarify his positionm.
Councilman Snow stated he felt Councilman Holt's interpretation
of the issue is wrong but that was all he had to say at this time.

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
April 9, 1984 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: S. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt and B. J. Ream.

R. E. Davis was working but came in later for the business
portion of the meeting. Councilmen Leet and Snow were absent.
Norma Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey Nadeau, Chief of Police, Gerald
Monger, Superintendent and Dale Davenport, Attorney were also
present.

Mr. Ditman Flory came before council requesting permission
to locate a trailer at the front of their building to be used
as a temporary office while they are rebuilding. He felt they
would not need the trailer much longer than October of this
year.

Mr. Lowell Hensley of the Elkton Little League was present
to request that the town help them set some poles at the ball
park as they do not have the equipment to do it themselves.

Mr. Monger reported that he had obtained a price on surveying
Block I which is the block Seven-Up Bottling Company is in. This
block appears to be incorrect and the price for surveying would
be approximately $1,250.00. Seven-Up Bottling Company has said
they will pay for surveying their lots (15) so it would cost the
town approximately $698.60 for the remaining lots in that block.
Mr. Monger stated he needed to know if council wants to go ahead
with the survey. The town will have to survey the lots if
Seven-Up Bottling Company asked for a building permit.

Mayor Dean reported that the police report for March has
been distributed to council and gave council members the
opportunity to ask any questions they might have regarding the
report.

Mayor Dean reported that the town mo longer has a fifth
police officer as Mr. Hudson resigned effective April 6, 1984.

Councilman Ream reported that they have received the new
Vepco rates and after their committee meets they will report
back to council with any recommendations they might have.

Councilman Holt reported that the town has received a
reply in response to our resolution regarding fluoridation
from Dr. Bernhard of the Department of Health stating that
the town would be reimbursed for. the engineering plans. He
urged the town to proceed with the planning as quickly as
possible as the state would like to send the town a contract
obligating the state money by June. They also sent a list
of engineering firms which have experience with fluoridation
plans and Mr. Monger has been in touch with a couple of these.
Councilman Holt pointed out that even if we make a contract
with one of the firms for plans this does not commit the town
to any action nor cost the town any money as the state will
reimburse the town for the cost of the engineering plans.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman B. J.
Ream and carried to authorize Councilman Holt as Chairman of
the Public Health Committee, Councilman Leet as Chairman of
the Water and Sewer Committee, Mr. Monger and the Mayor to
examine the submissions of the various consulting engineering
firms on the study of engineering plans for fluoridation and
select an engineering firm and authorize the Mayor to sign a
contract.

Councilman Flick reported that work is progressing on the
budget for 1984-85.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Town
of Elkton, Virginia, that Section 9-1-25 of the Code
of Ordinances be and the same hereby is amended so
as to read as follows:

{(a) It shall be unlawful for the owner
of any dog to allow such dog to run at large within
the town.

(b) The animal contrecl officer or dog
warden of Rockingham County is hereby appointed to
enforce the dog laws (Va. Code Sec. 29-213.8) and
the dog laws of the County (Article II, Chapter 4
of the Code of Laws of Rockingham County), including
provisions providing penalties for wviolation of such
laws, are hereby adopted and incorporated by
reference as the dog laws of the Town.

{(¢) The animal control officer or dog
warden of the County is designated as a special
policeman for the purpose of being authorized to
issue summonses for dog law violations within the
Towt.

Councilman Holt reported that the Virginia Municipal League
insurance program has had a very good record and he feels we should
consider their Workmen's Compensation program this year. He suggested
we get new figures from them to compare with our present policy which
we carry through R. Loring Cover Insurance Agency, Inc. As our
insurance is due for renewal July 1, 1984 this would have to be
checked into immediately. -

Councilman S. P. H. Flick moved, seconded by Councilwoman
L. C. Life and carried to write off the 1979 taxes in the amount
of $807.23 and record the Real Estate taxes at the court house.

Councilman H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss legal
matters regarding a possible contract with Rockingham County.

Councilman R. E. Davis moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular
Session.

Councilman Leet reported that council had discussed a possible
proposal on a sewer contract with the county. The town lawyer
still has some work to do on the propesal before it goes to
the county and then back to the committee.

Councilman Holt reported that Mayor Dean has received a
letter from E. A. Bernhard, D.M.D., Fluoridation Grant Coordinator
for the Commonwealth of Virginia Department of Dental Health,
offering a contract to award a grant of $18,250.00 to the Town
of Elkton to install fluoridation. The town has not received
the plans or other information necessary to make a decision at
this point.

Councilman Holt reported that the Elkton Historical Society
has received a report and recommendations from Calder Loth, Senior
Architectural Historian for the Commonwealth of Virginia-Historic
Landmarks Committee, regarding his visit to the Miller-Kite house
in June.

Councilman Holt reported that the Ordinance Committee has met
regarding the request by the operator of a poolroom to be open
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on Sunday afternoon. The consensus of the committee was to
take no action at this time.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

August 13, 1984

The regular meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held
August 13, 1984 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the
Mayor Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members
were present: R. E. Davis, S. P. H. Flick, B. B. Holt, H. W.
Leap, H. A. Leet and L. C. Life. Dale Davenport, Attorney,
Norma Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey Nadeau, Chief of Police and Gerald
Monger, Superintendent were also present.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting
July 9, 1984 and the public hearing and special meeting July
23, 1984 as corrected.

Mr. Monger reported that he has a used motor grader which
he has been trying to buy for almost a year. The owner is now
interested in selling the grader for $9,500.00. In talking with
the auditors, it appears there should be approximately $12,500.00
left in the 1983-84 Street Department budget and Mr. Monger
requested this be used to purchase the motor grader.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman
H. W. Leap to give the Streets & Sidewalks Committee the $9,500.00
to purchase a motor grader as the money is available from last
year's Street Department budget. The vote was recorded as follows:

Holt - yea Life - yea

Mr. Monger reported that they have started tearing out the
sidewalk directly in front of the Evangelical United Methodist
Church today. The other section of the block which had been
discussed at the last meeting does not need replacing. The
church has requested that the town go 50-50 on a section 89%
feet by 5% feet up Clark Avenue. This would cost approximately
$750.00, making our share approximately $375.00.

Councilwoman Life stated she would rather the Streets &.
Sidewalks Committee take a further look at this before making
any decisions. Council was in agreement to turn this request
over to the Street Committee to decide whether to go along
with the request. -

Mr. Monger reported that the basketball court is ready to
blacktop but they do not have any bids as yet. They will begin
the curbing in front of the Municipal Building as soon as the
contractor finishes the sidewalk at the church.

Mr. Monger reported that the water line is under the road
on Route 340 and everything is hooked up on the west side of
Route 340. The cost was $600.00 more due to a requirement by
the State to make the sleeve longer.

The Public Safety report for July was reviewed by Mayor
Dean.

Councilwoman Life reported that she has been receiving some
calls regarding parking problems and she does not know exactly
which committee this would come under. She has no problem with
the Public Safety Department ag they are just doing their job
in regards to the parking regulations but she does feel we need
to take a look at the parking signs in the business district.

In some areas there are no restrictions and in other areas we
have two hour restrictions. In the case of a beauty shop, two
hours sometimes does not give a person enough time to get their
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hair done. She feels we need to be consistent in our restrictions
on parking and to try to work with the merchants in order to

not hurt their business. There was some discussion on loitering
on some of the business lots in town and suggestions as to what
can be done to correct both the loitering and parking problems.
This matter was turned over to the Public Safety Committee.

Council also discussed the problem of loitering on the parking
lot east of the Sovran Bank. Signs need to be posted stating no
parking after normal business hours. There would be no problem
with posting the front section as the town leases this part but
Mr. Monger needs to get permission from Mr. Welty Hensley, owner
of the back section, in order to post that section.

Councilman Holt requested the Public Safety Committee take
another look at having the teletype machine reinstalled which was
removed in July. The police officers feel it is needed and
Councilman Holt stated he feels the machine would be an asset
to the department.

Councilman Flick reported that there would be no Finance
Report this month due to the books being audited.

Councilman Flick reported that personal property will be
assessed at 1007 value this year for tax purposes so we will have
to lower our tax rate to keep taxes at the present level. Personal
property was being assessed at 407 of it's value until this year.

Councilman Flick reviewed the report on "freebies'" which
were distributed to council members.

Councilwoman Life reported that the Street Committee has
not met as yet. Mr. Monger will be reviewing the streets in
order to make recommendations to the committee. The committee
will then meet to discuss the needs and recommendations as presented.
Councilwoman Life reported that work is being done to obtain
an easement for a storm drainage on east Rockingham Street.

Councilman Holt reported that the town has received a bill
from BCM Potomac Inc. for the engineering services on the fluoridation
study in the amount of $1,750.00. The amount due at this time
is $690.00. The town will be reimbursed for these costs by the
State.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C.
Life and carried to pay the bill of $690.00 to BCM Potomac Inc.
for the first installment due on the engineering services.

Councilman Holt reported that Mayor Dean has received a
letter from Delegate Emmett W. Hanger Jr. regarding the railroad
grade crossing on Marshall Avenue. Delegate Hanger stated that
he received the letter from the town too late for legislation
in 1984 but that he has talked with representatives of the State
Highway Department in Richmond and will file the necessary
legislation for the next General Assembly Session which begins
January 9, 1985 if that is what is required to obtain the funding.

Councilman Holt reported that we have received replies from
Senator Strom Thurmond and Representative Jim O0lin regarding
legislation to provide antitrust protection for local govermments.
No action as yet has been taken on the legislation which has
been introduced.

Councilman Holt reported that members of the Elkton Historical
Society and the committee appointed to oversee the restoration
of the "Jackson House" plan to visit Hopewell, Virginia to see
what they have done along these lines.
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Councilman Holt read the following report from the viewing
committee appointed to view the closing of a street as shown on
some plats as Asbury Avenue:

"The Viewing Committee, as directed by the Elkton
Town Council, voted unanimously, with one (1) member
being absent and excused, to recommend that the Town
Council vacate and close a street as shown on some
plats as Asbury Avenue located between F Street and
Virginia Avenue.

The Committee considered and discussed the following:

A, Several deeds of sale offering the property with
and without covenants.

Al. Advice of the Town Attorney as to the effects of
the covenants.

. Future need for said street and the probability

of its use.

. Opinion of citizens both in favor of and in

opposition to the proposal.

The Elkton Comprehensive Plan.

The existing Elkton Zoning Ordinance.

The effect of closing the street and subsequent

development upon traffic flow in the area.

The overall good of the Town of Elkton.

The need for quality rental property.

Also, the Viewing Committee recommends that because of
present and forseeable traffic volume on North Avenue
that prospective builders be advised of the possibility
of future widening of North Avenue in order that they
might provide appropriate setbacks.”

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman R. E.
Davis to close the street known as "Asbury Avenue' on some plats
and located between "F" Street and Virginia Avenue. Said street
intersects with "F'" Street on the south at the intersection
of North and "F" Streets and on the north on Virginia Avenue
123.5 feet east of the intersection of North Street and Virginia
Avenue, :

Councilwoman Life stated that when she was on council before
she went against the wishes of property owners in one area and
voted in favor of a developer who wanted to build apartments,
which at the time she felt were needed. As of this date nothing
has been done to build those apartments. She feels all of the
council members have been elected to represent the majority of
the people involved with this request. She can understand why
these residents are in opposition to the closing of this street
for the purpose of building duplexes and is going to vote for
the homeowners in that area. She pointed out that council voted
against federal subsidized apartments in this area several years
ago. She felt that if the street was opened it would offer a
lot to the single family dwellings in that area. She also felt
safety was another factor which needed to be considered plus
the fact that the Planning Commission is presently working on
a plan which would limit that area to single family dwellings.
She asked the members of council to consider these factors when
making their decision.

Councilman Leet stated he is having trouble with the whole
problem. He feels proper zoning is what is needed but realizes
this question cannot wait until a new zoning ordinance is passed.
He stated he sympathizes with the homeowners involved. He also
realizes the need for this type housing but as the town seems
to always fight against it so strongly, he doesn't know if we
will ever have any of this type housing. He also pointed out
that if North Street would be unsafe for these extra vehicles,
it must be unsafe now and something should be done about it.

Councilman Holt stated that the decision of the viewers was
a difficult one but that they tried to take an objective view of
the situation and make a decision which was best for the citizens
of the town as a whole. He felt he needed to report on some of
the major items considered before arriving at their decision. He
pointed out that the area in which covenants apply do permit duplexes.
They considered whether the building of duplexes would change the
character of the neighborhood and as there are already duplexes
in the area they did not feel it would affect the character of
the neighborhood. They looked into the present ordinance and
the existing ordinance permits apartments. They considered the
additional traffic which would be created by four or five more
houses or duplexes and did not feel it would make that much difference.

Councilman Leet reported that we are still having infiltration
problems, especially with the weather being so bad. Mr. Monger
has been looking into a method of coating the sewer lines but
as yet does not have any information on this. They are planning
to go ahead with the correcting of the infiltration problem in
the creek area.

Councilman Leet reported that Mr. Davenport has returned the
proposal on the sewer service across the river to the committee.
The committee has reviewed it and sent it on to the County.

The committee is in hopes that an agreement can soon be reached.

Councilman Leet reported that the committee has been approached
by a number of people regarding the fact that no matter how they
use their water supply, they have to pay sewer charges on what
is used. The committee plans to review this situation.

Mayor Dean reported that we have received one bid on the
T. V., Franchise and that is from Commonwealth Cablevision Inc.
Mr. Davenport explained that the advertisement for the franchise
had been placed pursuant to the town's instructions and was for
a term of eight (8) years. Commonwealth's bid is for a term of
ten (10) yvears rather than the eight as advertised due to
financing they are attempting to recelve.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman S. P. H.
Flick to enact the franchise ordinance as advertised, accept the
bid from Commonwealth Cablevision and grant them the franchise
as advertised, with the stipulation that Commonwealth Cablevision
accept the franchise as enacted within two weeks.

Mr. Bill Range of the Reliance Center Inc. came before council
requesting permission to use the council chambers one night a week
for twelve weeks. He will be teaching a preparatory study for
people interested in getting their G.E.D.

Helen Hoover presented a petition to council signed by people
who would like to have her poolroom open after 1:00 P.M. on Sunday.
Councilman Holt stated his committee would take another look at
this request.

Councilwoman L. C., Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to approve the minutes of the regular meeting
August 13, 1984 as amended and the special meeting August 28, 1984
as presented.

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Councilman Flick reported that the Elk Run Cemetery Co., Inc.
would like for the town to assume the responsibility of the cemetery
and wish to convey the land and assets to the town. A Cemetery
Commission would be established to hold, manage, improve and care
for the cemetery and establish the policies and fees as needed.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to accept the responsibility of the Elk Run Cemetery
- and to work with their directors by passing the following resolution:

RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF ELKTON

WHEREAS, the Elk Run Cemetery Company, Inc. has for
many years faithfully managed the Elkton cemetery for
the benefit of the citizens of the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Directors of the Company now desire
that the responsibility for the cemetery be assumed
by the Town and for such purpose wish to convey the
cemetery land to the Town and to assign the other assets
of the Company to the Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town intends to accept the conveyance
and assignment and desires to appoint a Cemetery
Commission to establish policies for the management
of the cemetery;

Now therefore, BE IT RESOLVED that a Cemetery
Commission for the Town of Elkton is hereby established
as follows:

(1) The initial Commissioners shall be H. E. Monger,
S. P. H. Flick, Ellery Hensley, G. W. Berry, Carl A.
Schumacher, Mary Ware Greene, and Frances Dean. The
terms of the Commissioners shall be for as long as such
members consent to serve. Successor members shall be
appointed by the Town Council.

(2) The deliberations of the Commission shall be
governed by the latest edition of Roberts' Rules of Order.

(3) The Commission is hereby delegated the authority,
subject to the direction of the Town Council, to hold,
manage, improve and care for the Town cemetery, to
establish policies for the regulation of the use of the
ground therein, to establish charges and fees in connection
therwith, to establish policies to provide for the
perpetual upkeep and care of any plot or burial lot
therein, and to advise and consult with the Town Council
concerning additional matters related to the operation
of the Town cemetery.

(4) The Commission shall deliver to the Town Council
at the regular July Council meeting each year a written
report of action taken by the Commission during the
preceding year.

(5} All monies paid for the perpetual upkeep and care
of the Town cemetery shall be segregated and separately
accounted for by the Town Treasurer and shall be audited
annually with the other accounts of the Town. The Town
Treasurer shall regularly provide current information
concerning such monies to the Commission. No funds received
for the perpetual upkeep of the Town cemetery shall be
used for any other purpose. The Commission shall establish
fair and reasonable fees to be credited to the Town's general
revenues and debited from the account containing perpetual
care funds and other monies from the Cemetery for the labor
of Town employees, use of Town equipment, and materials
used to manage and maintain the cemetery. Such fees shall
accurately reflect the actual cost to the Town of such items.
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(6) The Elk Run Cemetery Company, Inc. shall take
an inventory of all assets, real and personal, and shall
deliver the inventory to the Town Council, said inventory
to be signed by the person taking it and attached to
and made a part of this resolution.

(7) The Mayor is authorized to accept delivery of
a deed and bill of sale from the Elk Run Cemetery Company,
Inc. for the Town cemetery land and related assets.

Councilwoman Life stated she felt Councilman Flick should be
commended for the twenty years and over of service on the cemetery
board.

Councilwoman Life reported that her committee has not met as
yet but that she has met with Mr. Monger. A meeting of the committee
was set for Wednesday, September 26th. at 10:00 A.M. Mr. Monger
will have prices and recommendations ready for discussion at this

time.

Councilwoman Life also reported that the sidewalk has been
completed at the Evangelical United Methodist Church and the motor
grader has been received.

Councilman Leet reported that they have received no reply from
the county on the proposal for the extension of the sewer lines
across the river. He also reported that the infiltration problem
has been corrected in the creek area.

Councilman Holt read the following letter from the Elkton
Planning Commission:

"On August 28, 1984, Mr. Randall Dean along with Mr.
J. R. Copper, surveyor, appeared before the Elkton
Planning Commission to request the redivision of Block
A in Liberty Heights Subdivision. Mr. Copper, having
duly surveyed Block A, proposed that it be redivided
as follows:

Block A would consist of five lots, three of
which would face Virginia Avenue and be known
as Lots 1, 1A, and 1B. The other two lots
would face F Street and be known as Lots 2A
and 2B. Lots 1, 1A and 1B would be separated
from Lots 2A and 2B by a 20 ft. alley running
east and west and opening onto North Street.
Entrances to F Street and Virginia Avenue
would be winged in an effort to provide more
visibility to motorists exiting these streets
onto North Street.

large parcel of land. It is the desire of Michael
Brothers to divide the parcel into five lots as follows:

Lots 1, 2, 3, and 4 would face Rockingham Street.
Lot 5, at the west end of the property, would

The Elkton Planning Commission recommends that Michael
Brothers' request to redivide their property be approved

Mr. Monger reported that they are waiting on the blacktop before
the parking lot project can be completed.

Mr. Monger reported that a decision needs to be made on what to
do about the garbage truck, do we want to buy a new truck or go with
a private hauler. We are presently using a demonstrator which is
on loan from Truxmore Industries Inc.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman H. W. Leap
and carried to authorize Mr. Monger to obtain bids on a 23 cubic
yard garbage truck, get quotes from private haulers and prices for
a chassis for our old packer. The committee can then meet and bring
back recommendations to council.

A special council meeting was set for Wednesday, October 17, 1984
at 8:00 P.M. to discuss the garbage truck and the teletype system.

Mayor Dean reviewed the police report for the month of September.

Councilman Flick reported that we just received the audit report
this afternoon late and they would be distributed to council members
for them to review. It was suggested that next year we consider
including a deadline for receiving the report when contracting for
the audit.

Councilman Leap reported on a request from the Library Committee
for the following items, listed in order of priority, needed to
maintain and expand the services they are now offering:

6 Book Shelwves and a Dictionary Stand
100 Bookends -

8 Wooden Chairs

Desk for Youth Library

Councilman Leap stated that it is possible that Item 4, Desk, may
not have to be bought as the town has some extra desks they are not
using and that we may also be able to obtain Item 3, Chairs, without
having to purchase new ones. The cost of the material for shelves
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will be $75.00 per unit and Mr. Monger said one of his men could build
the shelves when the weather is bad and he cannot do ocutside work.
This would set the cost of the shelves at $450.00. Since then he has
been told that there are enough shelves in the closet upstairs from
the last time they built to build two bookcases, so if there is, that
could reduce the cost to $300.00. The cost of the bookends would be
$60.00. The total cost would run from $360.00 to $510.00 depending
on the cost of the shelves. He also stated that the committee would
like to request that when and if the town purchases carpet for the
hallways in the building they also look into carpeting the two rooms
in the library.

Councilman H. W. Leap moved, seconded by Councilman H. A. Leet
to purchase supplies for six shelves, one dictionary stand and 100
bookends for the library at a cost not to exceed $510.00. The vote
was recorded as follows:

Committee has chosen the more expensive reenforced
concrete pipe for this large project because of

These are the guidelines which the Street Committee will follow.
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Mayor Dean reported that the council had received a request at
the last meeting from Helen Hoover, owner of the poolroom, to
reconsider allowing her to open on Sunday afterncons. He requested
Mr. Davenport explain why the town feels they camnnot allow the request.

Mr. Davenport pointed out that there is a State Blue Law found
in Sec. 18.2-341 of the Code of Virginia which prohibits all business
activity on Sunday except for certain specified activity. However,
the list of permitted activities does not include pool halls unless
they can deemed to be "sports' and in his judgment playing pcol is
probably not a sport. This State section would take precedent over
our code so a change in our ordinance would have no effect. The
County could, by referendum, provide that the Blue Law is inapplicable
within the county but he does not believe that Rockingham County has
done so. Mr. Davenport suggested that the Town leave the present
ordinance as it is and when and if the County ever goes for a referendum,
the Town could then decide if they want to make a change in their
ordinance.

Mayor Dean asked Mr. Davenport if he felt it would be legal for
the pool hall to be open Sunday afternoon to sell snacks as long as
the pool tables are covered and not used and Mr. Davenport felt that
it would be legal. He also stated when questioned that arcade games
would probably be okay. '

The report on 'freebies'" was distributed to council.

Councilman Leet reported that the State Water Control Board had

" requested that they meet with rhem but when the date for the meeting

was set the only people available to attend the meeting were Councilman
Flick and Mr. Monger. Councilman Flick gave the following report on
the meeting in which they discussed the problem of water infiltration
into the town's sewerage system:

The months of worst violations were February and
April.

The Town must be in compliance by July 1, 1988.

The State Water Control Board stated that sump
pumps account for 40 to 50 percent of
infiltration.

The Town must notify the State Water Control Board
in writing about items being undertaken to
put the Town in compliance - be specific -
time is not unlimited, in fact it should be
in by end of October.

Councilman Flick stated that Mr. Monger had received a letter
from the State Water Control Board in regards to the meeting and
what they had discussed. The letter stated that Councilman Flick
and Mr. Monger had agreed on the results of the meeting. Councilman
Flick felt they had not agreed but that the State Water Control
Board told them what they wanted the Town to do and they had listened.

Councilman Leet reported that the Water and Sewer Committee will
meet Friday and discuss this problem. He was not sure if they would
come up with any answers. He also stated he questioned the fact that
sump pumps account for 40 to 50 percent of the infiltration. He
said that they know there is a problem. They have been working on
it and will just have to work harder. '

Mr. Monger pointed out that the State Water Control Board wants
a schedule showing how much the town plans to budget each year to
correct the infiltration problem by the year 1988.

Councilman H. A. Leet moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life
and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss the proposed
contract with the County on a sewer extension across the river.
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Councilman H. A, Leet moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C. Life
and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular Session.

Councilman Leap reported that the Jr. Order would be holding a
Fall Festival October 27th. at the Jr. Order Hall and invited everyone
to attend.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.

A special meeting of the Elkton Town Council was held Wednesday
October 17, 1984 at 8:00 P.M. in the council chambers with the Mayor
Charles E. Dean presiding. The following council members were present:

L. C. Life. ©Norma Leap, Clerk, Jeffrey Nadeau, Chief of Police and
Gerald Monger, Superintendent were also present.

Councilman Holt reported that Chief Nadeau has checked into the
teletype system in regards to leasing or purchasing and they feel
that leasing would be the best way to go. The cost would be $208.00
a month which includes maintenance, a one time line drop fee of $75.00
and a $67.00 shipping charge.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. A. Leet to
lease teletype equipment for the police department. The vote was
recorded as follows:

Mr. Monger reported that the buildings for the fluoride, including
labor, contingencies, and a storage building, would cost $13,305.00.
If the storage building behind the well is left out the price would
be approximately $1,500.00 less. There was still some concern over
the difference between the cost estimates by the engineers and the
quotes Mr. Monger had received. Mayor Dean stated we probably could
back out of the contract but would have to pay the costs incurred to
date. Councilman Holt pointed out that if you take out the labor
costs, the cost for the storage building and the contingencies which
were not included in the estimates by the engineers, the difference
isn't quite as bad. Also the engineers propably didn't take into
consideration the high costs of the doors,” Councilwoman Life stated
she was a little concerned that if the estimates were that far off
on the building, how far off are they on the costs to operate the
system each year and how is this going to affect our budget in the
future. It was the feeling of council that we should include the
storage building as it would not raise the cost that much. Councilman
Flick stated the money for the buildings would probably have to be
taken from the Repurchasing Account.

A First Reading was presernted to approve the construction of the
buildings to house the fluoride equipment and a storage building for
town supplies at a cost of $6961.04 for materials, labor to be
provided by the town employees.

Councilman Davis stated he felt he was unable to give Mr. Gochenour's

A special council meeting was set for Monday, October 22nd. at
7:00 P.M. to have the Second Reading on the purchase of a garbage
truck and a First Reading to appropriate the money to purchase the
garbage truck.

The committee's plan is to prepare
a proposal for the State Water Control Board and attach a statement
that this would not be binding on a future council. He was not sure
if the State Water Control Board would accept this but they plan to
try it. He stated they are aware of some of the problem areas but
the first thing they need to do is get a camera in here to look at
several of the suspected spots and to try and locate all the problem
areas. They are projecting a time frame of 1987 before all the
areas are corrected. Mr. Monger stated he feels we are going to
have to make some kind of committment on budget and pointed out that
the Compliance Correction Plan which we are required to submit must
include the following:

1. Describes/explains the causes of noncompliance.

2. Outlines corrective action required to achieve
compliance, including the cost and methods of
financing the improvements; and

3. Provides a schedule for completing the work.

Mr. Monger stated that in the plan being prepared he has started
with the year 1985-86. He hopes maybe to do some work in the present
budget but has not included this in the plan. He feels somewhere
along the line council is going to have to approve the plan and he
does not know if it will require two readings. Mayor Dean stated
this council would need to approve the plan, but the council members

in office at the time would approve the budgets when they are presented.

Mr. Monger still has some work to do on the plan before it is ready
to present to the State Water Control Board.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. W. Leap

Councilman Leap stated that council had voted over a year
ago to install these lights and had originally planned to do
the trenching but Mr. Monger feels we should go ahead with Vepco
doing the trenching. Council was in agreement and a letter will
be sent authorizing Vepco to install the lights based on the
quoted price which includes Vepco doing the trenching.

Councilwoman Life asked what progress is being made on the
teletype. Chief Nadeau stated he hopes it will be here about
December 18th. but it might be January before we receive it.

He does not know as yet if we will be able to run criminal
history checks.

Councilwoman Life reported that the blacktop on the parking
lot has been completed but the courts are not finished. She
also stated that we do not have the costs as yet on the sleet
and snow storm.

Councilwoman Life reported that several parents who are
serving on an advisory committee at the Elementary School have
contacted the town and are interested in having some concrete
work done at the school. The Street Committee will be working
with them on this to see what can be done in this area.

Councilwoman L. C. Life moved, seconded by Councilman H. A.
Leet and carried to approve the following resolution:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the Federal-Aid Highway Act of 1973
required that the Virginia Department of Highways
and Transportation realign the Federal-Aid Highway
Systems in Virginia by July 1, 1976 on the basis of
their current and anticipated functional usage; and,

WHEREAS, the Virginia Department of Highways
and Transportation has previously functionally
classified the State Highways in accordance with
the guidelines presented in the "Highway Functional
Classification Manual" (Volume 20, Appendix 12,
Highway Planning Program Manual) and developed the
Realigned Federal-Aid Systems for Virginia in

pa—
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accordance with the Federal-Aid Highway Program
Manual (Volume 4, Chapter 6, Section 7); and,

WHEREAS, the Elkton Town Council on November
13, 1975 concurred with the "1985 Highway Functional
Classification" and '"Realigned Federal-Aid Highway
Systems' for Rockingham County as developed by
the Virginia Department of Highways and Transportation;
and,

WHEREAS, the Virginia Department of Highways
and Transportation has updated the Functional
Classification/Federal-Aid Highway Systems in
accordance with the aforementioned Federal regulations;
now, therefore,

Be it resolved that the Elkton Town Council
concurs with the "1990 Highway Functional Classifi-
cation" and "Realigned Federal-Aid Highway System'
for Elkton as updated by the Virginia Department
of Highways and Transportation.

Mr. Davenport was asked by Mayor Dean to explain to Mr.
I. L. Flory Jr. and his scons Lynn and Ditman the situation
regarding the exchange of land between the town and Seven-Up.
It does not seem likely that the town owns the land which
Seven-Up would like to purchase but probably belongs to the
Elkton Improvement Company. Mr, Davenport suggested the Florys
contact the Elkton Improvement Company's attorney. He also
indicated he felt the town could work out a solution to the
problem regarding the fire company building and indicated
council could alter the width of the street at the Seven-Up
building by going through the proper procedures as set up
in the code.

Councilman Holt reported on a letter from the Virginia
Housing Development Authority in which they stated they are.
considering the financing of the multi-family residential
housing development on the old tannery property on East
Rockingham Street. They stated that if the town so desired,
they could disapprove the development proposal by certifying
to the authority in writing within sixty days of the date of
the letter or the town may by resolution, approve the proposed
housing development.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. W.
Leap to approve the feollowing resolution:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, a multi-family residential housing
development consisting of twelve (12) garden style
units located on 3/4 of an acre on the south side
of Rockingham Street between intersections with
Clarke Avenue and Furnace Road in the Town of Elkton
has been proposed; and,

WHEREAS, the Virginia Housing Development
Authority is considering the financing of this
development; and,

WHEREAS, the Virginia Housing Development
Authority has suggested that the Town of Elkton
may officially approve or disapprove that project;
and,

WHEREAS, it is the feeling of the town council
of the Town of Elkton that this development would
be an asset to the community and should be approved;
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THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the town council
of the Town of Elkton approves the Tannery Apartments
development.

The vote was recorded as follows:

Flick - yea Leet - vyea
Holt - vyea Life - yea
Leap - yea

Councilman Holt reported on the progress of the Citizen's
Advisory Committee to the County Planning Commission and stated
that they would be having a meeting December 19th.

Councilwoman Life congratulated Councilman Holt on his
being elected as Vice President of the Harrisonburg-Rockingham
Chamber of Commerce.

Councilwoman Life questioned if anyone had said anything to
the other members of the Ordinance Committee about the satellite
dishes and Councilman Holt stated no one has talked with him
about them. Councilwoman Life stated she would like to recommend
that perhaps sometime in a committee meeting a discussion be
brought up about them and perhaps having some type of restrictions.

Mayor Dean reported that the Recreation Commission would
like to have a member of council from the Public Health, Ordinances
and Recreation Committee on their commission. Councilwoman Life
agreed to serve if this meets with the approval of the Recreation
Commissgion.

Councilman Leap reported that Mr. Monger has prepared the
first draft of the revision of the personnel manual. The
Personnel Committee has not had the opportunity to review the
revision as yet but hope to have something to report by the
January meeting.

Councilman Leet reported that Mr. Davenport has been in
contact with the lawyer for the county regarding the proposed
sewer line across the river and he feels we need to go into
Executive Session to discuss this.

Councilman H. A, Leet moved, seconded by Councilman B. B.
Holt and carried to go into Executive Session to discuss legal
matters in regards to the extension of sewer lines across the
river and also to discuss possible litigation.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilwoman L. C.
Life and carried to go from Executive Session back into Regular
Session.

Councilman Leet reported that Mr. Davenport has been
instructed to continue discussions with the county based on
council's opinions.

Councilman B. B. Holt moved, seconded by Councilman H. W.
Leap and carried that the town participate in the Set-Off Debt
Collection Program with the State of Virginia and appointed
Norma Leap the Set-0ff Debt Coordinator.

As there was no further business, the meeting adjourned.
