Mr. Lineberry did however feel that if turn signals were placed that
only one would be installed. The signal would be placed on the northbound lane turning left onto
Spotswood Avenue. Mr. Flick stated that Mr. Lineberry is willing to come to one of our meetings
if necessary to answer any questions or concerns. Mr. Flick was instructed to ask Mr. Lineberry to
attend the next meeting.

Mayor Dearing reported that the delinquent taxes issue was being looked into. He said that people who
have not paid taxes will be taken to court and are trying hard to fix the problems of the town.

Nathan Miller said that the council has asked a lot of questions. He said that they are sensitive to the
budget, citizens and issues of paying too much. He expressed his appreciation to the town for being a client and
accepted responsibility. He handed out a list of nondetailed 20 items, which were given to him to look into, back
to the council. He also reported that the issues of the town needed to be moved forward. He concluded by stating
their firm tries to be efficient and to get things done.

Personnel

Councilwoman Murphy reported that the committee met Tuesday, October 10 and reviewed 3 new
policies. C. Murphy read a statement submitted by M. O’Neill, which stated that as soon as possible a full
time town manager be employed. C. Murphy requested that the council accept the retirement of Gerald
Monger. Monger requested that the town pay for his insurance until December 31, 2000.





The council accepted Mr. Monger’s retirement and for his health insurance to be covered until December.

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Virginia Gentry - Elkton resident - Ms. Gentry expressed her concern for the Elkton Mainstreet Program. She
reported that the program has refurbished the town and has attracted businesses to come into the town.

Her last concern
was that since the new council has been instated there have been a number of losses within the town. Ms. Life
also expressed she would be willing to help the council out in any way.

dedicated workers. She mentioned that Dean and Marshall were not given the two hour question/answer session.
She also expressed concern for the Mayor campaign promises that she felt had not been fulfilled.

Marsha Fuller - Ms. Fuller commented on how disappointed she was in the firing of the two police officers.

Bill Holt - Mr. Holt commented on how Elkton has really changed and that Elkton now is a good place to live,
work and do business. He mentioned how Elkton is a MainStreet community in the commonwealth.

Mildred Shifflett - Ms. Shifflett commented on how everyone has a boss and how people should abide by their
boss no questions asked.

Councilwoman Murphy reported that the committee has met several times to conduct interviews for the
police department vacancies. She stated the Treasurer’s job will be looked at again after the holidays and
the town manager’s job will be advertised until January 10, 2001.

Public Health & Safety

Mayor Dearing reported effective January 1, weekly street by street cleaning will occur. On the third
Wednesday of each month there will be a pick up of household items (excluding several items) and
individuals will have the opportunity to have wood chips by gathering them from the sewer plant. Mayor
Dearing also reported the Town Manager will now be responsible for enforcing all town ordinances. On
April 15, the Chief of Police will receive a list of people who did not get a town decal to further pursue
for possible citation.

Streets and Sidewalks






Councilman Printz reported that a meeting will be scheduled for the middle of January with the State. He
also requested an ad be placed in the paper about the current trash and recycling pick ups.
