Ordinance for Real Estate Tax Relief for Elderly and Disabled Persons and Disabled
Veterans — Second Reading and Vote

Council member Armbruster moved, seconded by Vice Mayor Dean, and
carried to adopt ordinance 148-77 for Real Estate Tax Relief for Elderly and Disabled
Persons and Disabled Veterans.

148-77 - REAL ESTATE TAX RELIEF
FOR ELDERLY AND DISABLED PERSONS AND DISABLED VETERANS

Section A. - Definitions.

For the purposes of this article, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings
respectively ascribed to them by this section:

(1)  Dwelling. The word "dwelling" as used herein shall be defined as a home
constructed upon real estate owned by the qualified property owner or a mobile home, as
defined in section 36-71(4) of the Code of Virginia, 1950, as amended, whether or not such
real estate on which such mobile home is located is owned by the qualified property owner.
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(2)  Permanently and totally disabled. A person is permanently and totally disabled if
he is so certified as required below and is found by the Town Treasurer to be unable to
engage in any substantial gainful activity by reason of any medically determinable physical
or mental impairment or deformity which can be expected to result in death or can be
expected to last for the duration of such person's life.

Section B. - Exemption Authorized.

Real estate tax and mobile home exemption is provided for qualified property owners who
are not less than sixty-five (65) years of age or determined to be permanently and totally
disabled as provided in this Chapter and who are eligible according to the terms of this
Chapter. Persons qualifying for exemption are deemed to be bearing an extraordinary real
estate tax burden in relation to their income and financial worth.

Section C. - Administration of Exemption.

The exemption shall be administered by the Town Treasurer according to the general
provisions contained in this Chapter. The Town Treasurer is hereby authorized and
empowered to prescribe, adopt, promulgate and enforce rules and regulations in conformity
with the general provisions of this Chapter, including the requirements of answers under
oath, as may be reasonably necessary to determine qualifications for exemption as
specified by this Chapter. The Town Treasurer may require the production of certified tax
returns and appraisal reports to establish income or financial worth.

Section D. - Requirements for Exemption.
Exemption shall be granted to persons subject to the following provisions:

(1)  The title of the property for which exemption is claimed is held or partially held on
January 1 of the taxable year, by the person claiming exemption;

(2)  The person claiming exemption must, on December 31 of the year immediately
preceding the taxable year, be seventy (70) years of age or older or be permanently and
totally disabled as provided in this Chapter, and such disability must be certified by the
social security administration, or if such person is not eligible for social security, such
person must provide a sworn affidavit by two (2) medical doctors licensed to practice
medicine in the state, to the effect that such person is permanently and totally disabled, as
defined in this Chapter;

3) The dwelling on the property for which exemption is claimed must be occupied as
the sole dwelling of the person claiming exemption;

(4) The total combined income during the immediately preceding calendar year from
all sources of the owner or owners of the dwelling living therein, and of the owners'
relatives living in the dwelling shall not exceed Ten Thousand Dollars ($10,000.00);
provided that the first Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00) of income of each relative, other
than spouse, of the owner or owners, who is living in the dwelling shall not be included in
such total.

(5)  The net combined financial worth, including equitable interests, as of the thirty-first
day of December of the immediately preceding calendar year, of the owners, and of the
spouse of the owner, excluding the value of the dwelling and the land, not exceeding one
(1) acre, upon which it is situated, shall not exceed the greatest value set forth in the
"Range of Net Worth" field of the "Amount of Exemption” table found in this Chapter
entitled: "Amount of exemption.”

(®) All Town delinquent tax fees and assessments must be paid in full by the applicant
before receiving real estate tax relief for the elderly and disabled each tax year.

Sec. E. - Claiming Exemption.
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(1) Annually, after January 1 but on or before April 1, of the taxable year, the person
claiming an exemption must file a real estate tax exemption affidavit with the Town
Treasurer. Nothing in this Chapter shall be construed to permit more than one (1)
exemption even though a person may be both seventy (70) years of age or older and
disabled. The Town Treasurer may adopt a procedure for late filing by first-time applicants
or for hardship cases; said late filing shall be made within thirty (30) days of the deadline
set forth herein.

(2)  The affidavit shall set forth, in a manner prescribed by the Town Treasurer, the
location, assessed value and tax on the property and the names of the related persons
occupying the dwelling for which exemption is claimed, and that their combined income
from all sources and the total combined net worth of the person claiming the exemption
does not exceed the limits prescribed in this Chapter.

(3)  If, after audit and investigation, the Town Treasurer determines that the person is
qualified for exemption, the Town Treasurer shall issue to the person a certificate which
shall show the amount of the exemption from the claimant's real estate tax liability.

(4)  Changes in respect to income, financial worth, ownership of property or other
factors occurring during the taxable year for which the affidavit is filed and having the
effect of exceeding or violating the limitations and conditions provided herein, or by any
ordinance adopted hereafter, shall reduce or nullify any exemption for the then current
taxable year and the taxable year immediately following.

Section F. - Amount of Exemption.

Persons qualifying for and claiming exemption shall be relieved of that portion of the real
estate tax levied on the qualifying dwelling and land in the amount calculated in
accordance with the following schedule:

Section G. - Exemption for Disabled Veterans.

Sections 58.1-3219.5 — 58.1-3219.8 et seq. of the Virginia Code and any amendments
adopted hereafter, are hereby adopted as if more fully set forth herein.

Section H. - Penalty for Falsely Claiming Exemption.

Any person who shall falsely claim the exemption provided for in this Chapter shall pay to
the Town Treasurer one hundred ten percent (110.0%) of such exemption. In addition, any
person who shall falsely claim exemption provided for in this Chapter shall be guilty of a
misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine not exceeding One Thousand Dollars
($1,000.00), or confinement in jail not exceeding thirty (30) days, either or both.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 110 (LAND
DEVELOPMENT), SECTION 110-610 (DOWNTOWN BUSINESS
DISTRICT B-1)

OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF
ELKTON

WHEREAS, the Town of Elkton previously enacted Chapter 110 (Land
Development) Section 110-610 (Downtown Business District B-1) of the Code of the

Town of Elkton; and

WHEREAS, Section 110-610.C. details uses which may be permitted by special
exception permit in this District; and

WHEREAS, the Town desires to add an additional use which may be permitted
by special except permit in this District.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 110
(Land Development) Section 110-610 (Downtown Business District B-1) of the Code of
the Town of Elkton is hereby amended as follows:

1. A new Section 110-610.C.(20) is hereby added which reads as follows:

“20) Ground floor rear apartment provided the following requirements

are met:

(a) The primary purpose of the ground floor remains the
operation of a business.

(b)  The living area cannot be seen from the area that the
business is operated from.,

(¢c)  The living area does not exceed fifty percent (50.0%) of the
ground floor.

(d)  Only one such apartment can exist on the ground floor.

(¢) The residential space and the commercial space
must be continuous and integrated. No portion of the
unit (residential or commercial) may be separately leased
or sold.”

2. These modifications to the ordinance shall be effective immediately upon
its adoption.

Electric & Cemetery (W. Printz)

Fire control in Town / County issues burn permits for the Town / received
complaint from Scott & Martha Plume. He read the following:

“We feel that a ban on in-town fires, especially when properties are so close
in proximity to one another, is the most common sense approach and the
only way to protect us, as well as others. Beyond the fact that some are
burning items that are illegal, as I understand, due to their toxic nature and
their high ash delivery. Large amounts of brush, construction material, as
well as furniture from other sites, have been burned down from us and
beside us. We have in the past, sustained minor property damage from
floating (inaudible) embers, black soot over our lower yard which has soiled
our clothing, shoes and pets. We feel that damage of any nature through no
fault of our own is unacceptable. There are other valuable methods of
removing unwanted items from our property that poses no threat to anyone.
Let those be utilized. Imposing fines on those breaking the guideline or
having someone check to make sure that the fire is completely legal will do
nothing to impact or change our problem. If these fires that are just too
close for comfort are afllowed to continue, and if something tragic happens,
who will take responsibility for that? Thank you for your consideration.”

Issue with residents calling for a burn permit and not abiding by burning the
proper materials and/or natural products / burning furniture was illegal / contact
Elkton Police Department or Emergency Communications Center to report the
issue / Fire Marshall could investigate and possibly charge offenders with a
violation / Public Safety Committee to review the complaint.

Will report back to Council regarding prior recommendations for the Mary
Elizabeth Kite House regarding the restorations needed.

Conference call to take place tomorrow regarding electric / Dominion Power had
requested the Virginia State Corporation Commission approve an electrical rate
increase / asking for additional increases and change in the fossil fuel adjustment
computation / VMEA had contested the proposed increases.

Electrical increases discussed are in addition to the current proposed 4% increase.
Discussion regarding an evaluation of the electrical system owned by the Town.
No Cemetery Commission meeting / various maintenance and mowing issues in
the Cemetery discussed.

It
was determined, that the Town Attorney would advise Council before the meeting on
Monday, if the rezoning would create spot zoning within the Town.

Council member Isom withdrew her motion pending the legal
recommendation from Town Attorney Miller regarding spot zoning. It was noted
that the matter would be placed on the agenda for the Council meeting on Monday.

REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
Mayor Davis called the meeting to order and the clerk was asked to call the roll.

Mayor Davis gave the Invocation.

All present were asked to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Elkton Downtown Revitalization Corporation Business Appreciation Plaque

Council member Gooden presented the EDRC Business Appreciation Plaque for the
month of May 2014 to Forish Family Auto Sales,

Valley Program for Aging

Beth Bland, Director of Senior Services, for Harrisonburg/Rockingham County
Valley Program for Aging Services (VPAS) and Barry Elwood, Chair of the Local Council
for East Rockingham Senior Center were present to discuss the benefits of the senior
program. Mrs. Bland noted that the senior center was located in the Elkton Area
Community Center. She noted the senior center operated on Mondays, Wednesdays and
Thursdays from 9:00 a.m. — 1:00 p.m. She noted the program provided services to adults
who were sixty (60) years and older by assisting them to remain independent and age in a
healthy manner. She noted that a case manager was in the community at least one day a
week to provide assessments for individuals and their families and make recommendations
for programs that assist with personal care assistance, aduit day care, etc... She also assists
with the “Meals on Wheels” program which provided over 31,000 home delivered meals in
Harrisonburg and Rockingham County; 6,000 were delivered in Elkton. She briefly spoke
regarding insurance counseling, chronic disease self-management education program for
individuals, mobile information stations, and the dependence on volunteers for the
programs. She noted the organization was very appreciative for the opportunity to operate
the senior center at EACC.

ITIZEN CO NTS
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Steven Dean spoke regarding the bluegrass jam currently held weekly at EACC on
Tuesday evenings. He thanked the center for allowing the event to take place. He thanked
Don DePoy and his wife, Martha Hilliard for their contributions in continuing the jam
sessions. He noted that he was speaking as an individual. He encouraged the Town and
the community center to continue to have the event for the residents.

Council member Printz inquired if Mr. Dean was alluding to the group feeling as if
they were being pushed out of the center and if Council was responsible for that action.
Mr. Dean responded that no guarantces had been given to the group that they could
continue to use the community center after June 7, 2014. He noted that a suggestion was
made that the group use a tent outside of the center. He noted that the group did vote to
keep the meetings on Tuesdays; however, the Town wanted it moved to Friday. Council
member Armbruster stated that the committee would review the matter.

Mildred Shifflett stated that many senior citizens in Town did not have the means
necessary to pay an additional four percent (4%) increase in their electric rate and an
additional increase for water and sewer. She encouraged Council to advertise for
businesses to relocate into one of the many vacant buildings in Town. She asked Council
to review the proposed increases and discuss an alternative solution.

Randell Snow spoke regarding what he considered to be positive aspects in the
community: Gateway Project, the monthly EDRC Business Appreciation Awards, $46,000
of free equipment obtained by the Elkton Police Department and light poles. He agreed
with the proposal to hire a sub-contractor to provide a street sweeper/vacuum service for
the Town. He reviewed the budget and noted that some categories were positive; however,
the electric category was not as positive as in past years. He noted that a stalled electrical
rate increase had cost the Town approximately $50,000. He noted that the Cemetery fund
had a $34,000 deficit. He noted that Council needed to address that issue. He noted that
the water fund was producing a profit and the sewer fund was not. He noted that rate
increases were sometimes necessary in order for the Town to be in a favorable economic
financial condition. He questioned if Council would be holding any additional budget
work sessions and inquired as to the date of the public hearing for the budget. Mr.
Whitfield stated that the public hearing was scheduled for June 10, 2014.

SECTION 4. There will be and four percent (4%) increase to the retail electric user rates.
The rates shall continue until modified by action of the Town Council of the Town of Elkton,

Virginia.

SECTION 5. There will be no increase to the tax rate for all real estate, including real estate
owned by public service corporations, subject to tax for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2014.
Such rate is fixed at $0.085 per $100.00 of assessed value of such property per year. These
rates shall continue until modified by action of the Town Council of the Town of Elkton,

Vitginia.
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SECTION 6. There will be no increase to the tax rate for all personal property subject to tax
for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2014.

Council member Armbruster moved on a First Reading to approve amn
ordinance to amend Chapter 118, Neise.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND
CHAPTER 118, NOISE

WHEREAS, on December 18, 2000, the Town Council of the Town of Elkion,
Virginia, adopted a Noise Ordinance, Chapter 118, in the Elkton Town Code; and

WHEREAS, upon mature consideration, the Town Council has determined it
advisable to amend its Noise Ordinance to conform to a ruling of the Virginia Supreme
Court regarding the constitutionality and enforceability of noise ordinances;
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NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved and ordained by the Town Council of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia, that: Chapter 118, Noise Ordinance is hereby amended to read as
follows:

Chapter 118 NOISE

€ 118-1. — Declaration of Policy

The Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, finds that excessive sound is a serious
hazard to the health, safety and general welfare of its inhabitants and to the quality of life in
the Town of Elkton; that a substantial body of science and technology exists by which
excessive sound may be substantially abated; that the people have a right to and should be
ensured an environment free from excessive sound that may jeopardize the public health,
welfare, peace and safety or degrade the quality of life; and that it is the policy of the Town
to prevent such excessive sound to the extent such action is not inconsistent with a citizen's
First Amendment rights.

§ 118-2. — Definitions

For the purposes of this Chapter, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings
respectively ascribed to them by this subsection:

(a) A-weighted decibel. The sound level, in decibels, measured with a sound level
meter using the A-weighting network or scale as specified in the ANSI S1.4-1983
(specification for sound level meters). The level so read shall be postscripted dB(A) or
dBA.

(b) Daytime. The local time of day between the hours of 7:00 A.M. and 10:00 P.M.

(c) Decibel. A unit that describes the sound pressure level or intensity of sound. The
sound pressure level in decibels is 20 times the logarithm to the base ten of the ratio of the
pressure of the sound in microbars to a reference pressure of 0.0002 microbar; abbreviated
dB.

(d)  Emergency. Any occurrence or set of circumstances involving actual or imminent
physical injury, illness or property damage which requires immediate action.

(e) Emergency work. Any work performed for the purpose of preventing or alleviating
the physical injury, illness or property damage threatened or caused by an emergency.

® Gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR). The value specified by the manufacturer as
the recommended maximum loaded weight of a single motor vehicle. In cases where
trailers and tractors are separable, the gross combination weight rating (GCWR), which is
the value specified by the manufacturer as the recommended maximum loaded weight of
the combination vehicle, shall be used.

(g)  Motor carrier vehicle engaged in inferstate commerce. Any vehicle for which
regulations apply pursuant to Section 18 of the Federal Noise Control Act of 1972 (P.L. 92-
574), as amended, periaining to motor carriers engaged in interstate commerce.

(h)  Motorcycle. Any motor vehicle designed to travel on not more than three wheels in
contact with the ground and any four-wheeled vehicle weighing less than five hundred
pounds and equipped with an engine of less than six horsepower, excepting farm tractors.

(i) Motor vehicle. Any self-propelled device or device designed for self-propulsion
upon or by which any person or property is, or may be, drawn or transported
upon a street or highway, except devices moved by human power or used
exclusively upon stationary wheels or tracks.
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@ Nighttime. The local time between the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 7:00 A.M.

(k)  Noise. Any sound which annoys or disturbs humans or which causes or tends to
cause an adverse psychological or physiological effect on humans.

) Noise disturbance. Any sound which:

(O Endangers or injures the safety or health of humans; or
(2) Endangers or injures personal or real property

(m)  Property. The smallest parcel of real estate owned or leased by the same person or
persons.

(n)  Property line. An imaginary line along the ground surface, and its vertical
extension, which separates the real estate, including the dwelling units within a structure
owned or leased by one person, from that owned or leased by another person.

(o) Sound. An oscillation in pressure, particle displacement, particle velocity or other
physical parameter in a medium with internal forces that causes compression and
rarefaction of that medium. The description of sound may include any characteristic of
such sound including duration, intensity, and frequency.

(p)  Sound genmeration means any conduct, activity or operation, whether human,
mechanical, electronic or other, and whether continuous, intermittent or sporadic, and
whether stationary or ambulatory in nature, which produces or results in a sound.

(@ Sound level. The weighted sound pressure level obtained by the use of a sound level
meter and the A-frequency weighting network, as specified in American National
Standards Institute specifications for sound level meters.

(r) Sound level mefer means an instrument which includes a microphone, amplifier,
RMS detector, integrator or time averager, output meter and weighting networks used to
measure sound pressure levels.

(s) Farm animals, livestock and poultry have their usual and ordinary meanings as they
are described in § 58.1-3505(A), 1-5, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended, and in § 3.2-
6500, Definitions of livestock and pouliry, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended, but do not
include companion animals as therein defined, or hybrid canines, as defined in § 3.2-6581,
Code of Virginia (1950), as amended.

§ 118-3. Maximum Permissible sound Jlevels generally.

(a) Except as otherwise provided, any noise which emanates from any operation,
activity or source and which exceeds the maximum permissible sound levels established in
this section below is hereby prohibited. Such levels shall be measured at the property
boundary of the sound source or at any point within any other property affected by the
noise or at any point of the interior of a residence of another. When a noise source can be
identified and its noise measured in more than one zoning district classification, the limits
of the most restrictive classification shall apply.

(b)  Measurements in muitifamily dwellings or mixed use structures. In a structure used
as a multifamily dwelling or a mixed use structure, the Police Officers may take
measurements to determine sound levels from indoor common areas or other dwelling units
within the structure, when requested to do so by a residential occupant in possession and
control thereof. Such measurement shall be taken at a point at least four (4) feet from the
wall, ceiling or floor nearest the noise source, with doors and windows to the receiving area
closed.

8 118-4 Motor Vehicle Maximum Sound Levels.

(a) No person shall operate or cause to be operated a public or private motor vehicle or
motorcycle on a public right-of-way at any time in such a manner that the sound level
emitted by the motor vehicle or motorcycle when measured at a distance of fifty feet or
more exceeds the level set forth in the following table:

(b)  No person shall sound a horn or other signaling device on any motor vehicle except
as an emergency or danger warning signal.

(c) This section shall not apply to any motor carrier vehicle engaged in interstate
commerce.

§ 118-5. Use of Metering Devices and Testing and Calibration.

The decibel level of any noise regulated on a decibel basis by this Chapter shall be
measured by a sound level meter. The test results shall be prima facie evidence if
administered in accordance with § 19.2-270.7, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended. In
order to implement and enforce this Chapter effectively, the Town Police shall promulgate
standards and procedures for using and testing sound level meters used in the enforcement
of this Chapter. Such meters shall be used for enforcement of this Code by Officers of the
Town of Elkton’s Police Officer who have been properly trained in their use. Calibration
of such meters shall be in compliance with the recommended standards and procedures of
the manufacturer and copies provide to the courts of jurisdiction.

§ 118-6. Noise from Animals.

It shall be unlawful for any person to allow any animal, except farm animals, livestock and
poultry as defined herein, to create noise such that it is audible at least once a minute for ten
consecutive minutes at the property line, as defined herein.

8§ 118-7. Exemptions.

(a) Bona fide agricultural activities, practices, tilling, orcharding, raising of livestock or
poultry and farming, including but not limited to bona fide agricultural exhibitions and fairs
open to the general public whether for an admission fee or otherwise, and the operation of
equipment, machinery, tools, devices or apparatus in connection with such activities,
practices, etc., are hereby expressly exempted from the provisions of this Chapter.

(b) The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to activities or uses permitted under
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the provisions of issued special use or conditional use permits in force and effect where the
noises and sounds generated by such activities or uses are addressed and controlled by the
provision of said conditional use permits. Before any special use or conditional use permit
shall be issued concerning a use or activity creating or causing such a noise or noises as
would cause such use or activity to be in violation of this Chapter were it not for the
provisions of said permit, the Town Council shall make a determination that the potential
danger or disturbance to the community is outweighed by the benefit to the public interest
by permitting such use or activity.

© The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to activities or uses conducted in
industrial or commercial zoned districts or in areas in connection with bona fide
commercial, industrial or business activities, provided that the use or activity is in
compliance with Chapter 110, Land Development, excluding, however, camping or other
recreational activities, which shall not be exempt.

(d) The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to formal or informal sport shooting.
The operation or use of a sport shooting range by any person shall not be the subject of a
violation of this Chapter, provided that the sport shooting range is operated pursuant to the
provisions of a special use or conditional use permit or is on private land and is used by or
with the permission of the landowner or tenant. Formal or informal sport shooting does not
include the discharge of automatic weapons, unless they are properly licensed for such use
under existing state and federal laws (see Section 18.2-295, Code of Virginia (1950), as
amended, and as defined in 26 U.S.C. 5845(b) or (f)); grenades, cannons (whether powder-
fired, carbide or compressed gas) or other like types of firearms and weaponry, unless such
use is in conjunction with a recognized ceremonial or similar act by an organization such as
a VFW post, or by special use permit.

(e) Additional Exemptions. The following activities or sources of noise shall be
exempt from the daytime prohibition set forth in § 118-3 of this Chapter:

(1 Band performances or practices, athletic contests or practices and other
school-sponsored activities on the grounds of public or private schools.

) Athletic contests and other officially sanctioned activities in school
facilities.

(3)  Activities related to the construction, repair, maintenance, remodeling or
demolition, grading or other improvement of real property.

4) Gardening, lawn care, tree maintenance or removal, and other landscaping
activities.

(5) Church bells, carillons, or calls to worship by other sound-producing
devices.

(6) Religious or political gatherings to the extent that those activities are
protected by the First Amendment to the United States Constitution.

(7y  Public transportation, refuse collection and sanitation services.

§ 118-8. Administration and enforcement.

(a) The Town Manager or his designated agent shall administer and enforce this
Chapter with all the rights and authority provided for in this Chapter. The Town Manager
of his designated agent shall have the authority to make any necessary inspection, with the
consent of the owner, occupant, operator or agent, to enforce any provisions of this
Chapter, whenever the Town Manager or his designated agent has reasonable cause to
believe that there is a violation of this Chapter. If any owner, occupant, operator or agent
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fails to allow or refuses free access and entry to the premises where a noise source is
located, or any part thereof, with respect to which an inspection authorized by this Chapter
is sought to be made, the Town Manager or his designated agent may, upon a showing of
probable cause to believe a violation of this Chapter is being or has been committed, secure
a search warrant or petition and obtain from a court of competent jurisdiction an order
authorizing such inspection.

(b)  Nothing herein shall be construed to prevent the abatement, by injunction or
otherwise, of such noises as may constitute a nuisance, provided, however, that nothing
herein contained shall abrogate or restrict the provisions of the Virginia Right to Farm Act,
§ 3.2-302, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended.

(c) Whenever the Town Manager or his designated agent determines that any noise
source meets the requirements set forth in this Chapter, he may obtain a warrant or

summons for the prosecution of such violation.

§ 118-9, Vioiations and penalties.

Any person convicted of a violation this Chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
punishable by confinement in jail for not more than six (6) months and a fine of not more
than One Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($1,000.00), either or both. Each such occurrence
shall constitute a separate offense.

& 118-10, - Severability.

A determination of invalidity or unconstitutionality by a court of competent jurisdiction of
any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or part of this Chapter shall not affect the validity
of the remaining parts thereto.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of passage, as
provided by law.

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND
CHAPTER 118, NOISE

WHEREAS, on December 18, 2000, the Town Council of the Town of Elkton,
Virginia, adopted a Noise Ordinance, Chapter 118, in the Elkton Town Code; and

WHEREAS, upon mature consideration, the Town Council has determined it
advisable to amend its Noise Ordinance to conform fo a ruling of the Virginia Supreme
Court regarding the constitutionality and enforceability of noise ordinances;

NOW THEREFORE, be it resolved and ordained by the Town Council of the
Town of Elkton, Virginia, that: Chapter 118, Noise Ordinance is hereby amended to read as
follows:
Chapter 118 NOISE

§ 118-1. — Declaration of Policy

The Town Council of the Town of Elkton, Virginia, finds that excessive sound is a serious
hazard to the health, safety and general welfare of its inhabitants and to the quality of life in
the Town of Elkton; that a substantial body of science and technology exists by which
excessive sound may be substantially abated; that the people have a right to and should be
ensured an environment free from excessive sound that may jeopardize the public health,
welfare, peace and safety or degrade the quality of life; and that it is the policy of the Town
to prevent such excessive sound to the extent such action is not inconsistent with a citizen's
First Amendment rights.

§ 118-2, — Delinitions

For the purposes of this Chapter, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings
respectively ascribed to them by this subsection:

(a)  A-weighted decibel. The sound level, in decibels, measured with a sound level
meter using the A-weighting network or scale as specified in the ANSI 51.4-1983
(specification for sound level meters). The level so read shall be postscripted dB (A) or
dBA.

by  Daytime. The local time of day between the hours of 7:00 AM. and 10:00 P.M.

(c) Decibel. A unit that describes the sound pressure level or intensity of sound. The
sound pressure level in decibels is 20 times the logarithm to the base ten of the ratio of the
pressure of the sound in microbars to a reference pressure of 0.0002 microbar; abbreviated
dB.

(d) Emergency. Any occurrence or set of circumstances involving actual or imminent
physical injury, illness or property damage which requires immediate action.

(e) Emergency work. Any work performed for the purpose of preventing or alleviating
the physical injury, illness or property damage threatened or caused by an emergency.







M Gross vehicle weight rating (GVWR). The value specified by the manufacturer as
the recommended maximum loaded weight of a single motor vehicle. In cases where
trailers and tractors are separable, the gross combination weight rating (GCWR), which is
the value specified by the manufacturer as the recommended maximum loaded weight of
the combination vehicle, shall be used.

(g)  Motor carrier vehicle engaged in interstate commerce. Any vehicle for which
regulations apply pursuant to Section 18 of the Federal Noise Control Act of 1972 (P.L. 92-
574), as amended, pertaining to motor carriers engaged in interstate commerce.

(h)  Motorcycle. Any motor vehicle designed to travel on not more than three wheels in
contact with the ground and any four-wheeled vehicle weighing less than five hundred
pounds and equipped with an engine of less than six horsepower, excepting farm tractors.

(1) Motor vehicle. Any self-propelled device or device designed for self-propulsion
upon or by which any person or property is, or may be, drawn or transported upon a street
or highway, except devices moved by human power or used exclusively upon stationary
wheels or tracks.

() Nighttime. The local time between the hours of 10:00 P.M. and 7:00 A.M.

(k)  Noise. Any sound which annoys or disturbs humans or which causes or tends to
cause an adverse psychological or physiological effect on humans.

4y Noise disturbance. Any sound which:

(1) Endangers or injures the safety or health of humans; or
2) Endangers or injures personal or real property

(m)  Property. The smallest parcel of real estate owned or leased by the same person or
persons.

(n)  Property line. An imaginary line along the ground surface, and its vertical
extension, which separates the real estate, including the dwelling units within a structure
owned or leased by one person, from that owned or leased by another person.

(0)  Sound An oscillation in pressure, particle displacement, particle velocity or other
physical parameter in a medium with internal forces that causes compression and
rarefaction of that medium. The description of sound may include any characteristic of
such sound including duration, intensity, and frequency.

(p)  Sound generation means any conduct, activity or operation, whether buman,
mechanical, electronic or other, and whether continuous, intermittent or sporadic, and
whether stationary or ambulatory in nature, which produces or results in a sound.

(q)  Sound level. The weighted sound pressure level obtained by the use of a sound level
meter and the A-frequency weighting network, as specified in American National
Standards Institute specifications for sound level meters.

¥ Sound level meter means an instrument which includes a microphone, amplifier,
RMS detector, integrator or time averager, output meter and weighting networks used to
measure sound pressure levels.

(s) Farm animals, livestock and poultry have their usual and ordinary meanings as they
are described in § 58.1-3505(A), 1-5, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended, and in § 3.2-
6500, Definitions of livestock and poultry, Code of Virginia (1950}, as amended, but do not
include companion animals as therein defined, or hybrid canines, as defined in § 3.2-6581,
Code of Virginia (1950), as amended.

§ 118-3. Maximum Permissible sound levels generally.

(@ Except as otherwise provided, any noise which emanates from any operation,
activity or source and which exceeds the maximum permissible sound levels established in







this section below is hereby prohibited. Such levels shall be measured at the property
boundary of the sound source or at any point within any other property affected by the
noise or at any point of the interior of a residence of another. When a noise source can be
identified and its noise measured in more than one zoning district classification, the limits
of the most restrictive classification shall apply.

(b)  Measurements in multifamily dwellings or mixed use structures. In a structure used
as a multifarmly dwelling or a mixed use structure, the Police Officers may take
measurements to determine sound levels from indoor common areas or other dwelling units
within the structure, when requested to do so by a residential occupant in possession and
control thereof. Such measurement shall be taken at a point at least four (4) feet from the
wall, ceiling or floor nearest the noise source, with doors and windows to the receiving area
closed.

118-4 Motor Vehicle Maximum Sound Levels.

(a) No person shall operate or cause to be operated a public or private motor vehicle or
motorcycle on a public right-of-way at any time in such a manner that the sound level
emitted by the motor vehicle or motorcycle when measured at a distance of fifty feet or
more exceeds the level set forth in the following table:

(by  No person shall sound a horn or other signaling device on any motor vehicle except
as an emergency or danger warning signal.

(c) This section shall not apply fo any motor carrier vehicle engaged in interstate
commerce.

§ 118-5, Use of Metering Devices and Testing and Calibration,

The decibel level of any noise regulated on a decibel basis by this Chapter shall be
measured by a sound level meter. The test results shall be prima facie evidence if
administered in accordance with § 19.2-270.7, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended. In
order fo implement and enforce this Chapter effectively, the Town Police shall promulgate
standards and procedures for using and testing sound level meters used in the enforcement
of this Chapter. Such meters shall be used for enforcement of this Code by Officers of the
Town of Elkton’s Police Officer who have been properly trained in their use. Calibration
of such meters shall be in compliance with the recommended standards and procedures of
the manufacturer and copies provide to the courts of jurisdiction.







& 118-6. Noise from Animals,

It shall be unlawful for any person to allow any animal, except farm animals, livestock and
poultry as defined herein, to create noise such that it is audible at least once a minute for ten
consecutive minutes at the property line, as defined herein.

g 118-7. Exemptions,

(a) Bona fide agricultural activities, practices, tilling, orcharding, raising of livestock or
poultry and farming, including but not limited to bona fide agricultural exhibitions and fairs
open to the general public whether for an admission fee or otherwise, and the operation of
equipment, machinery, tools, devices or apparatus in connection with such activities,
practices, etc., are hereby expressly exempted from the provisions of this Chapter.

(b)  The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to activities or uses permitted under
the provisions of issued special use or conditional use permits in force and effect where the
noises and sounds generated by such activities or uses are addressed and controlled by the
provision of said conditional use permits. Before any special use or conditional use permit
shall be issued concerning a use or activity creating or causing such a noise or noises as
would cause such use or activity to be in violation of this Chapter were it not for the
provisions of said permit, the Town Council shall make a determination that the potential
danger or disturbance to the community is outweighed by the benefit to the public interest
by permitting such use or activity.

©) The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to activities or uses conducted in
industrial or commercial zoned districts or in areas in connection with bona fide
commercial, industrial or business activities, provided that the use or activity is in
compliance with Chapter 110, Land Development, excluding, however, camping or other
recreational activities, which shall not be exempt.

(d)  The provisions of this Chapter shall not apply to formal or informal sport shooting.
The operation or use of a sport shooting range by any person shall not be the subject of a
violation of this Chapter, provided that the sport shooting range is operated pursuant to the
provisions of a special use or conditional use permit or is on private land and is used by or
with the permission of the landowner or tenant. Formal or informal sport shooting does not
include the discharge of automatic weapons, unless they are properly licensed for such use
under existing state and federal laws (see Section 18.2-295, Code of Virginia (1950), as
amended, and as defined in 26 U.S.C. 5845(b) or (1)); grenades, cannons (whether powder-
fired, carbide or compressed gas) or other like types of firearms and weaponry, unless such
use is in conjunction with a recognized ceremonial or similar act by an organization such as
a VFW post, or by special use permit.

(e) Additional Exemptions. The following activities or sources of noise shall be
exempt from the daytime prohibition set forth in § 118-3 of this Chapter:

(1)  Band performances or practices, athletic contests or practices and other
school-sponsored activities on the grounds of public or private schools.

2) Athletic contests and other officially sanctioned activities in school
facilities.

(3) Activities related to the construction, repair, maintenance, remodeling or
demolition, grading or other improvement of real property.

(4) Gardening, lawn care, tree maintenance or removal, and other landscaping
activities,

(5)  Church bells, carillons, or calls to worship by other sound-producing
devices.

(6)  Religious or political gatherings to the extent that those activities are
protected by the First Amendment to the United States Constitution.







(7)  Public transportation, refuse collection and sanitation services.

§ 118-8, Administration and enforcement,

(a) The Town Manager or his designated agent shall administer and enforce this
Chapter with all the rights and authority provided for in this Chapter. The Town Manager
of his designated agent shall have the authority to make any necessary inspection, with the
consent of the owner, occupant, operator or agent, to enforce any provisions of this
Chapter, whenever the Town Manager or his designated agent has reasonable cause to
believe that there is a violation of this Chapter. If any owner, occupant, operator or agent
fails to allow or refuses free access and entry to the premises where a noise source is
located, or any part thereof, with respect to which an inspection authorized by this Chapter
is sought to be made, the Town Manager or his designated agent may, upon a showing of
probable cause to believe a violation of this Chapter is being or has been committed, secure
a search warrant or petition and obtain from a court of competent jurisdiction an order
authorizing such inspection.

(b)  Nothing herein shall be construed to prevent the abatement, by injunction or
otherwise, of such noises as may constitute a nuisance, provided, however, that nothing
herein contained shall abrogate or restrict the provisions of the Virginia Right to Farm Act,
§ 3.2-302, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended.

(c) Whenever the Town Manager or his designated agent determines that any noise
source meets the requirements set forth in this Chapter, he may obtain a warrant or

saummons for the prosecution of such violation.

& 118-9, Viclations and penalties.

Any person convicted of a viclation this Chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor
punishable by confinement in jail for not more than six (6) months and a fine of not more
than One Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($1,000.00), either or both. Each such occurrence
shall constitute a separate offense.

§ 118-10. - Severability.

A determination of invalidity or unconstitutionality by a court of competent jurisdiction of
any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or part of this Chapter shall not affect the validity
of the remaining parts thereto.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the date of passage, as
provided by law.

The front of the lot will be determined by the zoning
administrator in conjunciion with the developer based on the best use
of the land and the appropriateness for the existing neighborhood. In
general, the front of the structure placed on the lot should face the
front of the lot. A lot abutting on a curved street or streets shall be
considered a corner lot if straight lines drawn from the foremost
point of the lot meet an interior angle of less than 135°.”

A new definition for “Lot, Address” shall be added to Section 110-302, as
follows:

“LOT, ADDRESS For new construction, the physical address of a
Iot shall be the street deemed as the front of the lot.”
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3. These modifications to the ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its
adoption.

WHEREAS, the Town has determined it is in its best interest to amend the
definition of “Lot, Corner” and add a new definition for “Lot, Address.”

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Town Council of Elkton, Virginia, that Chapter 110
(Land Development) Section 110-302 (Terms Defined) of the Code of the Town of Elkton
is hereby amended as follows:

I. The definition for “Lot, Corner” in Section 110-302 is amended to read as
follows:

“LOT, CORNER a lot abutting upon two or more streets at their
intersection. The front of the lot will be determined by the zoning
administrator in conjunction with the developer based on the best use
of the land and the appropriateness for the existing neighborhood. In
general, the front of the structure placed on the lot should face the
front of the lot. A lot abuiting on a curved street or streets shall be
considered a comer lot if straight lines drawn from the foremost
point of the lot meet an interior angle of less than 135°.”

2. A new definition for “Lot, Address” shall be added to Section 110-302, as
follows:

“LOT, ADDRESS For new construction, the physical address of a
lot shall be the street deemed as the front of the lot.”

3. These modifications to the ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its
adoption.

Young, Nicholas, Branner & Phillips, LLP, Certified Public Accountants performed
the Town’s audit and prepared the Financial and Compliance Report dated June 30, 2014.

David Black, Senior Accountant with the firm discussed the Town’s finances and
provided an analysis of the Financial and Compliance Report. He highlighted the
following issues:

o Town received a “clean opinion” which was the highest level of assurance
that an audit firm could give an organization’s financial statements.

o The assets of the Town exceeded its liabilities by $8,442,944 at the close of
the most recent fiscal year. [pg. 5]

e Town’s net position increased as a result of the year’s operations. While net
position of the business-type activities decreased by $51,415, net position of
the governmental activities increased by $607,720. [pg. 6]

e In the Town’s business-type activities, operating revenues increased by
$119,526 from the previous year and operating expenses increased by
$178,071. [pgs. 7 & 8]

e In the Town’s governmental activities, operating revenues decreased by
$31,702 from the previous year and operating expenses increased by
$53,666. [pgs. 6 & 7]
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e Actual revenues were $95,624 more than budgeted for the General Fund.
General Fund expenditures were $17,234 less than budgeted. [pg. 51]

e Operating revenues were $159,160 more than budgeted for the Electric
Fund. Electric Fund operating expenses, excluding depreciation, were
$217,380 more than budgeted. [pg. 59]

e Operating revenues were $16,849 less than budgeted for the Water Fund.
Water Fund operating expenses, excluding depreciation, were $48,414 less
than budgeted. [pg. 60]

o Operating revenues were $1,350 less than budgeted for the Sewer Fund.
Sewer Fund operating expenses, excluding depreciation, were $219 more
than budgeted. [pg. 61]

e The Town spent $383,421 for capital additions during the current fiscal
year. In addition, capital items valued at $139,421 were donated to the
Town during the current fiscal year. [pg. 62]

e Town’s long-term debt decreased by $422,457 during the current fiscal year.
[pg. 11]

Mr. Black reported that over the last two years the Town had a reduction in debt of
16%. He noted that the Town’s cash at the end of 2014 was $1.74 million which was an
increase over last year of $140,000. He noted that if the reduction in debt was added to the
increase in cash, the overall position of the Town was improved by $560,000.

Mr. Black reported on the electric, water and sewer funds and compared those
financial figures to the prior year. He noted that the Town’s electric fund returned
$213,638 for the year which was a decrease of $52,000 from the previous year. He noted
the decrease was due to the Town’s electric bill increasing 1.3 percent, the Town not
passing the increase on to the citizen’s electric rates and the harsh winter of last year. He
noted that the water fund had returned $124,039 for the year as compared to last year
which was $117,000. He noted that the sewer fund had a loss for the year of $81,000 as
compared to last year — the loss was $68,000. He noted the biggest sewer expense was the
Town’s contract with Inboden Environmental Services.

Mr. Black briefly discussed the Fiduciary (Cemetery) Fund. He noted the
Cemetery Fund would run out of money within four to five years based on the financial
figures he reviewed. He noted that no increase in lot rates had taken place since 2005. He
suggested that Council address the issue soon.

Mr. Black complimented the Treasurer’s office and other staff for their helpfulness
and timely responses to many requests during the audit process.
