Avenue) - Weaver
Concerns were as follows:

e Number of Buildings. Mr. Weaver stated that there would be two separate
buildings that will be joined together with a living room in between them. The new
houses will carry the same appearance as the Victorian house.

e Joe Shifflett, Director of Public Works stated that the Planning Commission should
take into consideration that a lot line vacation would have to be done and also that
parking would be in the rear off of the alley.

e Number of residents. Mr. Weaver stated that the number of residents that he
would be allowed to keep in the facility would be from twenty-one (21) to twenty-
two (22) people, but he will have anywhere from twelve (12) to thirteen (13)
bedrooms.





e Number of trained individuals at the home. Mr. Weaver stated that there
would be at least one individual at all times. There would be three (3) during the
day and one (1) after supper.

e Number of employee parking spaces. Mr. Weaver stated that there would be
seven (7) employee parking spaces. The Director of Public Works stated the
Elkton Zoning Ordinance (Page 106) state that one (1) parking space is required
for every four beds and one (1) parking space for every three (3) employees. Mr.
Weaver will have a total of seven (7) parking spaces.

o Improvements will have to be made to the alley to fix the potholes. Is this the
Town of Elkton's responsibility? Mr. Weaver stated that he would pave the alley
to meet the recommendations of the Virginia Department of Transportation.

o Will the residents have cars? Mr. Weaver stated that he can make it a
requirement that the residents will not have cars.

¢ How much traffic will there be in the alley with visitors and deliveries? And
is the alley large enough for two cars to pass side by side? The deliveries will be
limited because one of the employees will be doing the grocery shopping, the
majority of usual deliveries will be done internally such as the laundry etc., they
will most likely have commercial trash pick up. Joe checked to see the what the
width of the alley is and it is twenty (20) feet therefore wide enough for two cars
to pass

e Can Mr. Weaver keep the road clear enough for emergency vehicles when
needed? Mr. Weaver says that he will be able to clear it easily.

o Will staff live on the premises full-time? Mr. Weaver says that it is very
possible.

o Neighbors Concerns. Mr. Weaver spoke with the neighbors and they showed no
concern.

o If the parking lot was moved and Mr. Weaver paved the alley only up to the
parking lot it is believed that this will help to eliminate a lot of traffic.

¢ Would it become the Home for Adults eventually have ambulatory residents
if something was to happen to one of the residents? Mr. Weaver says that this
will not happen because the homes are checked once a month for this kind of
thing.

o Selling of the property. If Mr. Weaver made the decision to sell the property, the
buyer would have to then get permission from the Planning Commission to use it
as a Home for Adults.

Ben King motioned to accept the request by Kenneth Wayne Weaver under the following

conditions:

e Deliveries are limited to 7:00a.m. to 5:00p.m ;

e the paving of the alley, which will meet the state specifications, and maintenance of the
alley from Spotswood Avenue to the entrance of the parking lot will be Mr. Weaver's
responsibility,

e Mr. Weaver meets all of the requirements of the 302.115 law as stated in the Elkton
Zoning Ordinance;

e Mr. Weaver will have adequate staff members for the facility at all times,





e and that in the event that Mr. Weaver decides to sell the buyer would have to go
through the process of getting permission of the Planning Commission just as Mr.

Weaver has done.
Barry Ream seconded the motion. Unanimously approved. \(\O

If property (structures) can be joined together a lot line vacation will be pursued at this
time.

Article I - Authorization

This planning commission is established in conformance with a resolution adopted
by the Council of Elkton, Virginia on June 14, 1963 and in accord with provisions
of Section 15.1-427.1, Code of Virginia (1950), as amended.

The official title of this body shall be the Town of Elkton Planning Commission,
hereinafter referred to as the "Commission.”

Article II - Purpose

The primary purpose of the Commission is to serve in an advisory capacity to the
Council, by preparing and recommending plans, ordinances, capital improvement
programs, and other documents to the Council for its consideration.

Article III - Membership

The Commission shall consist of seven members appointed by the Council. All
shall be residents of the Town of Elkton and qualified by knowledge and
experience to make decisions on questions of growth and development. At least
half of the members shall own real property in the Town of Elkton. One member
may be a member of the Council.

The terms of office for the Council member shall be determined by council. The
terms of the other original members shall be for one, two, three, and four years.
Subsequent members shall be appointed for terms of four years. The Council, at
its discretion, may establish different terms of office for subsequent appointments.

Vacancies shall be filled by appointment made by the Council and shall be for an
unexpired term only.

Members of the Commission shall be eligible for reappointment.

Members of the Commission may be removed by the Council for malfeasance in
office.

Terms of commission members shall expire immediately before the beginning of
the regular meeting at which their successor's terms of office begin.

The Council may provide for the payment of expenses incurred by Commission
members in the performance of their official duties and compensation for services.
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Article IV - Selection of Officers

Officers of the Commission shall consist of a chairman, vice chairman, and
secretary. The chairman and vice-chairman shall be elected by membership. The
secretary shall serve at the request of the Commission and may be a member of the
Commission, an employee of the Town of Elkton, or a citizen volunteer.
Nomination of officers shall be made from the floor at the July meeting each year.
Election of officers shall follow immediately. A candidate receiving a majority
vote of the entire membership should be declared elected.

Terms of office shall be for one year or until a successor takes office.

Vacancies shall be filled for an unexpired term by a majority vote of the
commission. '

Article V - Duties of Officers
The chairman shall:

Preside at meetings,

Appoint committees.

Rule on procedural questions (subject to reversal by a two-thirds majority vote of
the members present).

Report official communications at the next regular commission meeting.
Certify official documents involving the authority of the Commission.
Certify minutes as true and correct copies.

Carry out other duties as assigned by the Commission.

The vice-chairman shall:

Assume the full powers of the chairman in the absence or inability of the chairman
1o act.

The secretary shall be responsible for:
Recording attendance at meetings.

Recording the minutes of the Commission meetings.
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Notifying members of all meetings.
Maintaining a file of all official Commission records and reports.
Certifying maps, records, and reports of the Commission.

Giving notice and be responsible for publishing public notices of all Commission
public hearings and public meetings.

Attend to the correspondence for the execution of the duties and functions of the
Commission.

Article VI - Committees
The following committees may be appointed at the discretion of the chairman.

Comprehensive Plan Committee - develops, updates, and revises the
comprehensive plan and coordinates the work of other committees which relate to
the plan development.

Land Use Committee - prepares and maintains an inventory of land uses within
the Town of Elkton, and is responsible for the preparation of land use maps.

Subdivision Committee - drafts subdivision regulations and subsequent
amendments. Examines subdivision applications and makes recommendations to
the Commission after reviewing staff comments.

Zoning Committee - drafts zoning ordinance and subsequent amendments.
Reviews applications for rezoning, special exceptions, or use permits and
recommendations to the Commission.

Capital Improvements Committee - prepares and annually updates capital
improvements program (CIP) in conjunction with Elkton administrative officials.
Assures that the CIP is in conformance with the comprehensive plan.

Special committees may be appointed by the chairman for purposes and terms
approved by the Commission.

The chairman shall be an ex-officio member of every committee.
Article VII - Meetings

Regular meetings of the Commission shall be held on the second Monday of each
month at 7:00 p.m. Special meetings shall be called as needed. When a meeting
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date falls on a legal holiday, the meeting shall be held on the day following unless
the Commission selects an alternate day.

Special meetings may be called by the chairman or by two members upon written
request to the secretary. The secretary shall mail a written notice to all members,
at least five days before a special meeting, stating the time, place, and purpose of
the meeting.

All meetings of the Commission shall be open to the public.

Article VIII - Voting

A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum.

No action of the Commission shall be valid unless authorized by a majority vote of
those present and voting.

The Commission shall only consider issues submitted in writing five days prior
unless, a majority of the Commission members deemed it appropriate to consider.

Article IX - Order of Business

The order of business for a regular meeting may be:
Call to order.

Roll Call.

Determination of a quorum.

Public expression.

. Reading of minutes.

Report of secretary.
Report of standing committees.
Report of special committees.

Unfinished business.

9-1-10.New Business.

9-1-11.Adjournment.
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Parliamentary procedure in Commission meetings shall be governed by Robert's
Rules of Order when deemed appropriate by the chairperson.

The Commission shall keep minutes of each meeting, and these minutes shall
become a public record. The secretary and chairman shall sign all minutes and, at
the end of the year, certify that the minutes of the preceding year are true and
correct copy.

Article X - Public Hearings

In addition to those required by law, the Commission may hold public hearings on
any matter which it deems to be in the public interest.

Notice of a public hearing shall be published once a week for two successive
weeks, in a newspaper of general circulation in the area, at least ten days before
the day if the public hearing. Such notice shall specify the time and place of
hearing, which cannot be less that six nor more that twenty-one days after the
second newspaper advertisement.

The chairman shall summarize the matter before the Commission, allow interested
parties to speak, and accept written statements and other documentation pertinent
to the matter being addressed.

An accurate, written record shall be made of the proceedings of the public hearing
and maintained as part of the Commission files.

Article XI - Amendments

These Bylaws may be amended by a majority vote of the entire membership after
thirty days prior notice.

This planning commission is established in conformance with a resolution adopted by the
