I Gene Kite/Alley Closure Discussion

In September 2017 Mr. Kite began plans by submitting a preliminary alley closure request to the Zoning
Administrator. Mr. Kite’s address is 337 W Spring Ave.

a) Heinformed members he plans to demo the existing building sitting on his property.

b) The Elkton Volunteer Fire Co. has viewed the property and will furnish a written statement
expressing it has no useful purpose to them if the alley is closed. No emergency vehicles can enter
the alley and turn around anyway.

c} The Elkton Police Acting Chief/ Junior Kite has submitted a written statement the closure will not
affect his department.

d) The Town Manager, or his/her designated representative, must certify the alley has no useful
purpose to the town or its residents by nature of current use, zoning, cost of closing, or point of
origin and/or destination.

e) Half of the 20 ft. alley must be offered to the neighbor across the street. He must sign a document
declining or accepting to purchase his share. If declining to purchase, the requestor retains the right
to purchase that half also.

f) Before Mr. Kite begins the process he wants to attend the Work Session on Monday, Feb. 12, 2018
and offer council a fair proposal of purchase price, including legal fees, he is willing to pay the town.

Il Comprehensive Plan Review

Chairman/Dan Talbot continued the meeting by opening a discussion of our current Comprehensive Plan,
updated and approved in 2013. Code requires the plan be reviewed every five years. With several new
members sitting on the commission he felt the need to take a brief overview of the manual. Some
highlights pointed out were: '

c. Update information relating to upgrades, recently completed, that have taken place at the Waste
Water Treatment Plant.

d. Chapter 11 GOALS. This chapter is authored and maintained by the Elkton Planning Commission.
Members went thru the chapter briefly and were given instructions to use this as a homework
assignment before the next meeting. Bring in any suggestions for the March meeting.

il. Latitude Properties Inc.

Chairman Talbot emphasized the importance of the role the Planning Commission and the
Comprehensive Plan play in any annexation and/or rezoning occurrences within or near town boundaries.
The recent re-zoning conducted by Rockingham County, on property adjacent to the town boundary line,
omitted input from the Elkton Planning Commission. This property lies within part of the area projected
to be annexed into the town sometime in the future. If and when this action occurs it becomes subjected
to fall into a zoning district listed within our current code. The Planning Commission should have been
advised that Rockingham County was going thru a re-zoning hearing. In addition, Elkton Town Council
proceeded with water/sewer line agreement without advising members.

. Community Center Sign

The new sign has been installed for the Community Center. Some questions arose as to the timing for
changing.

Dan suggested that under #4 Maintain
Small Town Atmosphere check and make sure the percentage of proposed multifamily attached
dwelling is updated. Under accomplishments it should read since 2013.

v. AirB&B

Donna Mowbray talked to Grottoes and asked how they had found out about the Air B & B, it
was brought to their attention after it was seen on the internet. Grottoes had the person come
to a special meeting, fill out an application and pay a fee, then a Public Hearing was held given
the neighbors a chance for expressing their concerns or asking any questions they may have.
Grottoes Mayor said it is working great and no one has complained. Grottoes now has an
ordinance for Air B & B’s. They will hold a Public Hearing each time someone applies so the
neighbors have a chance to address concerns or ask questions. Dan Talbot recommends this is
something that we continue with. Single dwellings in R1, 2, 3 and 5 should be allowed to have an
Air B & B. There should be a minimum of 2 nights and a maximum of 15 nights. There should be
no more than 2 per bedroom allowed. Attached an emergency evacuation to the permit when
applying for permit. There should be a minimal penalty for not filing lodging tax. This tax should
be paid quarterly and should be at least 5%. This was written to match Grottoes code will need
to be re written to match our code.

V. Demolition Permit

Dan Talbot recommended that we put a section in the Code Book requiring a permit for
demolition. The county already requires a permit and they inspect demolitions.

Chairman Talbot said that there were
two houses on the street but they had been grandfathered. The houses were non-conforming
and no changes can be made to the properties. The reason for the zoning was to prohibit the
properties from becoming blight properties. Margretta Isom asked for everyone’s opinion on
the matter. Joey Merica asked how difficult it would be to change back if rezoning was
approved. Chairman Talbot said that the Planning Commissions duties are not to recommend
a temporary zoning to satisfy property owners but to properly zone the property correctly the
first time. The Planning Commissions job is to recommend the right use for the land. And
previous commission has said that M1 is the correct zoning. So the question is was the past
decision correct or have things changed and should the property be rezoned?

Joey Merica made a motion to not recommend rezoning of the parcels.

Pete Bonavita spoke regarding his request to rezone 15.272 acres tax map: 130- (A) L9
currently zoned as A-1. Mr. Bonavita is requesting R-5 zoning. Mr. Bonavita presented a plan
of a proposed subdivision which would include townhomes, duplexes and single family homes.
Mr. Bonavita stated that the proposed subdivision will not be a part of Downey Knolls. The
facilities already in place example community center, walking trails etc., will not be shared
with the new proposed subdivision. Mr. Bonavita said that the demand for the 55+ community
was not as successful as the owners had hoped therefore they were exploring other options
for the 15.272 acres. The 15.272 acres will not have an age restriction. He said roads will be
built and sidewalks installed to meet all requirements. He said he envisioned this subdivision
be similar to the Quail Run Subdivision. Chairman Talbot asked what percentage of Downey
Knolls was sold. Mr. Bonavita said that 15 of the 75 lots have been sold. Chairman Talbot
stated that if about 20% of Downey Knolls is currently sold this equates to about 3 units per
year. Mr. Bonavita confirmed this number was correct. Charlotte Shifflett asked about the
proffers for Downey Knolls. Mr. Bonavita said that the proffers for Downey Knolls do not apply
because this is a separate subdivision. Charlotte Shifflett said that when Downey Knolls was
created an age restriction was placed should this also apply to the new subdivision? Mr.
Bonavita said that the Downey Knolls proffers do not apply because this will be a separate
subdivision from Downey Knolls. Chairman Talbot provided some background on the Downey
Knolls project and what transpired that led to the approval of Downey Knolls. Chairman Talbot
asked why Mr. Bonavita was requesting R-5 zoning. Mr. Bonavita stated he requested R-5
after a discussion with Charlotte Shifflett because he would like to build duplexes, townhomes
and single family homes. Chairman Talbot then asked the total acreage of the lot in question?
Because 30.64 acres was set aside for Downey Knolls and 9.049 acres B2 Business. Mr.
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Bonavita said that his request was not for the same acreage that he had 15.272 additional
acres. Chairman Talbot explained that the duplexes and townhomes would not be in
compliance with the Comprehensive plan. Chairman Talbot asked if Mr. Bonavita and his
group would consider a different zoning with less density and include more single family
homes. Chairman Talbot asked if anyone had questions. No one did. Margaretta Isom stated
that she did not have questions but would need to review the information more closely before
making a decision. Mr. Bonavita said the plan is to build more affordable housing. Jodi
Gooden asked if everyone would use the same entrance. Mr. Bonavita confirmed that
everyone would use the same entrance and then branch off once entered. Chairman Talbot
suggested that maybe Mr. Bonavita and his group review the plan and try to create a plan that
would be more in line with the comprehensive plan. Because the current request for zoning
does not fit the density plan for Elkton. Mr. Bonavita asked what density would fit, Chairman
Talbot suggested a lower zoning perhaps R-3 or R-4 something with less duplexes and more
houses. Chairman Talbot informed Mr. Bonavita that the proper procedure would be to apply
for a subdivision first and then submit a rezoning request. Mr. Bonavita said he is not making a
formal request for anything at this time. He said tonight was merely a discussion, fact finding
meeting and a training session for him and Mr. Beatty. Mr. Bonavita said he and his group
would speak with the engineer and design a new plan more in line with the comprehensive
plan. Once the new plan is completed Mr. Bonavita will submit an application for a subdivision
and rezoning permit. Mr. Bonavita and his group would like to begin the project in the spring.

V. The commission then discussed code book sections. It was decided that everyone would
continue with the section they currently have and that Jodi Gooden will be responsible for
Signs, Parking, Definitions, Streets and Alleys. Joey Merica is responsible for Business,
Industrial, and Telecommunications.

VI. Comprehensive Plan was discussed. Chairman Talbot suggested that a few corrections and
changes be made before a public hearing is scheduled. Chairman Talbot said the
Comprehensive plan should only include positive things nothing negative. He stated that the
Comprehensive plan is a selling tool for the town.

VIL. The December 4 meeting was discussed and Chairman Talbot said he would review the
agenda closer to the date to determine if the commission will meet.

VIIL. Delores Hammer brought up the fact that the January meeting was scheduled for New Year’s
Day. It was discussed and agreed on that the January meeting will be held on Wednesday,
January 2.

Margaretta Isom made a motion to adjourn the meeting.
